Are Ounly Twe Canes of Typhold
in His Town.

Chicago, Sept. 2 -The defenss in the
Misgouri-Illinols dralnage canal sult to-
day score! its first strong point since the
inquiry opened In Chicago.

Doctor Willlam H. Fraser of La Salle
testificd that while the residents of that
town get fully one-fourth of thelr water
supply from the Illinols and Michigan ca-
nal, there are at present oniy Lwo cases
of typhold fever which orlginated to the
lown.

As this canal gets most of its flow from
the sanitary channel, attorneys for the de
fense are satisfled that they have strength-
ened thelr congention that If the 8t. Louls
water supply Is poliuted, the objectionablle
Eerms come from a source other than the
Chicago River.
