Representative of Eleventh St.
Louis District Says He Would

Support Commissioner.

Consignment From Mainz, Ger-
many, Is Turned Back.

States on account of adulterations. This
time Rhine wines have come under the
ban of the Bureau of Chemistry of the
Agricultural Department.

Upon certification from the Secretary of
Agriculture that the samples examined
showed the use of salicylic acid as a
preservative. Secretary of the Treasury
Shaw to-d- directed the exclusion of a
consignment of Rhine wine, consisting of
Labenhelmer. Llebfraumllch and Nler-stetnu- r.

that had been shipped from
Mainz Germany, to an Importer In Phila-
delphia.

The exclusion of the wines was on the
ground that they were adulterated so as
to be Injurious to health, and also on the
ground that the sale of wines In which
salicylic add Is used la forbidden In Ger-
many.

The department also excluded to-d- a
consignment of olive oil shipped from
Florence. Italy, to Baltimore on the
ground that It was adulterated with other
vegetable oils and was falsely labeled

pure olive OIL Another consignment of
olive oil. shipped from Marseilles to Balti-
more, was excluded on the ground that It
was faLely labeled, analysis showing that
It contained cotton-see- d oil and peanut
oil.

Is to undertake at once the work of build
ing tlie Japanese national pavilion and
completing arrangements for their ex-
hibit. Mr. Tejima has with him the plans
for the pavilion, which he wlU submit for
approval to the Exposition management.

Plans for the national pavilion have been
changed. It has been decided to erect
three buildings Instead of one. as was at
first Intended. The largest of these will
be a reproduction of the Imperial palace
at Kioto, known as Shlnden. and consid-
ered one of the most beautiful specimens
of Japanese architecture.

One of the other buildings will be a
structure typical of Japan for the use of
the Imperial Commission. The third will
be constructed of many varieties of wood
Indigenous to Japan and will serve as a
forestry exhibit. A magnificent garden
wUl surround these buildings, and will be
the most striking feature of tbe Japanese
reservation.

Mr. Tejima said that It had not been
decided as jet whether or not one of the
royal Princes of Japan would visit the
World's Fair. This matter, he said, hid
not been taken up with the Emperor. If
other nations send members of their royal
families, it is not unlikely that Japan may
follow suit.

Japan ha appropriated SO0.0CO yen. or
about WCO.oa). for Its exhibit. Of this about
1160.IXO wlU be expended on the national
pavilion and landscape garden. Thirty na-
tive Japanese workmen will be brought
to St. lsrals to set up tbe buildings,
which will be constructed In Japan and
shipped here In sections.

The Commissioner sojs he would have
been wlUIng to employ American work-
men for this work, but the construcUon
is typically Japanese, and only carpenters
who understand the methods could carry
It out. The buildings will be the most
oeautirul and costly ever erected by Ja-
pan at any exposition.

The President of the Commission Is
Baron Kyoura. Minister of Agriculture
and Justice of Japan. According to Mr.
Tejima, Baron Kyoura will not visit the
Fair, but the Vice President, Baron M.
Matsudalra. wllL

Mr. Tejima will remain In St. Louis
about one month before returning to Ja-
pan. Mr. Kanzakl wlU remain here per-
manently until after the Fair, as resident
member of the commission.

ITALY WILL HAVE TAVILIOX.

CommlInner Announces Xann of
Commlatlonen to Exposition.

Coramlkner Zegglo. representing the
WerWi lair In Italy, cabled President
Krancl yesterday that Italy would erect
a national pavilion at the Fair. The
mesage states that work Is proceeding
actively.

Much satisfaction Is felt by the Exposi-
tion manacement over this messare. ai It
Is the first omdal notification that Italy
would be among the foreign Governments
which will have their own buildings at the
Fair.

A letter was also received from Commis-
sioner Zegglo. in which he announced the
members of the Royal Commission, ap-
pointed by King Victor to promote Italian
participation In the Fair. There are thirty-
