At the northeast corner 'of the hospital
will be located the y room, and across
from this will be the apartment for treat-
ing sunstroke patients. The Utter will be
equipped with a granitoid floor, bath-
tubs and a large marble slab, on which
heat cases m be treated by means of a
shower. The offlep of the Medical Director
will occup the front part of the building.

Hack ot these rooms, and so arranged
that it can be separated entirely from the
front of the building, will be the hospital
proper. Wards for men and women, each

Special attention will be given to the
operating-roo- which will have a north
and west exposure.

John Barbaglia. who, with Martin Levin,
was convicted and sentenced to a term
of imprisonment for assisting in pro-
curing falso naturalization papers, was
among the witnesses yesterday, having
been brought from the Penitentiary In Jef-
ferson City to give the Grand Jury the
benefit of his Information.

It Is understood that he has furnished
additional testimony which will result in
developments of an exceedingly interest-
ing nature before the adjournment of thepresent Grand Jurj.

In the current number of the
North American Review, In which he crit-
icises the President's attitude toward the
race Issue with a freedom that Is remark-
able in view of the fact that he holds a
Federal appointment by the grace of Mr.
Roosevelt. In this arUele Mr. Somervllle
says:

"The Usturbing effect of President
Roosevelt's attltud toward the negro
never can be adequately estimated in Its
retardation of the solution of the race
problem which Is staggering American
statesmanship. Tha appointment of the
negro Crum as Collector of Customs at
the Port ot Charleston. In opposition to the
known sentiment, even of the Republican
Senate, and other like presidential poli-

cies, produced, great excitement, in the
South and reopened the wounds of race
prejurtce which were gradually being al-

layed.
"These Issues were made paramount In

the recent Democratic Drlmarles In the
State of Mississippi, where a most excit-
ing election was held. The result was the
nomination ot a candidate for Governor
who avowedly tolerated negro lynching
and strenuously opposed the policy of ne-
gro education. As the New 1 ork Sun well
said: This means a deeper barbarism for
the Jllsstssippi negroes, a greater danger
for the Mississippi whites. The over-zealo- us

friends ot the negro thus become
practically his worst enemies."

Had this criticism of the President been
made by some person not In the Govern-
ment service It would not have attracted
attention among officials ot the adminis-
tration. Though Mr. Somervllle's right
to hold his opinion of the wisdom of the
President's policy In dealing with the race
Eroblem may be conceded, as Is contended

official, ho haa shown a lack of
delicacy In publicly criticising his policy
and continuing to hold office under the
administration.

Notwithstanding the displeasure occa-
sioned by the publication of Mr. Somer-
vllle's article, it Is not probable that It
will be made the ground for his removal
from office. For some time there has been
more or less friction between the Hoard of
General Appraisers and the Treasury De-
partment growing out of a difference ct
opinion as to the exact relations between
them. Some of the members, and chief
among them Mr. Somervllle. have held
that the board was In large measure inde-
pendent of the department and occupied a
position analogus to that of a United
States court. It cannot be said that this
friction had gone so far as to lead to a
determination on the part of the Presi-
dent to remove Mr. Somervllle from office,
but there Is reason to believe that. If such
a removal has been contemplated, it will
be deferred, to as not to put the chair-
man in the position of being disciplined
for his criticism of the President.
