Is a distinctly new-- Interest In the cotton
market

The Identity or the- - new bulls who have
set out to duplicate the bull successes In
last year's crop, has not been disclosed.
As a result the cotton markets have been
greatly excited to learn who arc the suc-

cessors of Brown Sully and the other
cotton kings.

Every month traded In 'o-da-y sold at
10 cents a pound and higher. Even cot-

ton to be delivered next May sold higher
than 10 cents a pound, a fact which Is Re-
garded as remarkable so early in the Rea-

son, when shipments of cotton are ex-
ceedingly large.

Never In the history of cotton trading
s.nce the Civil War have such compara-
tively high prices prevailed. October. No-

vember. December. January. March. April,
May. June and July cotton options. In
which are Included the whole range of de-

liveries of the year's crop, sold up to-d-

above lOUc a pound.
Trading was excited In the cotton pit

In the morning. The unfavorable crop
news brought telegrams by the score to
local houses from all Paris of the affected
district, and the news was widely dis-
cussed. On account of the lateness of the
crop this year, a killing frost ot this
season meant much to the size of the
yield.
