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STATUTE OF LIMITATIONS

NOT A BAR IN BLAIR CASE.

A to whether the statute or limitations
Is applicable to tar a prosecution or the
alleged crimes or James L. Blair, a prom-

inent attorney, holds that it Is not and
makes the following explanation:

"The statute of limitations does not ap-

ply to the crime alleged, that of forger"
in tho first degree.

"The statute of Mlfourl (section 2II.
Revised Statute. ISS9) provides: 'Any per-

son may be prosecuted, tried and pun-
ished for any offene punishable with
death, or bv Imprisonment In the Peni-
tentiary during life, at any time after the
offcni-- shall have been committed.'

"It Is provided. In regard to the crime of
forgery, by section ll of the Rcvl-.- !
Statutes, that 'Everv person who shall
forge, counterfeit or falsely alter any
deed or other Instrument. Ivelng or pur-

porting to Im the act of another, or any
certificate of the acknowledgment or
proof of any deed or other instrument
which may be recorded, or any certificate
of the filing cr recording of anv such
deed or Instrument, with Intent to defraud,
shall be gulltv of forgery in the first de-

gree.' Other grades of forgery. In the sec-

ond, third and fourth degrees, are also
defined In the statute.

"The punishment for forgery In the first
degree may be affixed by tho jury trying
any case, at imprisonment for life In the
Penitentiary. The section of the statute
imposing the penalty fixes no maximum
limit of years; the "dateless limit" may
hence be that of the natural life. The
statute, section 2D2I. thus provide- -: "Per-
sons convicted of forgery, as herein speci

CALLED BEFORE GRAND JURY.

The, Grand Jury. It Is believed, has
dropped for the present the Blair Investi-
gation. No witnesses were examined

and no additional ones thus far
have been summoned.

Circuit Attorney Folk and Assistant
Circuit Attorney Maroney desired yester-
day to confer with James T. Roberts, ac-

cuser of Mr. Blair, but repeated telephone
messages to his office up to o'clock met
with the reply that Mr. Roberts had not
been there all day.

Alout 4 o'clock in tho afternoon a friend
of Roberts's visited the Four Courts and
stated that he had Just left the witness
half an hour before, and that Roberts
was going to his home on Pace avnue.

Roberts's friend declared that the wit-

ness had no Intention of evading Circuit
Attorney Folk, and was sure that he de-

sired an Interview with the Circuit Attor-
ney as much as Mr. Folk wished to feo
him.

Despite this statement it was evident
that both Mr. Folk and Mr. Maronc
looked upon the wltnesses-'- s absence with
a degree of suspicion.

Mr. Maroney stated, at 5 o'clock yester-
day afternoon, that he wished to sets
Roberts In order to straighten out several
matters In connection with his charges
against Mr. Blair.

"It was not of great Importance and can

Andrew A. Blair, brother of James I
Blair, arrived In St. Lou! last nlirlu from
Philadelphia. In repon to a telegram

from his rfster. Mr?. B. I!. Graham of No.

SU3 Llndell boulevard, announcing the se-

rious llmess of his trothr.
Mrs. Graham telegraphed early Monday

that her brother was dylnfr, and Andrew
Blair departed for St LouW at once. On
hi arrlal here he went to Mrs. Gra-

ham's home to see his mother. He will

ko to "Alrdrie" this momlnK to tec his
bi other.

Andrew Blair, when seen at the Graham
home last nlsht. said:

'I have come to render by brother
whatever assistance 1 can. Mrs. Graham
wired me that she believed he was dylnfr,

and I came with all haste."
As to his brother's predicament, he was

reticent. "I have read very little of the
cars." he said, "and should le very Klad
If my name would not be mentioned In

connection with It. as It could not benefit
one way or the other."

Mr. Blair was asked about Carey lllalr.
but he declared he knew nothing of his
whereabouts. In answer to a question as
to whther It cculd have been possible
that any of the troubles of hl brother
James couM have been precipitated by
Carey, as was reported, he replied that
such reports were absurd.

""Carej never was associated with
brother Jim In business except once." he
said. "At that time Carey ws engaged In
a. little Investigating business at Birming-

ham. Ala. Carey was iot Identified with
brother Jim's St. Louis affairs."

"Brother Carey." he continued, "has not
lived In St. I.ouls for the last fourteen
years that I know of. I have heard that
he rlMed St. Louis frequently to see my
mother, but those stays were short.

""I do not believe that Brother Jim tried
to shoulder any blame upon Carey, and
for that reason I don't think Carey needs
any vindication. If my brother Jim
did say that Carey was responsible. I
should say It was unkind, and brother Jim
has not been charged with unklndness."

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MALICIOUS CHICAGO RUMORS

CAUSED WITHDRAWALS.

Conllnnnl From lce (Inc.

started art tlie preliminary a bear raid
on the stock market. Mr. Buder said:

"For ten tUjs we have been receiving
queries from Chicago asking the Konernl
financial con ition of the St. 1mls trust
companies. None of these nuerles were
from banks or trust companies.

"It is significant that all the queries,
both of phone ami wire, were entirely from
brokers. whil our correspondents among
tho banks have not troubled us for In-

formation.
"There is little doubt that the rumors

are maliciously intended to crale a feel-
ing of distrust, and that the)' are designed
to further the plans of stock dealers who
have sold the market short.

"This stock market Is on the rise, and
the "snorts" hae started this rumor to
enable themselves to cover their short-
ages.

"There is not a word or truth in the
rumors, and I am coHdcnt that there
will be no nix-tltloi- i or the scenes or this
afternoon, as the folly of their
action in withdrawing their funds and
losing the Intciest will be soon seen by
those who withdrew ."

KOEHI.EK MAKES STATEMENT.
Henry KoelUer, Jr., president of the

Germanla Trust Company, made the fol-

lowing statement to The Republic of his
understanding of the start of the run on
St, Louis trust companies:

"All this trouble was caused by a rumor
sent out from the Chicago stock market.
There are lllanv who Iiae sold the mar-
ket short In Chicago, and - stocks have
reached their absolutely lowest legitimate
level for nmw time, a way to break the
rising market and enable the ""shorts"" to
cover was fought.

'The flurry cannot last over
as there never was a time when our
tanks ..nd trust companies were in better

condition than y. Tho mere fact
that I hey Here able to supply the money
ror moxlng the cotton crop sliouM allay all
rears as to the stability of the Institu-
tions.

"We have had no run here: In Tact, our
depu!tK or cavlngs have been greater to-

day than they have been ror some time.
The rumor sent out from Chicago was

absolutely without foundation and was
malicious In the extreme. It dM not. I
understand, specify any particular Insti-

tution, but spoke of the largest. This ab-

sence of definlteness is proof of the falsity
of th rumor."

NO LARGE WITHDRAWALS.
At the Commonwealth Trut Company

officials stated that, while their business
for the doy had been larger than usual,
no lnrgn depositors had presented their
pass hooks to the savings department with
a check to close account. All of the with-
drawals wire or small accounts.

A crowd gathired In front of the Mis-
souri Trust Company for a short time late
In the afternoon, and some depositors
withdrew small accounts. Officials of the
companj made the statement that the
company was absolutely solvent and
would iay dejo-lior- K accounts as fast
as they could be verified and the money
counted out.

At a meeting of the officers or all the
trust companies last night. It was agreed
that In the withdraw-a- l of savings ac-
counts, hereafter, thirty days' notice
would be required tram depositors or less
than K and sixty days" notice rrorn thos
who wished to withdraw mure than that
amount. This action covers not only the
present, but will be Invariably required
from all depositors In the savings depart-
ment. This is in accordance with the rules
of the institutions, although It has not
leen'recently enforced.

Demand certificates will be paid as they
matxre. while current accounts will be
subject to check as usual.
