The whole of the water area In this part
of the bay immediately back of the an-
chorage—it has the name of Granadillo
Bay—i well adapied for wharves and
docks, and it is bhere that it Is propossd
1o place thess and other works. The
islands ars suggested as suitable for hos-
pitals. The bay then contracts, and thg
bank on tha right rises 1o a beight of
about thirty feet; here can be seen the
ruins of a small Spanish fort which was
destroyed by the Americans. The channel
broadens out Into the upper porton of the
bay, a beauiful sheet of still water

Calmanera is situated on the left shore:
it is the only port on the bay; but It is
merely the terminus of the Guantaghmo
Raliroad. and consists of a few wooden
bulldings and thatched huts, & Government
whalfl and the rallroad sheds

The Custom-house officer lives at Guan-
tanamo, which is twelvn and one-half
miles In the interior. bevond a stretch of
sour, unproductive land Guantanamo is
a typlcal Spanishe-American town, with-
out a hotel, unpaved, unsanitary, its only
virtue o water supply. which was
provided by the Americans during the
military ovccupation. It containe about $L.000
inhabitants. A branch of the ralflroad
proceeds to Jamalea and another to Sole-
dad, two sugnr centers six milea further
on &rd near the foot of the hills

One or two privale whirves belonging
