The wrecked train was made up at Den-

ver last evening, and at Pueblo the special
car Del Rosa, carrying eighteen Eastern
bankers, was attached.

The train was running at a high rate of
speed as it approached Aplshapa Creek,
between Manganola and Fowler. At the
west end of the bridge the rails spread,
derailing the engine, and when It struck
the bridge one span 1(0 feet long went
down. The engine, two baggage cars, a
chair car and n coach rolled over on their

wMdes to the creek bed. distance of'abdtlt
fifteen feet.

The bankers'car was the only one In
the train that was not derailed.

Engineer Walker said that the first In-

timation he had of anything wrong was
when the drivers suddenly began bumping
the ties. He hastily closed the throttle
and reversed the lever. The eglne and
cars plowed over the ties at least fifteen
feet, and the extraordinary strain put on
the bridge caued Ihe structure to col-
lapse.

Member of the train crew were dis-
patched to Fowler td notify the Santa Fe

fflces of the accident. Relief trains were
snt to the scene of the accident quickly.

The cars were not badly damaged, and
the passengers, who escaped with alight
bruises, were taken to La Junta In a spe-
cial train

Engineer Walker and others who were
seriously Injured were placed In the Santa
Fe Hospital.

The wreckage cannot be cleared sway
nnd the bridge repaired before
evening. Meantime trains to and from
Denver will be run via Trinidad. The dam-
age is estimated at IlS.uM.

An investigation showed that spikes had
been pulled from three rails. The motive
of the wreckers is a mystery, as no rob-
bery was attempted. The bridge was

last week and was found to be in
good condition.

to sign the award.
Joseph Pope, representative of the Ca-

nadian Government nnd one of the as-
sistant secretaries of the tribunal, who
also tfM on the Cedrlc said that the
award was. of course, a disappointment
from the Canadian point of view, but of-
fered no further comment, appearing anx-
ious, however, to ascertain how the de-

cision had beea received In Canada.
Former Senator Turner of Washington,

another American member of the tribunal,
was not willing to dlscusa how the agree-
ment came to be reached, but It wa ad-

mitted that the decision giving two Islands
In the Portland Canal to the United States
was based on Vancouver's narrative of
hl voyage of exploration.

VANCOUVER'S ROUTE.
The question hinged on whether he had

called the water to the south of the Inland
the channel, or whether he had gone to tne
north of them. It was found that he re-
corded having gone from the entrance to
a point of land above the Islands In a cer-
tain time. To do tht It was figured that
he entered the broad channel, followed It
up and turned In between the four Inlands.

This led the Commissioners to decide
that the two Islands lying near the mouth
of the canal and opposite Fort Slmnon
belonged to the United States. Mr. Tur-
ner, while he was not willing to discuss In
detail the subject, admitted that this wa?

I be-
lieve that the new transcontinental rail-
road which Is to be built north of the
Canadian Pacific will have Port Simpson
for lis Pacific terminal Tpls .nukes the
islands of Importance to Canada."

"stands In the way of the most Im-

portant reform aside from Increase In
wages, which the anthracite mine workers
hoped to gain through their union, name-
ly, the prevention of petty despotism of
foremen and bosses.

"According to Mr. Wright's decision this
despotism Is allowed to continue In Its
worst form, namely, the power to de-

prive a man of his means of HyeUhcod.
The foremen and superintendents are not
ths real employers, as seems to be taken
for granted by Mr. Wright: they are the
agents of the employers. The object of
trade unionism, as well as the true spirit
of an arbitration, system, la to get an ap-

peal over these agents and to bring home
responsibility for the treatment of em-
ployes to the real employers the stock-
holders and directors.

Servant Slams Door in Deputy
Sheriffs Face Wagon Load

COTTON CROP STATIONARY.

Yield Believed to Be About the
Same as Last Year.

New York. Oct. . Accordlns to a
special report to be issued by
Bradstreet's. this year's cotton crop Is es-

timated to be no larger than. If It equals,
that of last year.

The report which Is based on .special
innulrr made by Bradstreet's cor
respondents throughout the South, wilt
say:

To the main leading question as to the
probable yield this year as compared with
last, the unanimity of the opinion pointing
to a yield below that of 1902 Is notable.
Two States. Alabama and Louisiana, re-

port a probable Increase in production.
Texas shows much diversity of opinion,
the net result being a crop about equal to
last year, while the other States report
decreases, most notable In South Carolina.
Mississippi and Tennessee, wlcncswller
reductions In North Carolina. Georglu
Arkansas and Florida. Three-fourt- of
the questions point to toe belief that no
top crop worth mentioning will be gath-- f

ered.
"Althogh the general consensus of

opinion Is that the crop will be smaller
than a year ago. It Is pointed ont that
the higher price ruling, the advance on
last year being 1Q11 cents, makes the '

crop potentially as valuable In a money
way as a year ago.

"Making all allowances for underesti-
mation, the reports as a whole point to
a yield in bales no larger; If. indeed, tt t

quits equals, that of last year, which saw '
a commercial crop of 10.TJ7.W0 bales :
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
