HARRIS ASKS FOR INCREASE.

Says Xaval Supply Fund Should
be Four Millions.

Washington. Nov. S. Urgent recommen-datjft- g

jsjhiade by Rear Admiral H. T. B.
Harris, in'hls first annual report as Pay-
master General of the navy, for an in-

crease in the naval supply fund, to enable
the Bureau of Supplies and Accounts to
repond promptly to the numerous emer-
gency calls which it receives from the
navy.

The present fund of J2.700.000, the Pay-
master says. Is totally inadequate to ful-
fill the. purpose for which it was authori-
zed, and he recommends that it be in-
creased to $4,009,000. To further augment
the fund he asks that the proceeds of all
condemned and obsolete supplies, with a
few exceptions, be carried to its credit.

To relieve the stringency of offlcers in
the pay corps Rear Admiral Harris recom-
mends that the vacancies existing In the
grade of Assistant Paymaster be filled at
once. "Onlv young men ot good standing
and education." he says, "should be se-
lected for the"e positions.

"I cannot too strongly urge that busi-
ness experience should ako be a pre-
requisite condition preliminary to appoint-
ment."

STEEL WORKERS LAID OFF.

Panic Exists Among Employes of
Big Chicago Plant.

Chicago, Nov. 8. Announcement comes

from the Illinois steel works In South
Chicago that more than 2,000 men
had been laid off at tho plant this week,
making the total of discharged men in
the last fortnight 3,000 to 3,500.

Laborers at the plant are panic-stricke- n,

fearing they are to be thrown out ofemployment Just at the threshold of win-
ter.

Tho greatest alarm Is felt over reports
that have reached here from Pittsburg
to the effect that nonunion men are being
employed at reduced wages, the cut insome cases amounting to 30 per cent.

A WONDERFUL RING CAREER.

Certain Doom.

One of the surprising featmes of
piellminary news fram the scene of
Fitzsimmons-Gardnc- r flsht is that
Dingo farrier rules favorite In the betting
over his ilurdy Celtic opponent and Is
likely to enter the ring carring the odds.

Tills Is merely proof of the sports' be
lief in the former champion's ability to
accomplish the almost impossible.

By all rules of fotm, Gardner should Iks
the faorite. He is joung enough to bs
Fits's son. He has never been beaten and
has decisively walloped the best men in
the light heavy-weig- ht dUIs'on. including
the sturdv "Kid" Carter and the shifty
jncit itoot.

Gardner Is conceded to be fast and clev-
er, and Is the reputed proprietor of an
unmerciful Jolt. Fitzsimmons, besides the
natural handicap his age imposes, has his
chances further Impaired by his two de-
feats at the hands of the bearlike Jef-
fries.

Gardner is 21. Fitzsimmons, as nearly as
mortal can tell. Is U. It Is an old man
against a young giant, and yet the

Is going to the post with the
public's money and much of Its sympathy
with him.

Since he came to this country the freak-
ish Robert has found accomplishing the
Impossible to his liking.

FITZ'S ABNORMAL PHYSIQUE.
His very physique is abnormal. It is

little short of miraculous that with his
height and abnormal breadth of shoulders
and depth of chest he was for a dec-
ade able to fight In the middle-weig- ht

division.
When Ruby Robert shambled into the

ring to fight Jack Dempsey, the famous
Nonpareil pugilist, the spectators pitied
him.

"It is a shame," wns the most frequent
comment. Yet the Cornishman forced the
then middle-weig- champion of the world
to take one of the most pitiless drubbings
In ring annals.

mat night Dempsey entered tho ring the
handsome, fearless and courageous Non-
pareil, and left it a battered and helpless
hulk. After polishing off all the middle-weigh- ts

of consequence, F.tzslmmons de-
cided to test his steel against more wor-
thy foes. His first entry into the heavy-
weight ranks was agalrfcu the Indolent Pe-
ter Maher, whom latter-da- y annalysis of
the ring call Pedro Mjero.

At that time the Irishman was regarded
as a dangerous man. The handsome
Jackeen had Just arrived In the country.
He was a broth of a boy. who had a clip
in either hsnd that contained all the ele-
ments necessary to a little Journey through
the land of Nod.

FITZSIMMONS LICKS MAHER.
Fltzslmmons's defeat was predicted to a

certainty. Tet he accomplished what was
considered the impossible b sending the
Celt to the floor and forcing him to. .quit,
although twenty-fiv- e pounds lighter.

Alter disposing of Hall and Maher,
Fitzsimmons gamely threw down tho
gauntlet to Corbett, the dancing master of
the ring.

Not satisfied with the sports' dictum of
hU "deadness," he returned to pugilistic
life and challenged Gus Ruhlin.

The Akron Giant was then at his best.
He had ust knocked out Sharkey, a task
which Boilermaker Jeffries had failed to
accomplish with his riveting wallops.

Fitzsimmons was not well at the time
he issued the challenge to Madden's pro-
tege. He entered the ring a sick man.
During the first round his lack ot condi-
tion was painful. He was slow and Incau-
tious. .

When Fltz returned to his corner afbjr
the close of the opening essay, some one
back of him remarked: "He 1 a goner,
sure. He's too old."

The remark fired Into life all Fltzslm-
mons's pride. Between clenched teeth he
said to his second, "I'll .show them I'm
not."

HIS FIGHT WITH RUHLIN.
Then he went into Ruhlin. Finding him-

self too alow to work his famous shift he
began to mix it with the Akron Giant.
No less than six swings on the point of
the Jaw did Fltz take with wonderful
heroism.

Ruhlin at this Juncture repeated the
mistake of most of Fitz's ring antagonists
and became careless. Right here some-
thing happened. Ruhlin came too close.
The Cornlshman's maullnjr fist crashed
Into Gus's bread basket. This one blow
had more effect than all the blows Ruh-
lin landed. The Akronlte doubled up.

"Oh, it hurt you. did it?" queried the
leering Fltz, and from that ttmo on he
was himself.

Fitzsimmons, not satisfied with conquer-
ing Ruhlin, then threw down the gauntlet
to Sharkey. He had an old (trudge against
tho Dundalk sailor.
