DECITIES AND TOWNS,

EAST ST. LOUIS COUNCIL
CALLS SPECIAL ELECTION.

Vote Will Decide Whether Asncsa-
ment Shall Be Levied for Levee-
Protection Purponses.

The East St. Louls Clty Council yester-
day afternoon passed un ordinance ealling
a special election for December 16 for the
purpose of voting on a proposition anthor-
Izing the city authoritles to plice an ad-
ditlonal assessment on the taxable prop-
crty of the city for levee-protectlon pur-
Pposes,

It has been estimated that about $200,000
will be reguired as the clty’s share In the
levee-protection work. This monéy can
be “ralsed under the speclal act of the
Leglslnture which permits the clty to vote
fur this proposition,

The taxes which can be collected under
this law wlll amount to 1 per cent of the
weneral assessment, or about $60,000 a year.
This tax can be kept In force for seven
yeurs, but as only about $200,000 {s needed,
it Is expected that the assessment wil be
scnled down and that It will be spread
through the seven years, so as to fall as
llﬁ'lui}’ as poselble.

he levee plans are those mapped out by
Clty Engineer Helm. They provide for
diverting Cahokia Creck, raising the rall-
road --m‘bnnkmmm about the city, con-
structing a dike on the north side amd
deprossing the gtrests which will run be-
neath the elevated railroads. This includes
the demolishment of the East St. Louls
vinduct, which has long betn an eyesore
to residents of that part of town

The ruilroad companies have not yet ar-
rived at any concluson as to thelr share
in thls work, or whether they will do
what &« neked of them by the cilg"

There has been much talk among many
of the citizens who think that a generil
ordinunee compeliing all of the rallroads
passing through the clty to elevate thelr
tracks would be very desirable,
