RETRIAL MOTION.

Attorneys for Dolan and
Garrett Sue for Arrest

of

MURPHY-INDICTMEN- T QUASHED

Trial of. North, With
Rifling the Mail, to Be

Heard in Federal
Court.

Judge Adam- -, in the United States Dis-
trict Court yesterday morning, overruled
the motion for a new trial for "Wtomas
H. Barrett, John P. Solan and Frank
Garrett, convicted Saturday of naturaliza-
tion frauds.

Attorney Thomas J. Rowe then llled a
motion In arrest of Judgment, which Judge
Adams announced would bo passed upon
this morning. If this motion Is decided
adversely to sentence will
probably be passed upon Dolan and Gar-
rett.

Their attorneys will then sue out a writ
of error to the United States Circuit Court
of Appeals, and an appeal bond will bo
required. If grien, the 'defendants will be
released until the upper court passes upon
the action of the lower court.

Upon the release of Barrett, Dolan and
Garrett, on bond, their attornes agreed
to prepare the writ as quickly as possible
In order that thero should be no delay In
presenting the case on appeal to the high-

er court.
As the United States Circuit Court of

Appeals meets in St. Louis December 6,
sufficient time will not be had to complete
the record for consideration of the court
at this term. It will, occordlngly, be nec-
essary to hear the case at the Hay term
of the court, which meets In St. Paul.

Judge Adams will probably, at tho re-
quest of District Attorney Dyer, defer
sentencing Thomas E. Barrett until after
the trial of the cases In which he is
joined as a defendant with Al W. Mor-
row.

The points In the motion had been ar-
gued by attorneys during the trial, ana
Judge Adams in overruling tho motion
said that he had followed the law and
precedents In his ruling" and saw no rea-
son for changing his opinion.

Barrett, Dolan and Garrett were all in
court at 10 o'clock, and they were in-

structed by Judge Adams, after he had
overruled the motion for a new trial, to
appear In court to-d- at 10 o'clock, when
tho motion In arrest of Judgment will bo
passed upon.

D1BM1SSES INDICTMENTS.
District Attorney Dyer, during the morn-

ing session of court, dismissed the two In-

dictments which the Federal Grand Jury
in the early part of the Investigation last
spring found against John H. Murphy,
Clerk of the St. Louis Court of Appeals.

Colonel Dyer stated that the Grand Jury
had round false certificates of naturalisa-
tion with the seal of the court and Mur-
phy's signature attached, and before It w
ascertained that they had been taken from
Murphy's desk without his knowledge the
Indictments had betn returned.

The Jury was satisfied. Colonel Dyer
said, that Murphy was innocent of any
wrongdoing, and that there was no foun-
dation for tho indictment. He accordingly
entered a nolle pros in both case..

Colonel Dver also entered a nolle pros. In
all counts of tho Indictments against Bar-
rett. Dolan and Garrett upon which the
jury disagreed. This does away with the
possible contention in the upper court that
the case has not been entirely disposed of.
and places tho issue clearly on the,. two
counts 'on which the men-- were found
guilty.

Judge Amldon refused to receive the plea
under tho circumstances r.nd ordered a
plea of not guilty entered. The trial of the
case was deferred to this term of tho
couit. North is prominently connected both
In the city and State.

Grace Holt and Mrs. Marie Myrlck,
chorus girls in "The Governor's Son
company, who were with Furlong nnd
William Lynch when Ramey, McDonald
and their friend" tried to take the women
away from them, reiterated the story told
last night at 11 o'clock.

.Government Still nurrviug Its
Fighting Men From Moscow

to the Far East.

JAPAN SUSPECTS ENGLAND.

Attitude in Manrliuria Leads
Belief That liritish Govern-

ment Is Unfaithful to Its
Recently Formed Al-

liance.

Moscow, Nov. 1C Tho Russian military
reoccupatlon of Mukden, Manchuria, has
caused such tension and has aroused such
an aggressive attitude on the part of
China that the continued dispatch of
troops to the fur Kast Is now said to be
directed against China, despita the pacific
turn of the Russo-Japanes- e dispute.

Troops totaling 210,000 were ordered to
the far East when hostilities nppeared im-

minent, and they are being continually
drafted from the Government of Moscow
and thonine surrounding Provinces.

With the troops already In the far East
this will give Itussla an overwhelming
force with w hlch to overawe China.

PEKIN DEEPLY STIHRED.
Pekin, Nov. 1C Tho foreign diplomats at

Pekln aro awaiting developments in tho
Russo-Japane- negotiations with the
keenest Interest, but are not sanguine of
their success because they are unable to
see what terms are possible unless one
nation distinctly surrenders.

Advices from Japan are to the effect that
the Japaneso are growing bitter against
England because they believe that the lat-

ter country Is unfaithful to her alllanco
with Japan. They now think that England
entered Into the alliance expecting that Its
proclamation would result in Russia with-
drawing from Manchuria, and, therefore,
regarding war as a faint possibility. Rus-

sia refuwd to retire, and now England,
fearing that she may be drawn into war
through the alliance, is exerting her Influ-
ence as an ally to Induce Japan to recog-

nize what Lord Cranborne called "Rus-
sia's rather special position In Manchuria."

Premier Balfour's exhortation to Japan
to mako moderate demands Is also consid-
ered helpful to Russia. In the negotiations
by notifying her that England's support
ot Japan Is lukewarm.

It Is noUceable that China no longer
seeks British assistance regarding Man-

churia, but consults only the American
nnd Japanese Ministers Instead of all the
diplomats, as formerly.

Missionary Committee of the Methodist

It was found that the amount available
had been overappropriated by the sum of

32,000. That amount was voted out of tha
Incidental and contingent funds to supply
tho deficiency, those funds to be later re-

imbursed from last j ear's balance, which
amounted to 541,000.

India to Lhassa Expects to

THIBETANS SEEK ENCOUNTER.

They Feel Sure of Russian
Support Against an

Invasion.

Karachi. Btitlih India. Nov. 16 The ex-

pedition commanded by Colonel Young-husban- d,

which is being prepared In India
to support the British mission to Thibet,
starts In a few days..

It has been ordered to occupy the Chum-b- l
Valley, the key to Thibet, and to ad-

vance on Gjangtse, an important center.
150 miles from LhassJ.

Th object of the mission is to dincuss
with the Thibetan authorities their

of treaties and consequent ry

to the trade of India and Thibet.
The Delal-Lam- a Heated the mission off-

handedly and seiii subordinates who re-

fused to receive the British unless the
latter retired from Khambajong Into In-
dian territory.

Colonel Vounghusband refused to do so,
fortified the camp occupied by the mis-
sion and then himself returned to report
to the Viceroy. The result Is that the
former has been granted a conslderabls
force to support the British demands.

A peaceful settlement of the matter is
Improbable.

The Lhassa Government declares it is
determined to fight. It Is distributing
large quantities of rifles and is telling the
people to prepare for w ar.

The soldiers throughout the country
ha-- been warned to be in readiness.

It is reported In India that the Thibet-
ans expect Russian support against the
Invasion. A Russian emissary who for-
merly was In the Chinese customs serv-
ice has been In Thibet for some time and
has acquired great influence over the la-

mas and priests, who claim to act by
divination that the present' year Is propi-

tious for war.
Tha Government of Nepal, a naUve

State on the frontier of Thibet, has
warned the people of Thibet against the
Russians nnd has given notice that Ne-
pal will not assist the Thibetans against
the British.

The Viceroy, Lord Curzon. and party,
escorted by four battleships, sailed y

on a tour of the Persian Gulf.
