The motorman applied the brakes, but
was unable to check the speed of the car
vntll it had almost readied Chouteau ave- -
LUC.

Mr. Denny was TO jcars old, and well
known in South St. Louis.

Besides his two sons, he Is survived by
his wife and two daughters. Arrange-
ments for the funeral have not been made.

To make Its subscripUon to the battle-
ship testimonial fund essentially popular,
the St. Louis Medical Society has author-
ized tho president. Doctor A. R. Kieffer,
to send out a circular letter asking every
member to contribute tt.

This was decided upon as the minimum
sum If any phsician of the 400 members
of the society wishes to give more his con-
tribution will be received and entered up-
on the list.

This action was taken at a meeUng of
the society held recently to secure a large
number of subscriptions and at tho same
time a larger subscription list than if a
few contributors were asked to participate.
The circular letters aro in preparation
and it la expected that within a week the
society will be able to turn over its con-
tribution to the fund.

Other organizations have adopted this
method of raising their funds, as it was
found that many members favored such
a plan! It relieves tho committeeman
from the rcsponsibllltj of appointing
members of the. organization to solicit,
with the possibility of having several ask
contributions from the same persons. It
also insures that every member of the
club or association will have the matter
brought to his mind, and ills subscription
solicited

Subscription lists have been asked for
by several mercantile establishments, with
the purpose of circulating them among
their cmplojcs for small contributions
Gratifying results havo been obtained
from this method in other cases where
there was nothing to appeal to the pa-

triotism of the giver as in tho battleship
testimonial. One of "the firms proposed
to Us cmploj es that their contributions be
limited to & dime, which every one could
subscribe without personal deprivation.
1 OUTLOOK IS FAVORABLE

While the committee appointed by the
Mayor is hard at work securing subscrip-
tions from the organizations which the
committee represent, hardly an effort Is
being made to induce the people in gen-

eral to subscribe to this-fun- which, if it
is less than that given b other States
will reflect upon the patriotism of the peo-
ple of Missouri.

REVERSALS IN EIGHT SUITS.

Judge Re,) burn Defines Statute
Relative to Assault on Elec-

tion Judge in Cabe Against
Paul Murphy.

The St, Louis Court of Appeals yester-
day affirmed five Judgments against the
St, Louis Transit Company, aggregating
$10,099. Eight cases against the Transit
Compan were reversed, seven of which
were remanded for new trials. The Judg-
ments In six of the cases which were re-

versed and remanded amounted to w,775

Tho case of Frank Moritz against the
Transit Compan, who sued for damages
to a team and wagon, was nonsuited.

Tho Judgment which was reversed ab
solutely was for KM in favor of Mary E.
Lynch, for personal Injuries.

The Judgments which were allirmed are
for $2,833 in favor of Margaret Hues; $2,265

in favor of Edward Strauss, $2,000 each in
favor of Phoebe rillingham and Elizabeth
Hejde, and $1,000 In favor cf Louisa Prles-meye- r.

The cases in which new trials were or-
dered are those of Leonora Waldopfel,
who obtained Judgment in the Circuit
Court for $1,400: George Tillman, wlio ob-

tained Judgment for $1,200; Joseph Got- -
wald and Lettle McLeland, who obtained
Juagment for $1,000 each; Casper Iskeq-rot- h,

who obtained Judgment for 5925, and
Louis D. Breen, who obtained judgment
for $230.

Breen sued for damages for being put

thrown off by the radium salt strike a
scrcenVof zinc blende.

The spinthariscope Is a small brass tube
closed at one end, the other bearing a
lens. This is all that Is shown when the
instrument Is looked at In the light. Take

Into a dark room, and after the eye
has become accustomed to the darkness a
wonderful phenomenon takes place.

Tho tube begins to glow, or, rather, tho
glow from the tube becomes apparent to
the eye. A faint bluish light, that be-

comes stronger the longer one looks, is
seen. Ono might take It for the glow of

stick of phosphorus or the light that is
given off when a handful of parlor match- -'

are 'gently' rubbed with a moist sub-
stance. Such Is the appearance of the
tube when held at a 'distance from, the
eye.

MARVELOUS SIGHT SEEN.
Look through the lens ahd focus the

tube by sliding the end bearing the lens
and out and soon a marvelous sight,

YESTERDAY'S COLD UNUSUAL

Drop Was Lowest Recorded Hera
for Many Years at This Pe-

riod of the Season
Colder This Morning.

With the lowest temperature recordsdi
hero at this period for many a year pre--

ailing all day yesterday, and with con-
tinued frigidity predicted for y, St
Louis persons have settled down to readi-
ness for weather of the true January va-
riety.

And weather of this sort is promised for
several dajs. From the northwest a bliz-
zard Is sending blasts across this section
of country, and while the storm itself has
shown no indication of coming here, its
accompanying cold wave Is apt to be
here for some time.

It is predicted that the mercury will
fall to 10 degrees above Early
this morning indications were that it
would take such a tumble. By 2 o'clock
this morning a distinct extra shade of
chilliness was' noticeable In the air.

As an Indication of what Is sending the
cold this way, it may be mentioned that
a temperature of IS degrees below zero
prevailed in the British Northwest yes-
terday and the weather showed no signs
of warming up at that.

As a contrast to what prevailed one
year ago, It may be mentioned that la
1S02 the maximum temperature for No-
vember 17 was 50 degrees, with a mini
mum of 44, the temperature at noon be-
ing 17.

Yesterday it was 36 degrees at noon.
with a keen, biting wind blowing, and this
had dropped to r by 11 o'clock last night.
At 2 o'clock this morning a distinct down-
ward trend was noticeable, and It appears
as if the predictions of the bureau are
true that we are to have an increased
dose of cold w eather for y.

The crlspness of yesterday's air mads
the change rather pleasant than other-
wise, but temperature will speak
for Itself.

COLD SNAP STRIKES KANSAS.

Mercury Registered Ten Degrepa
Above Zero at Topeka.
