Ground Broken for Nicaragua's
Building Makes Fourteenth

Under Construction.

Work was begun yesterday on the Ni-
caragua building at the World's Fair. The
operations were confined to breaking
ground and placing footings, but from now
on tho construction will be rapidly pushed
until the building Is completed.

Nicaragua's reservation is located on
tho foreign Governments area, in front of
the Administration building. It 13 bounded
on the sputh by the French and on the
north by tho British reservation.

Nicaragua's pavilion will be one of the
smaller structures in the section of .foreign
buildings. Its dimensions are 70x50 feet,
but it rises to a height of only 10 feet
Perfectly rectangular in form, the struct-tur-e

will show no towering features of any
kind;

The most noteworthy architectural em-
bellishment is a roof of pleas-
ing design, and greatly resembling that
which crowns the French pavilion. The
ornament Is concentrated at the front en-
trance. It consists of a low gable below,
which is on arch carrying tne arms of
Nicaragua.

The pavilion Is two stories high. On tho
lower floor will be an apartment of state.
Into which a view is supplied from the
second floor, through a light well, surr-
ounded. by a gallery. OfBces for the

reception rooms-- and. parlors
are on the second floor.
