A MENACE.

The people of Missotirl, among other malters,
have one before their sttention which calls for ac-
tlon. We must stop the spremd of glaeosoporium
fructinlenm. Herein lles an =vil, 2 menace at once
to health and prosperity.

Glaeosoporium fructinienm has descended upon
us like the proverbinl wolf upon the fold, without
warning, and 8 calculated to strike Missouri in a
tender spot—that upon which the State’s fame in
large part rests. GlReosoporium fruectiniedm acts
insidiously. To-day every Indication may be that a
few weeks will see the profits rolling in by the
thousands of dollars; to-morrow along may come
glaeosoporium frectinleum, and fond hopes then
will go glimmering. Gleeosoporium fructinienm
mows down the expectations of many months, ruins
the labor of years, and is no recognizer of persons.

And glaeosoporium fructinlenm has nothing to
do with the stock market; it is not that sudden
leakage of the “water" which wipes out margins.
Nor is It the flood which engulfs, the cyclone which
destroys, the earthquake which swallows up.
Glaeosoporium fractinleum is a pecnliar rot that at-
tacks the apple crop. -

*8o destructive and rapid is the work of the rot,”
it was stated o the news columns of The Repub-
lic, “that orchards which experts said would pro-
duce 25,000 barrels ‘of apples have two weeks later
produced only 5,000 barrels.” The loss due to it
in 1000 amounted to $10,000,000.

Plainly, the “diseage™ takes its place beslde the
cotton boll weevil In the extent of its destructive-
ness. Uplike the weevil, the Government has de-
vised a way pf combating the rot. It is by the
use of sprays, prepared for the purpose, and by a
careful pruning of the trees.

It behooves all farmers to secure & pamphlet re-
cently lssned by the Government detailing the
methods by which glasosoporium fructinlenm may
be overcome.

Science enters into farming nowadays; though,
posalbly, it is as well to oall rot rot, as to term it
“gineosoporiom fructinienm.”

Such actions as
these reported from the East are hardly consonant
elther with loveliness or gentleness. It is a dis-
quieting sign as to the social conditions. Men may

'UBLIC SERVICE FOR THE PUBRLIC.

In Missonri the battle Is not <o nuch Letween
men as between convictions: amd the battiegroand
s e pabiie miml,  As vt there are no men apen
Iy avrayed azaiost that high theory of public seryv-
fee fn the pulilic interest which the lnte expeeienee
of the Rtate has developed and thrust forward as n
politieal issue, Lut there are lesser notions, upon 2

| lower plane, which are promulgated and advanced

In interests narrowly politieal. It is for the people
o choose between those things which are transl-
tory. unecriin and of no lasting concern and those
wihleh are essential and Immmtable.

For the people of Missouri and their desrendants
the firm establishment apd perpetuation of an ex-
alted prineiple of government means more than the,
at best, small vietories of politiclans,  Beside the
moral uplifting of (e whole people consequent up-
on a vindeation of a grear {denl the gratifieatlms
of individual and political ambitions are as nothing
and, even partisau irlumiphs seem mean indeed. Our
politicisang, even the best men among them, cannot
do more than leave a faint impress upon the career
of the Stnte and lts people, while the fixed institn-
tion of a high rule of official conduct controls in a
measiree the comduet of publie leaders and confoers
Insting benefits upon the people.

I'pon the personalities of a eampaign fought
over issues of the magnitude and elevation of those
which now confront the public we need bestow no
special attention.  Personalitles are fpevitable In
every politleal contest, amd sometimes they become
of the very esgence of isspes; but there can he no
confusing personality with principle in Missouri at
this time. [t is proper to judge men by the prin-
ciples or abstractions which they represent, In a
confest such as present conditions promise to dde-
velop, but the thing represented ls of more impor-
tance than the man or men. In no event can 2
personality or personalities dominate the prineiple.
Nor, on the other hand, can the charges awd coun-
tercharges indulged between rivals, which have to
do only with the guestion of personnl fitness to
represeat given prineciples, be construed as attacks
upon the principles themsgelves. Every citizen lins
a right to aspire to public office, and this right the
people ghonld and do recognize. In Missouri thus
far three men only have announced themselves as
seeking the Demoeratic gubernatorial nomination.
The public has a right to demand that these and
all other enndidacies procesd along the line of the
great issue, and doubtless will select the fittest man
to represent the party upon that issne—but the jssue
stands high and unalierable above all or any of
them,

Democracy’s candidate for oext year must stond
for, first and before all else, the principle of public
service in the public interest. Aggressively the
Democratic party will carry that issue to the Re-
publicans, perhapg in the oational campaign as well
as In the State, Certaninly In Missourl It Is upper-
moet, and blde likely to be maintained uppermost;
and ihe sentiment of the rank and @le of the party
is that Democeracy must assume the initiative.
Logically the position of the Democratic party.
without reference to this issue, is the defensive; It
is the party In power: but, while it appears far less
In need of reform than the Repnblican opposition, it
prefers the honor of agitating the gquestion. Im-
provement of the public service can only come, it is
reasonable to believe, through the Democratic par-
ty; and with that party inaugurating its own im-
provements there iz little left for the epewy to go
upon.

Publle sorvice in the public Interest ls of the
very gist of true Democracy. Loealiy, no other
Democratic principle or doecirine will be seriously
called in question during the next campaign, and
it is fitting that the “issue” of superior and dis-
Interested officinl service should take the lead. The
State’s position is permanently defined upon the
tariff and trost questiong, and with the Democratic
party firmly fixed in its attitude upon the other
issue, which bids falr to lend national issues us
well, there can be no doubt of Missourl's fate or of
the benefits, as regards gopd government, both to
ourselves and to posterity.

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PAVYEMENT REPAIRS.

That there is a real neecessity for a better law o
regnlate the replacing of street pavements is con-
vincingly demonstrated by the condition of thor-
oughfares wherever the surfaces have been dis-
turbed. As examples of the damage done or in-
convenlence cnused by tearing up pavements may
be mentioned Locust street between Third and
Twelfth streets, and Broadway, Sixth, Seventh,
Iighth, Ninth and Tenth sireeis between Locust
aud Market streets. Other examples might be
given, but these, selected at random, will suffice for
presenting the case of the tnxpayers.

New pavements are scarcely laid before petitions
for permission to make exeavations are submitted
to the Board of Publle Improvements, In some in-
stances the board Is compelled, from a desire to en-
courage quasi-public improvements, to grant the
petitions: In some Instances it denies the petitions.
On the cne band, the board {8 expected to give rea-
sonable facllitles to contractors and corporations, es-
pecially when the work planned Is intended to aug-
ment accommodations for householders; and yet, on
the ather hand, It is bound to proteet the rights of
property owners, householders and mercantile con-
cerns, large and small, and to eafeguard the invest-
ments of taxpayers in public work.

Never hefore have there been 5o many public
and semipublic lmprovements. The clty is laying
water mains, building sewers and constructing
streets; corporations are laying gas malns, putting
wire conduits in the streets and laying ralls. Work
under *he street surfaces in 80 general that a neces-
sity is created for legisiation which will assure tax-
pnyers against loss from damaga to pavements.
Conditions have raised an Important Issune, which
demands immediate determination.

At present, when underground work is finished,
the excavation is refilled and the pavement tem-
porarily replaced. After the earth settles, the
pavement is removed in order to complete the fill-
ingin and is then permanently restored. As a
guarantee that the pavement will be properly re-
placed the corporation or contractor deposits with
the city 3313 pents per foot. During the period
that the settling takes place, depressions form on
the streets, and, of course, the pavement is injured.
It is also claimed that the pavements are never re-
stored to their griginal condition,

A bill providipg for a more effective lnw regard-
ing the re cing of pavements has lately passed
the House of Dejegates and iz pending In the City
Council.
