General pandemonium relgned, even be-
fore the priests In the front part of the
large edifice became aware of what had
happened.

was nothing the matter, became fearful
and soon the entire congregation were
upon thelr feet and making desperate ef-
forts to pueh doorward. Somoe ran on to
the altars In thelr hurry to get out, and
were met by priests, many of 8t. Louis's
prominent Cathollc clergy being upon the
altar at the time,

Archblshop Harty sat immovable
throughout the ¢xcltement.

At the samo time hs instructed the
priests upon the gsltar to say something
to the people to make them return to thelr
seals.

Father Martin Delaney was one of the
first to come to the rescue. Jumping to
his fest he began speaking In reassuring
manner.

“There's no need of fear,” he sald, “it's
only a kneeling stool turned over.'

Father T. J. Lioyd was soon addressing
the frightened congregation from another
side of the church. Mgr. Edward Fowler,
who Is to mccompany Archbishop Harty
to Manila, also took a hand at guleting
the people, as did the Reverend Patrick
Crane and J. J. O'Brien.

After considerable effort the crowd be-
gan to be comvinced that thers was no
further cause for fear.

Archbishop Harty succeeded {n getting
many in the front part of the church to
resume thelr normal conditlon, and he
proceeded with his blessing and farewell
partings.

SELF-DEFENSE THE PLEA.

Blayer Attends Chuich With His
Wife Before the Tragedy and
Then Calls Upon Meyer
at His Home.

Sedalla, Mo., Nov. 20.—Emil Meyer, a
conductor an the Sedalia Electric Raflway,
was shot to death this nfterncon at his
home on West Maln street, by Frank C.
Dunton, father of Daigy Dunton, a girl
who committed sulcide on August 2 bes
cause Meyer was about to muarry another

woman.
Dunton W home last night from

Vinlta,
in a mill, and learned for the first time of
his daughter's traglc death.

In company with his wife he attendsd
rellglous rervices at the East Broadway
Chrigtlan Church this morning, and after
dinner he went to the Meyer homs, where
the shooting nccurred.

Dunton called the conductor outside the
hiouze, explaining that he had some pri-
vate business with him. He asked ths
conductor to go to the rear of the premises
with him. When they had gone a short
distance from the house Dunton, who
was unknown to Meyer, asked:

“What do you know about Dalsy Dun-
ton?*

Meyer {s sald to have replled:

""—— —— Dalsy Dunton! I killed her, and
I'll kill you, If you want to take that up.

At the same thme, it Is said, he made a
motion ns If to draw & weapon.

Dunton pulled a revolver and ahot Meyer
three times through the body. He lived
about fiftesn minutes.

Dunton relonded his revolver and went

to his home on McVey street, where he
was arresied by the paolice. roner Me-
Cluney will hold an Inquest to-morrow.
