PEACE IN ORIENT

SEEMS 10 BE NEAR,

Japan and Bussia Beady to Agree
to Bespect Each Other's

Claims in Korea and Man-

churia.

FRANCE AND ENGLAND ACTIVE.

Both Great Powers Have Used
All Their Influence to Bring

About Solution of Vexing
Disputes in the Far

East.

Pari", Dec 1 The Associated Pr."s
learns that Japan and Russia are on the
verge of .1 settlement of the far Eastern
controversy which pi onuses to dissipate
tho war cloud that has been hanging ovei
both countries.

This settlement will be the result of the
negotiations which have been in progress
for several months; and which were as-

sisted by the fiiendly representations of
France to Russia and of Gieat Britain to
Japan.

The two nations have practically agreed
upon the basis of a treat;., the signing of
which can be prevented only by some un-

expected development. The basl? o this
forthcoming agreement follows:

Russia will accept the two agreements
entered Into by Japan and Korea, dated
1S9G and 1S"S. icpectively, under which
Japan secured various rights in Korea, in-

cluding the Maintenance of a garrison at
Seoul.

In exchange for this concession Japan
will accent Russia's treaty with China re-

specting Manchuiia.
It is believid though this cannot be

stated as potitivolj that Japan and
Russia will lelttrate their support of the
piinciples of the ""open door" and the in-

tegrity of China and of Korea.
Information has been received here to

the effect that Japan is constructing- at
Seoul bariaeks for 1.000 men, though she
now maintains only WO in the Koreancap-Ita- l.

This is accepted as an indication
that Japan contemplates the strengthen-
ing of her garrison at Seoul.

The Emperor of Korea is considerably
agitated over the situation in his coun-
try, and is denjing hlinelf to all foreign-
ers, evidently fearing that the Russian
and Japanese representatives at Seoul will
ask for an audience and present fresh de-

mands. This attitude of the Emperor was
illustrated when the Admiral of the
French squadron, w hlch put in at Chemul-
po, proceeded to Seoul, w,here the Trench
Minister asked an audience for the naval
representative. 'Ihe Emperor declined to
crant this request.

MORGAN CHARGES

RAILWAYS WITH

DEFEATING TREATY

Introduces Resolutions Pro-

viding For Investigation
of Transcontinental

Lines.

ACCUSES THEM OF MEDDLING.

Senator Proposes to Instruct
Committee on Pacific Bail-road- s

to Report Important
Facts to the Senate.

INCLUDES PLANS FOR CANALS.

AKo Calls Attention to the Ex- -

penditme of Commission Up
to the Dste of the Final
Report to the President.

Washington, Dec. 1 Senator Morgan to-

day introduced lesolutlohs authorizing the
Committee on Interoceaanc Canals- to in-

vestigate the pan alleged to hive been
taken by the transcontinental railroads in
the Isthmian canal matter, and aNo to
Inquire into the plans of the Interoeeanic
Canal Commission.

The preamblo to Senatoi Morgan's first
resolution called attention to assertions in
public Journals "representing public opin
ion and eeiclslng leading Influence In the
great political parties of the United
States," thai transcontinental railroad
companies liave opposed tho public policy
and laws of the United States in respect
to the ratification of the Ilny-Heira- n

treatv.
GOVERNMENT POLICY OBSTRUCTED.

It declared that the railroads aie ob-

structing the full and complete execution
of the duty and the policy of the United
States, as declared in the act of Congress
approved June inovidhig for the
constiuctlon of a canal connecting the
waters of tho Atlantic and Pacific oceans.

Tho resolution provides that the Com-

mittee on Pacific Railroads is authorized
and required to make careful Inquiry into
the facts on which such charges are made,
and report tho testimony! and tne findings
of the committee to-ih- e, Senate.

The second resolution" Introduced bv
Senator Morgan provides 'for reference to
the Committee on Inteioceanlc Canals, of
the plans for government of the canal
adopted by tho Interoeeanic Canal Com-
mission and for a review of the accounts
and plans of the commission. It asks the
committee to decide between the plans for
a canal submitted in reference to both the
Panama and Nicaragua routes'.

COMMISSION'S EXPENDITURES.
In the preamble Senator Morgan di-

rects attention to the expenditure of the
Isthmian Canal Commission up to the
date of its final report to the President, as
stated in a report from the Secretaiy of
State dated January !. 1903.

Senator Morgan then includes In his
resolution tho two plans for canal", to-

gether with estimates for the salaries and
compensation of officers and employes
and for animals, vessels and other neces-

sary equipment. The report shows that
$13,000 remains of the sums appropriated
for canal surve. v

Provision is made in the resolution that
the Committee on Inteioceanlc Canals ex-

amine and leport on all matters referred
to in the repoit and also on the following

auestlons:
1 Whether thi plan of government and

administration of an isthmian canal, as
set forth in the commission's plans, is
wise and economical and worthy ot adop-

tion, and in what respects. If any. it
should be amended. To lrpoit such a plan
for the consideration of the Senate will. In
the otinion of the commitue, be wise, safe
and economical

2 That thev will lnouire and n port
whether it Is necessary In older to estab-
lish the iixlai line of location for an isth-

mian canal, cither on the Panama or the

NIGHT OF MURDER.
The night of the murder he met Mlsf

Hennlger and a sister at a box social.
When they reached the Henniger home-afte-

the social they let the sister out of
the buggy and went on for a drive.

Strube pressed for the reason of her re-

cent coldness. She turned to him and
said:

"Fied. vou know I would marry jou,
but my sister won't let me."

AVlth that he struck her twice on the
head with a monkey wrench. In the
scuffle they fell out of the buggy and he
killed her on the ground. Then he hauled
the bodv lack a short distance and burled
It in the sand.
