Although the project of building the
Normal School as an independent educa-
tional feature of tho St. Louis public
school system has the support of the
Finance and Instruction committee and
of the Superintendent of Instruction, it
is believed that the plan will be opposed
at the next meeting of tho board on
Tuesday night.

Some of the board raembeis are known
to favor tho State Normal plan, having
spoken in favor of a State school at the
last meeting, and, although it is said that
there is no hard feeling between the
State and independent factions, it is

that tho former will come to the
next meeting prepared to debate in fa-
vor of p. state normal school.

The Instruction Committee also reported
that It would be advisable to open the

High School on Februarr 1. Two
fioori will be ready by that time and by
March 1 the entlro building will bo ready
for occupation.

The new Blow School building will beready for occupancy on March 1.

following, and from different sections of
tho United States.

The Association advocates
principally tho theories and the workings
of the Rochdale movement, which was in-

augurated In 1841 at Manchester, England,
by twenty-eig- textile workers, who
started with a capital of J12S, which has
been Increased to elij.OOO.COO since that
time.

Owing to the unsettled conditions exist-
ing between labor and capital and between
employer and employe in tills country the

idea has 'not met with thesame encouragement as it has in England
mid Europe, where the unions not only
own their stores, but also their factoriesmills and transrertation lines.

The essential principle of tho movementis the idea, of the
members. Each member of the union Is
entitled to purchaeo from the Rochdulo
stores at tho regular retail price. At the beend of each year tho profits of the organ-
ization, less the expenses, are equally di-
vided among tho shareholders.

Tho Wholesale stores nnrl tho fnetoWno
are conducted fin tho samo principle, butuiey. instead of having Individual persons
for members, have the retail Mores, towhom they return th6 profits, which reverttu tho original shareholders.
