rifle, and tired from a Ions jaunt through
mow and underbrush, H. D. Chase of New
York had a run for bis life while hunting
la the woods a short distance from this
place.

Mr. Chase did not come to Maine to
hunt big game and is not an expert with
a rifle, but. having a few days to him-
self, he took a friend's rifle and started
out on a bear hunt. He had been out
only a short time when he found a warm
trail and followed it for several miles, the
bear's tracks standing out plainly in the
.snow.

Mr. Chase had reached a iolnt Just
north of Deadwood Stream, when he ciraesuddenly upon the bear and tried to shoot
the animal, but the ritle would not work,
an automatic arrangement that held the
cartridge in position having given out.

Mr. Chase was rying to remedy the dif-
ficulty when a crash through a small
growth caused him to look up. Not twen-
ty yards away stood a bull moos, snort-
ing and pawing the snow-cover- ground.
Thinking he bad his rifle in working or-
der, the hunter raised the gun and pulled
the trigger, but with no result, and at this
signal the bull started for him.

The hunter was on the bank of a stream,
with no tree near large enough to climb.
There was one chance for his life, Mr.
Chase thought,, and he dashed over the
bank and out upon the weak ice. which
crackled under his weight. The chance
was to escape on ice too weak to bear the
moose.

When the moose struck the ice he
slipped and was unable to recover until he
was on lec bending and treacherous. The
animal was nearly in the middle of the
stream, wnerc the Ice was weakest, and
Mr, Chase was about ten yards away,
when the ice gave way and the big ani-
mal broke throush into the swift water.

Grand Jurv . Sustains Charge
Against Sugar Company.

Grand Jury In Brooklyn handed up a
presentation to Judge Crane, In the Coun-
ty Court, In which they sustained the
charges made by Deputy Water Coramls-sion- er

Van Iderstine against the American
Sugar Refining Company to the effect that
the company has been uMng watr from
unmetered taps to the value of &K5.GW In
the last five years, and recommending
that the corporation counsel take steps to
collect the amount.

It la estimated that the water so taken
has amounted to about l.SQO.000 gallons a
day. It1 was found that there was one

pipe in use In South Second street, of
which there Is no record of existence Jn
the Water Department, and another sim-
ilar connection In Kent avenue. The flow
of. water In these pipes is 'estimated at
sixty cubic feet per' minute. The present-
ment adds:

Henry McBride, foreman
of the camp, went Into the woods with
them. He started in one direction. Mr.
Fish placed his daughter on a runway and
then took a different route.

After Mr. Fish had gone a short distance.
ne saw a young duck coming toward mm.
He knocked the fellow down with the first
shot and a rustling caused him to turn,
and he saw another deer. He started In
pursuit, but the deer got away. Mr. Fish
turned to retrace hla steps, when he saw
another deer, as he supposed, advancing
toward him. Another shot and4he animal
felL !

Mr. Fish went. up to the prostrate buck,
and it looked as though the bullet bad en-
tered the back and come out of tho jaw.
He took from his pocket a small knife and
getting astride the animal was ready to
cut ills throat, when the deer landed both
hind feet on his back and knocked him
down. Mr. Fish was dazed, his knife gone
and he didn't know where his gun was.
Then he started to tackle the deer withoutany weapons and there was a battle royal.
The deer had enough life left to kick, and
he landed many a hard ono on Mr. Fish
before that man. by a lucky kick, broke
the buck's neck.

The deer weighed only eighty pounds,
and Mr. Fish said, when be could talk,
that he was glad it didn't weigh 200 or he
would not be telling about It. He suffereda great deal from the wounds, and will
make sure his deer Is dead In the future
before he starts with the knife.

RUSH WORK ON THE BALTIC.

Biggest Steamship to Go Into
Commission in June.

New York, Deo. 12. The work of com-

pleting the giant White Star Line steam-
ship Baltic, which was' recently launched
at Belfast. Ireland, is being rushed with
all possible speed, in order to have her In
the service between this port and Liver-
pool by the end of next June. With theplacing in of this ship, thstotal tonnage of the' Una will be raised to
about 350.000 tons.

The Baltic, while on the type of the
Celtic and Cedrlc. when completed will
surpass either of these vessels in every
way. She will be the targest shin ever
built, her length being 72S feet 9 Inches,
against 706 feet 6 inches, the length of the
Kaiser Wilhelm II, the next largest snip
afloat, and her tonnage being about S.W0
tons, against the Cedrlc's 21,033 tons.

The Interior fittings of the new ship will
excel anything heretofore attempted by
the White Star Line. Her grand dining
siloon will be a feature of the veseL It
will be on the upper deck, extending the
full length of the ship, and will accommo-
date 270 people. The Interior decorations
of the saloon will be very artistic

The Baltic will be fitted with quadruple
expansion engines of about 13.000 indicated
horse power, which will give the vessel a
speed of between sixteen and one-ha- lf

and seventeen knots an hour. The engines
will be arranged on the balanced princi-
ple, which will reduce the vibration to aminimum.
