Guardian Into Court.

Chicago, Dec IS. Left an heiress in her
infancy, anil only discovering the fact
when she was 27. years old and married,
is tho experience related to Probate Judge
Cutting by Mrs. Clara Malcolm in
proceedings begun to ascertain what had
becomo of an estate originally valued at
$133,000, alleged to have been dlssdpated
by her guardian.

Former Judge Hamilton, who has charge
of Mrs. Malcolm's case, had summoned
Laing and former Senator Mason, his
counsel, into court, to show what had be-
come of the money.

Neither appeared, but an expense ac-
count of the guardianship was produced
that surprised Judge Cutting. It included
items ranging from $3 for repairing an of-fl-

desk to $3,600. which p.iid for a trip
to Kurope. Incidentally, among tho In
vestments was a payment of $27,500 for
land in Captain Streetcr's "District of
Lake Michigan," without permission of
the court.

Judge Cutting ordered a citation Issued
for the plaintiff's father to compel his ap-
pearance in court.

I am
running on that platform, and If the oppo-
site view fits any man's foot, why let it
hurt. It is sound politics. I am going to
tho people on this proposition and see
what they think about It."

Mr. Mayo Is best known In North and
Southeast Mlsswurl. While his home is in
Clifton Hill, he spends a great deal of
time In the lumber regions of the State
and travels over the entire state. Me nas
always taken a lively interest in politics.
Ho has enough money on hand to keep
the wolf from the door while he seeks to
"reform" the party, so that his candidacy
will be a serious matter.

While Postmaster In Clifton Hill. Mr.
Mayo started innovations that made him
a very popular citizen. Ho mnde a big
lobbv to the building, put settees and
writing tables there and gave a general
Invitation to the' town to enjoy them to
their utmost. Meanwhile he dispensed
cigars to the patrons of the office and
made himself "solid" with his people.
