Interesting as Solar Curiosities,

Cambridge, Mass.,, Dee. —Sun spots
may come and sun spots may. go. but,
despite the numerous terrifying theories
advanced and partly supported during tho
last half century, it Is the opinion of tho
best known modern astropomers—such
men, among many others, s Professor .,
A. Young of Princeton, Professor 8. P.
Langley, the well-known American an-
thority on solar physies, or Professor FL
C. Pickering, director of the Harvard As-
tronomical Observatory—that human af-
falrs go on forever without much If auy
reference to them.

The group of sun spols that has recantly
attractedd fo much general nttention is
therefore, 20 far as anything !a definitely
known about it, a solar curlosity rather
than any visible prophet of approaching
evila,

Even as mere solar curiosities, however,
tha spots nre Interesting enough to war-
rant general attention, especinlly in view
of the faet that most of our present
knowledge of the sun ls a product of the
last half century.

In this knowledge the sun spots, thelr
character, the periodieity of thelr appenr-
ance and their relation to the earth ara
/il matters whose final solutlon depends
upon future lnvestlg:ol.n

Meantime it h shown that thers
Is a certaln degree of regularity in thelr
appearances and disappearances that
there Is an apparent connectlon, whether
reial or merély colneldental, between the
sun spots and ouor terrestrial maguetic dis-
turbances, and that thers s little or no
connection between thelr appearancs on
the sun and the weather, commerclal
panics, wars or othér disturbances that
affect the everyday exlstence of average
mortals,

SUGGEST GREAT CHASMS.

In appearance the typical sun spols, ns
seen through a powerful telescope, sug-
gest great chasms in the sun, so large, in-
deed, that our own earth could be dropped
into one of them easlly and might even
!;et out of sight before touching the bot-

Suuh a hole. of courss, would be a mere
incident on the sun's surface, as readily
appears when one remembers that if the
sun wers considered as a hollow sphere
our own planet, together with the moon,
could be placed Inside of it without dis-
turbing the distance that ordinarily sepa-
rites them. But, as o matter of foct, the
quaestion s mooted among astronomers
whether the sun spot is an enormous
chasm, Inconceivably dee
mous saucer fllled with gaseous matter
that absorbs the light rays and so pre-
sents to the astronomer tha black and
empty appearance of a tremendous chasm.

The theory has also been advanced that

e spots, instead of being depressions, ars
actuilly elevitions of a portion of t.l.m
sun's surface.

The cause of these spots has been llke-
wise the subject of many theéories, no one
of which has received sufficlent bellef to
be considered even approximately final
Gnllleo. for example, thought the sun

BCHWABE'S OBSERVATIONS.

In 1551 Schwabe, an amateur astrono-
mer of Dessau, Germany, pubished the
results of over 1,000 observations covering
& period of twenty-filve years and reveal-
lnl that there Is a fairly regular Increass

d decreass in the mmber of these solar
\'t!torl. the |nterval from one maximum
to the next belng about sloven years, and
this resnlt was soon afler corroborated
by an examination of all preceding sun-
These maxima, however, vary greatly in

planet, something over %,00000 miles dls-
ant

And in the first place, without gol in-
to the sclentifie details there are three
distinet opinions regarding the sun spots
and the hout and Jight of ths pun; flrst,
that the spals show great activity in the
fun, und, therefore, increased loat-emit-
ting power: second. that they decrease the
amount of heat avallable for radlation
and so diminish the heat rays; third, that
the effect of the spots fs counteracted by
other causes arising at the sams tlme,
and, therefore, 80 (&r as any ¢ in
the amount of heat recsived by the nrll'l
Is  concerned, they D:‘Ddu.ce no
whatever.

CURIOUS COINCIDENTS.

Granting, however, that they do affect
the heat of the earth, thers has been
evolved no completaly convincing parallel
between the sun spots and our own
