RANTIC AT BREAK,

Price Drops $2 a Bale in an Hour,
Then Recovers the Loss in
Fifteen Minutes.

REPUBLIC SPECTAL.

New York, Dee. 30.—There was another
break In the cotton market to-day swhen
May and July sold from 12,80 cents to 13.43
cents, a decline that carried prices lower
than yesterday and more than 80 points
from the high-prive movement.

As the market broke 5 and 10 points at
a clip, cotton came out In large blocks,
thrown overboard regardless of prices, and
the wild scramble to sell caused a drop of
$2 o hale in an hour. The sene on the
floor durlng the break was one of Inde-
scribable confusion, and the nervousness
among traders was Acute.

But around 135 cents there was more
support, shorts started to cover. New
Orleans began to buy back cotton sold
ecarly, and in fifteen minutes May hnd
advanced from about 114 cents to 1488
cents.

Fluctuations were on a scale to bewilder
the trade. Nothing like the fluctuations of
the last two days has ever been witnessed
In the eotton mnarket, and the mafority
woere unwilling to make ventures on elther
slde of the markef. In the afternoon lqui-
datlon continued on the reaction and com-
mission-houses sold heavily. In the last
hour the cotton market again broke vio-
lently,

Traders became utierly demoralized.
Holdings were dumped upon the market
without reserve. Prices reacted to the
lowest level of the day. The close was in
utter confusion, with prices 33 to 48 pointy
lower na compared with yesterday’s clos-
