Capitalization — Twenty Four Thousand Trades Unions and
What They Represent—Hundreds of Millions Lost in Strikes

Bpeclal Correspondence of The Sunday Republie,
Washington, Jan. L—I have boen asked
to make nn interview investigation of
some of the great bread-and-butter gues-
tions whizh are now agituting the minds
of most of the men and women of the

United States

the new conditions of capital and labor,
the question of the big dealer swailowing
the Ulttle one, of high wages and high
prices, of lorg or short hours, of union
and nonunion, and especially whether the
consumer 18 to be ground between the
upper and nether milistones of employer
and employe.

These are problems which affect every
man’s pocketbood, his chance to work
for whom bhe pleases, his wages U Lhe
is a laborer and his profis If he s a
capitalist, and, in fact, the comfort and
success or fallure of every in the
couniry.

LAND OF GOLDEN GIANTS.

In the past the Unlted States hes
great through its individual o lzen.

It has been the land of all others whete

the single man could stand alone and
fight his way through any sphere to fume
and fortune. .

This condition is rapldly changing. We
are doing things In the large. AMen work
in bands, and aollars in milllons, “U'he Lind
is one of golden giants, of mighty masses
of organized capital and herculean uar-
mies of organized labor.

First look at our combinations of eap-
ital. They surpass in their sccumulations
the wildest dreoms of & Croesus, an
Aladdin or o Monte Cristo, It is not long
since the millionaires of the United States
could be counted on your fingers and toes.

Now they wre numbered by thousauds,
and we have frdividuals worth more than
the aggregute wealth of the smaller
Luropean states.

Take Carnegle! No one knows just what
he has, but his three hundreq miilion dol-
lars of Stecl securitles bring him in an in-
come of more than $I15,0000 g year, of
more” than #4100 for every day of the
week, Including holidays and Sundays.
Johin Rockefeller scoops in something like
$2000 an hour all the year through from
his stocks, real estate and mines, and the
Vanderhilts, Astors and Goulds have pro-
portioniately large incomes. There are to-
day a number of men in the United
States worth $50,000.00 and wpward, and
the organizations of capltal whose stock
runs Into elght or more flgures are legion.

We now have, In addition to the biilion-
dollar Steel Trust, which, by the way, Isa
little shrunken at the walst, and in addi-
tion to the gigantic Pennsylvania Rail-
road, about industrial combinations,
which command, all told, fifteen thousand
millions of dollars.

We have 213 Industrin] trusts capltalized
at seven thousand milllons, and more than
5.0 other corporations.

These irusts arg swallowing their
smaller competitors,” They arce branching
out to Include all businesses of poofit, and
in many cases are binding the hands of
industry with trade regulatipns.  Indesd,
we are fast becoming a natlon of pool-
makers, rate-fixers and profit-shurers, and
new questlons of enormous importance
stare us In the face.

HERCULES OF ORGANIZED LABOR.
At the same time our working men are
organizing on a gigantic seale. The trudes
unions are growing as never before, and
they are combining Inte assoclations of
enormous  proportions.  We have more
than M,X9 unions in one federation, and
these unions cover every trude and hope
to contro]l every wage earner.

John Mitchell estimutes that there are
from two and one-half to three million
workingmen In the varlous unlong; and
Bamuel Gompera tells me there are more
than two milllons assoclated together in
the American Federation of Labor. This
federation has national, International, cen-
trdl, State and local unlons, which it
hopes to wield as one man on all great
labor questionsa,

Some of the unlons are very strong, and
some are plling up funda in thelr treas-
urles to use In the strikes and struggles
r-‘h!ch may arise betwesn capital and
abor,

The UUnited Mine Workers, for instance,
& 200,000 workers, and it hos $1,90, %50
saved up. The Cigarmukers' Unlon has
40,0 members, and It annually handles,
all told, more than s million dollars, lv-
ing death benefils and out-of-work poy-
ments to fts unfortunate members. There
are many other unions of large =ize, but
the=e will show more or less what a1l are
dolng and the power they may wield in
the future.

24,000 TRADES UNIONS.

These trades unions do not by any
means include the majority of our work-
Ingmen. 1t s doubiful If they have more
than 15 per cent of them. Nevertheless
they are banded together under leaders,
and o well-communded army s stronger
than ten Umes us many Individuals,

I have said there are 20000 unions. To
ghow thelr variety 1 give you some of
those which are of & natlonal or interna-
tional character, taking them from # list
which 1 have from the American Federa-
tion of Labor.

There are national assoclations of
bakers, barbers, bill posters and black-
smiths. There are associations of blast
furnacemen, boflermakers, bodkbinders,
boot and shoe workers, hroommakers and
those who labor in hreweries,

There are brotherhoods of carpentors
and joiners, of wagon workers and wood-
carvers, car workers and chainmnkers,
and also of eclerks and clgurmuake
coopers and commerclal telegraphers,

iner2 are unjons of elecirics] worloora
and electrical constructors, of coal-halst-
Ing engineers, steam engineers and also of
fAremen, flour mill men and freight han-
dlers.

There are garment workers united in a
union” embracing many thousiands, glass
workers, glass-bottle blowers and glass
snappers. Even the gold beaters have o
national unlon, and alsg the zrinders of
table knives. The hattert are united, The
horseshoers have a brotherhood, and so
have the hod carriers,

Every one knows of the fron and steel
workers, the leather workers and the long-
shoremen. The machinistas have numetous
untons and so have the metal workers and
the mine workers.

There are national unions of molders, of
meat cufters and metal polishers, There
are brotherhoods of ofl and gas men, and
algo of painters and paper hangers. Every
h holder knows of the plumbers' union

In-
deed, 1 mlchleo through the rest of the
alphnbet and give numerous unions under
every letter and include only those which
are national In character and cover the
whole United Biates,

POLLARS LOBT IN STRIKES.

These labor unions are better organized
than ever before, and thelr leaders have

enormous power as to the Inauguration or

the prevention of strikes. Their demands
for higher wages and better condlitions are
stendi.y advancing, and within the past
two years the strikes have materlally in-
areased.  According to the fligures of tha

Labor Burenu kere at Washington there
have been mors than 22000 strikes In the
past twenty wvears, and these have |
voived o loss o the wage oarness
thelr empioyers of about $S00,000,000. The
logzes of the workmen have béen more
than twice those of the employers. They
have amounted to  over $SE0000000, and
hnve caused more than 6,000,0K dle worl-
men. Durlng the same time the lockouts
have affected more than half a million
workmen, resulting In o woage leogs of
about $50,000, 00,

Of the above strikes aliout one-half sue-
ceoded: some woere partind successes and
mere than one-third total fallures. The
girikes of the past yeanr have been more
than unusuaally ssful. Times hoave
been goml, orders p and the employ-
ers could not afford to stop the factories.

CFACTORIES AGAINST THE UNIONS.

Perhnps the most powerful force now
orgumized for the prevention  of labor
troubles 15 the Natlonal Civie Federation,
This Is compos of prominent cmployers
of labor, the leads of the great labor
unlops and o pumber of leading things:s
represonting the publie,. These men inee
together o conventions at certain fixed
periods to disciss the differences of lnbor
and enpltal; and kow they may be amica-
bly settled. They have an  Executive
Committes, which tries to bring th -
plurers and empioves together wh T
there i trouble, and this has alredy
settled many strikes and prevented ath-
ers.  In 1962 the Clvie Federation averted
a strike of 0,000 workmen In thirty puper
mills, and it liad settled eleven coal
strikes before the troubles in the anthra-
cite tlelds began. Its members did what
they could in the anthracite sirik:, bLut
were unable to sucered. During the pres-
ent year thelr work has been much grini-
er, vmbracing Inbor difficulties of many
minds, a report of which, T am told, will
soon be given to the public,

REPRESENTATIVE MEN.

The Civic Federation embraces the Jead-
irg thinkers of the United States. Tts
Execuntive Committee s divided Into threa
groups of twelve each, one group on the
fart of the employers, another on the part
of the wage-eurners and a third on the
part of the public.

¢ representatives of the publle are
such men as ex-Presldent Cleveland, Cor-
nellus N, Bliss, August Belmont, Charles
Francis Adams, Oscar Straus, Archbishop
John Irelnnd, Bishop Potter, President
Eliot of Harvard and John G. Milburn of
Buffnlo.

The employers are headed by Senator
Murk Hanna, and with him_ are men like
Schwab of the Bteel Trust, Underwood of
the Erle Rallroiad, Nixon of the United
States Shipbullding Company, Marcus
Muarks, presitient of the Natlonal Associn-

AGAINST THE PUBLIC.

All these combinations are chiefly for
Inbor and capital. Their differences are to
be reconciled. What the average min
wants o know 18 where the pullle Is to
come in. How aboutl the consumer who
piye the hllls? Everybods's business 1s
nobody’s business, and while the represon-
tatives of the public in the Civic Federn-
tion are men of great foree they hnve not
the vital pocketbook Interest of employer
and employe. The laborers want high
whges, the manufacturers can satisy
thetn without personal loss by Increasing
prices, and the public carries the burden.

Indeed, the combinations of capltal s
to prices are now organized as never bhe-
fore. Nearly cvery trade has s assocla-
tion. which meets together to stifle in-
dividual competition., There Is a whole-
enle druggist combination which repre-
sonts X per cent of the jobbing trade of
the United States. ‘The members of this
meet and declde just how much we shall
pay for our pills, powders and bitters, and
eapecinily for our patent medicines of nll
kinds, & gombination will not permit

the man who cuts the regular list Iz fur-
nighed no more zoods.

The book sellers and book publishers
have recently combined to forco the re-
tulling of books at net prices, and the
book stores which give discounts are not
to be supplied.

TREES CUT FROM PUBLIC LAND

Indian Police Seize Walnut Lum-
ber Purchased Illegally.

REPUBLIC SPECIAL

Muscogee, 1, T., Jan. 2.—The Indinn
ngent sent the Indlan police to Wagoner
to-day, where they selged a consignment
nf %0 fine walnut logy that had becn load-
ed for shipment out of the Territory.

Notices were posted on the property, and
unlezs the owners of the logs can prove
that they were cut from the allotments
of 1ndinrs who have certificates, they will
be conflscated and sold at public auction,
the proceeds to go Into tribul funds.

The Indlan oMceers estimate that there i
between 30,000 and 40,000 feet of fine walnut
lumber In this lost, and it Is worth 360 per
thousand {eet.

The confiscatlon of timber In toe Terri-
tory Ia not such an unusual matter, but
such quantities as found to-day are sel-
dom seen.

In Indian Territory there Is a great deal
of fine walnut timber, but it i against the
lawe of the Unlted Btates to either cut
or ship mny timber of uny Kind except
from allotments of Indians who have u
certificate to that effect.

It Is claimed by the officlals that the
logs selzed vesterday were cut from the
public domain.

It is sald that they were cut by a clt-
zen of the Cherokee Natlon and buncied
ut Wagoner .or shipment out of the Ter-
ritory. On the Grand River, Cherckee
Natlon, there |8 a vast amount of fine
walnut timber, but a= there has not been
a grest deal of the heavy timber land al-
lotted, officials think the logs in guestion
were cut under suspleclous clreumstancas,

In the Creslk Natlon, where nllotment lu
completed, timber can be cut and shipped
withoul the consent of the Government.
In the Choctaw und Chickasaw Natlons
it cannot be shipped. Nine saw mills, that
tud been put in and operated thegally in
the pine country, were conflseated and
sold by the Indian police last summer.
