DIETRICH SCORES
ON TECHNICALITY,

Demarrer to Indictment Charging
Senator With Conspiracy 1s
Bustained.

POINT IS BITTERLY FOUGHT.

Judge Van Devanter Holds That
Error Was Made in Accusing
Alleged Bribe-Giver and
Bribe-Taker Jointly.

Omaha, Neb.. Jan. 4—A legal battle
prefaced the trial In the Federal Court
of United States Senator Charles H.
Districh, charged with alleged conspiracy
with Jacob Fisher, Postmaster at Hast-
Ings. Neb., to violate the statute asainst
bribery, and also with the direct violation
of that law, In which counsel] for SBenator
Dietrich scored “the first victory.

This polnt was on a demurrer filed by
General Cowin to the indictment, attack-
ing its sufficiency, and alleging that it
would have the effect of placing the Sen-
ator on trial twice on the same charge.
This point was bitterly contested by op-
poging counsel. Assistant District Attor-
ney Rush arguing for the Government,

VAN DEVANTER'S DECISION.

After two hours’ ccnsideration Judge
Van Devanter announced foP the court
that the demurrer was susikined. Ia his
opinlon Judge Van Devanter sajd:

*“The Indictment Improperly jolns two
distinct offenses by two separate individ-
uals, which shaiuld be prosecuted sep-
aralely. Fisher cannot be charged with
the agreement to accept the bribe and
Dietrich be charged with the agrecent to
give the bribe.

“The rule that two or more persons
cannot be charged in the same indictment
with committing offenses which are in
their nature several is well established.

We are, therefgre, constsained to hold
that these defend must be sepurately
prosecuted under the separate fndictments
now pending If this court charging Diet-
rich as & Segator In Congress with agree-
ing 10 receive the bribe named, and charg-
Ing Fisher with ing to give the same,
The demurrer will be sustained.”
