CARM0DY IS WELL PLEASED.,

Stales That Kdier .Means Kastern
Morses Will Not lie I'.arreil

From Kaeinj; (ver
I'nioii Course.

In a telegram to Oncrnl Manager Car-inod- y

of the new Fnlon Itace Track yes-

terday. August Ilelmont. chaliuian of the
Kastern Jockey Club, atinotmced that the
latter body would remain neutral in the
conllict the Western Jockey Club
an.l the local course.

Tom Williams of the Califor-
nia Jockey club also wired to the sanf
i rfect. statins that his tracks would fol-

low the lead of the Kastern turf Imily In
the matter. He added that he had wired
.Mr. Itelmont cm the point, and that the
same stand taken by the Kastern Jockey
Cluli would be bis own attitude.

Iloth dispatches were received In reply
to messages sent by Captain Carmody,
who has Just returned from Hot Springs.
The Captain stated that he had received
many assurances from horsemen in tlie
South that they would race on the local
lr.uk If they could be shown that no con-

llict with Kastern turf authority would
result thereby.

Accordingly, he telegraphed the heads
of tho Kastern and California turf bodies
and received messages which clear up the
point.

"All that we have ever asked is that tho
Kastern Joik'-- v I'luli remain neutral," he
said, "and they have now taken that atti-
tude. Tins incuts that they will leave us
to tight our own battle, but that they will
not recognize any rulings of outlawTy,
made by tlie Western Jockey Club, so far
as horses racing over our course is con-
cerned.

"This Is the .same stand the club took
when the Pair (rounds and Delmar tracks
were figliting tlie Western .hockey Club and
were running as independent bodies.
Horses thnt raced over those courses were
allowed to g Ktst and race there, al-
though they were barred from the Chicago
courses.

"The tsiint over which we are jubilant,
however, is tins: That we cm now offer
winter racing to tlie hop-ome- as well as
a local season. After the close of our
meeting tlie owners can go to Ilennings
and Aqueduct for tlie fall meetings, or can
go W-s- t for tlie winter and race at Frisco
and !.s Angeles.

"Horsemen will not now have to depend
on our track alone They can rnce here
after coming from the list and go West
for the Pacific Coast senson. We regard
this attPude on the part of the two turf
bodies ns it ost encouraging

"Just to illustrate this I want to say
on thing: That tipwarl of 3ofl horses
have been waiting nt the Metropolitan
tracks, rendv to race here when assured
that the Ktstern Jockey Club would take
no adverse action in their case. The mes-
sages we have received clear the way
for tf"."

Ililev Orannan. probtblv the best known
f plunger in the country, is said to h

at San Pnincisco in a state of depleted
tinanos.
