DESIRES NO TREATY.
The Foreign Office has reason to believe,

however, that Rusla is willing to con-ees- le

practically all Japan's demands, but
that she cannot see her way to make a
treaty with Japan recognizing In black
and white China's sovereignty over Man-

churia. Russia has arproached Great
Rrltaln to urge Japan to forego this stipu-
lation and to accept in lieu thereof the
assurance to the same end already given
to the other Powers.

REPLY IS DELAYED.
St. Petersburg. Jan. 3). The first ex-
