as to Firm's Capital.

ASSETS ARE MISSTATED.

Directors Sav That Inaccuracy
Caused Stock Exchange to

Strike Securities From
the Listing.i.

REPUBLIC SPECIAL
New 1'oik, Feb. 3. Charges of inaccu-

racy and emissions In an official statement
issued Tuesday by the directors of the
American Steel Foundries Company ex-

plaining the "misunderstanding" which
led the Stock Eichange to strike the com-
pany's securities from the stock list were
made to-d- by Arthur L. Dickinson, se-
nior partner in the firm of Jones, Caesar
& Co., publlo accountants, who formerly
acted for the American Steel Foundries
Company.

In the statement issued by the Foundries
Company, referring to the Inclusion of
the JOOo.CDO item for working capital, the
responsibility for the mNtake was placed
upon the accountants.

Mr. Dickinson said y that Mr. Mat
Pam, counsel for the Foundries Company,
had been notified, several months prior to
the application to list tho stock on tho
New York Stock Bxchange. that $1.IXK),K
was to be provided for working capital in-

stead of $"00,000 and that a copy of the
corrected balance sheet had been sub-
mitted to him.

"On August 30, said Mr. Dickinson,
".Max I'am, counsel of tho Foundries Com-
pany, wrote instrucing U3 to chango tho
balance sheet previously submitted so as
to add additional JVVW.UX) working capital
and thus thovv current assets to be

We carried out thcac instructions
and submitted a balance sheet including
the 'MfMi duo from the venders, so mak-ing the total current assets $I,1M,1U9.I2

"Upon this balance sheet being submit-
ted to Mr. Pam on September i, a con-
sultation between lum and ourselves tookplace, us a result of which our representa-
tive clearly understood that an additional

vided by the vendors, making a total of
S1(W,0(J. The necessary alterations were
made, and the amended balance sheet,showing the current assets at Sl.CCG.iou.aj.

Pam.

"Subsequent balance sheets of the com-
pany were propaied from the boolj, as of
August 31 and September 30, in each of
which tho amount of J7.1),0J0. due by the
vendors having been paid in
Ajgust was clearly stated as an asset of
tho company, and these balance sheets
were furnished to company by ourselves,
no exception being tdkui to them by any
ono on behalf of the company and no sug-
gestion be'ng made that the J7JO.00O was
not collectable.

"In November tho statements of July
31 were sent into tho Stock Ftchangc as
the basis of the application to list the
stock, as well as a condensed form of the
balance sheet of September 30. to make it
similar in lorrr. to that of July 31. At
the same time when these balance sheet3
were sent in we made inquiries of an
odiclal of the company as to the balance
of JTID.OW still appearing to bo due from
the vendors and were Informed by him
that there was no reason to suppose that
the balance would not be collected in duecourse.

"IJalance sheets for October 31, Nov em-
ber 20 and December 31 were afterwardprepared from the books and submitted
to tho company, each one showing an
asset of JWu.OCO due by the vendors, but
It was not until the December balance
sheet came before the directors early inFebruary that any question was raised asto tho incorrectness of this item.

TAYLOR'S RETURN DEMANDED.

James Declares It Is Ridiculous
for "Rough-Ride- r Piesident"

to Frame Extradition Treat-
ies With Foreign Powers.

Washington, Teb. 3. Indiana and Ken-
tucky locked horns in the House to-d-

Tho debate, which involved nearly every
member of both State delegations, was
fast and furious from start to finish. Ken-
tucky demanded of Indiana the return of
W..S. Taylor that he might be tried for
the assassination of William Goebel. Tho
attack was mado by Mr. James of Ken-
tucky, and tho defense was led by Mr
Crumpaker of Indiana. Party felling rose
to an extreme tention. The d)plon.atic ap-
propriation bill was under cons: isratiun
at the time-M- r.

James fired both sides of the House
to interest and feeling by declaring at the
outset that the "Itoush-ltide- r President"
was ridiculous in hK message to Congress
favoring international extradition treaties,
when one State could not get from anoth-
er fugitives from justice. He had, he said.
Introduced a bill In which the Federal Go-
vernment made extradition compulsory
where persons had been Indicted for crime.
For four years, he saiJ, Governor Durbin
of Indiana had protected Taj lor, who had
been regularly indicted in Kentucky for
tho murder of Gotbel, "and yet I notice
that when Durbin comes to town," contin-
ued Mr. James, "he is w Ined and dined by
tiiis great Don Quixote upon extradition,
who absolutely confides to Durbin the
right to give the waiting and nnxlou"
world the news that Iljnna can run for
President if he wants to. And when we all
retd that, we again declare 'the King c?n
do no wrong.' "

HEATED ARGUMENT.
These remarks met with Democratic ap-

plause and laughter, but stirred tho op-

position to action, and for something like
two hours many members wero on their
feet at a time, nnd the criminal and po-

litical records of both Kentucky and In
diana were handled without gloves.

ine uemocrais maintained that a Btategovernment had no right to take the ques-
tion of "fuir trial" into consideration in
honoring extradition papers from another
State, while the Republicans maintained
that history would justify Indiana's ac-
tion in this case.
