MODERN TYPE OF ART.

Not many years ago it was taught in the schools
and colleges that modern subjects could not be well
ndapted to the artistic demands of sculpture. The
modern attire, the habite of the people of to<lay and
the various conditions of the presenr time ¢liminate,
It was maid, the opportunities for grace and beauty
and faneiful coneeption.

The statement carried considerable furce. The
stamdards of art in previous ages furnished ideals
which ‘seemed bevond attainment, No musters had
commanded attention and praise for original and ar-
tistic treatment of modern subjects. Inspiration
was pursved to the source. The riging talent avoid-
e the modern field, or. when Invading it. felt the in-
fluence of the commonplace and did onlinary work. i

For a perlod a new tendency has developed, pro-

- dueing virtunlly an orlginal type, which seems to put

inodern sculptural art on an exalted standard. The
difficulties of modern circumstances have been
turned to the advantage of fine art, and work is of-
fered that would do eredit to any century.

As ndvance information indicares, muech of the
8t. Louls World’s Fair sculpture will exemplify re-
cent achievements. The new iy¥pe of sculpture,

“which may be quite properly ealled the American

type, appeals as strongly and nicely to the instinets
and emotions of the common people as it does to the
edueated eense of the artist and art-lover,

The Jogic of such a general appeal is that the
gracious treatment of modern subjects, with which
everybody 18 familinr, combines the classic ideals of
sculptural art with everyday subjects. It must be
high art, a masterful art, that can trinmph against
the criticism and doubt of the conuoisseur and the
multitude. Aud tnis ihe originators and deyelopers
of the modern type of sculpture have dene in'fnany
of their best and recent crentions,

What influence the World's Fair will have as an
educational institution may be imagined from a cen-
sideration of the benefits that will be derived from
the sculptural displays alone. Every domain of
thought and activity will make s showing. All na-
tlons will assist in oclightening the world regarding
advancement in all directions. The world of to-day
wil behold the progress that centuries have effectod.
g SIMPLIFY THE SYSTEM.

The money-order system has been a great an-
noyance to the public and a cumbrance to the Fed-
eral Governinent for many vears. Public opinion
has eome gradually to be interested in the question
of a simpler and easler method of remitting small
sums through the medium of the postal service,

Within recent years, owing to the vast expansion
in the country’s population and'business, the maino-
tenance of the money-order system- has become a
eerions problem. The system Is complicated, enm-
hersome and unprofitable; jndeed, malutained at a
distinet loss to the Govermment.

One hundred and fifty thousand money orders
are daily bandled in Washington, which means that
150,000 must be distributed and an incoming 150,000
must be received, recorded and filed away. Scores
of clerks with adding machines are required for the
gingle function of completing the totals. The proe-
esses of Issuing and receiving from the sole busi-
ness of pumerous large departments. The space
required for the clerieal foree to audit the orders and
for the filing and storage of orders Is almost one-
half of the Post-Office Department bullding.

“Post check™ money, a proposed substitute which
has been generally approved, requires no anditing.
and would, to the extent to which it supplanted money
orders, stop the enormous expense to the Govern-
ment. As a supplement to the money-order system
it would mean a saving in both expense and space:
additional revenue from the stamps attached to post
checks and from the Increased transactions by mail
and a safe, gimple and universally accessible means
of sending money by mall.

Efther the post check system or another equally

simple one MUSt sooner op later be demanded for the
mailing of small rémittances. It will intereet the pub-
It to know that the majority of uioney orders are
for less than $2.50 each—and: considering the red
tape and identification difficulties to which the peo-
ple are subjected and the enormous labor and ex-
pense thrown upon the Government, all for such
triling conveniences, we seem to be sully wasteful
of encrgy and deficient in genlus.

WHAT'S THE MATTER WITH MISSOURI?

This State contests the fourth position in the
Union. Soom it will mareh unquestioned in the first
column of fours. It is destived to a still higher
rank; perbaps to superlative greatness mammong the
Amerlean Commonwealths. As loug ago as a hun-
dred years there obained among historinns, geos-
raphers amd others who took a philosephical view

of 1he luterior’s development a firm faith that one
day this area, then unborn into individuatity. wonl:d |
wark the center of American elvilization and thai |
this city of St Louis would ascend from its then |
tiny fmportance as a trading post o the significance |
af the nation’s first wetropalis and sear of mle,

The view was more than a dream. Missourd Imﬁi
already more than half realized what may have been
a great historic prophecy. Born from ent of the ma-
ternity of the Louisfana Purchase, taking sirength,
then shaking off its territorial swadidling clothes.
achieving statehood; bullding greatness, extending
its influence, attracting populition, developing
wealth, more than all else developing mind. charae-
ter and & manbood which makes “Missourian” a
proud title: pushing forward with its fine resoures
and superior equipment, lolding itself well up and
establishing its individuality in the sweeping tide of
Western elvilization and growih. Missouri has gone
far in unfolding a carcer to mateh the faith and the
predietions of these Highteenth Century seers,

A half dozen cities mark Missonri's distinetion,
the grentest among them pow the focus of man-
kind's attention, standing a monument to commemo-
rate a world-event and the first episode of Western
and interior experience. The first city of the vast
and inclusive purchase, 8t Louis already radiates its
leadership over by far the larger and essentinlly
more powerful section of United States geography.
The eelebration of the dawn of Western lizht con-
centrates upon Missouri and St, Lonis. It is g cele-
bration no less of fulfillment than of promise, patent
and brilliant. The babitation which a bundred years
have wroughr ont of the wilderness is everywhore
visibly and powerfully alive with impuise which
cannot be held back, with progress which manifestly
cannot be seriously impeded, but must continue
toward a grand consummation. That Missouri and
St. Louis as the head and center of the developing
area must be correspondiogly elevated and dignified,
that the progress and power of the tributary region
must find ultimate expression in Missouri—these
propositions are plain,

Calling into action that sympathy with the spiri
of progress, and sending the mind to the past and
the imagination to the future, glancing over the
prodigious courage and vigar which have carried
accomplishient over difficulties, and scanning mod-
ern conditions for the signs of a great to-morrow,
assurance becomes conviction; the spirit of exulta-
tion and belief is strong.

But, laying aside the intuition, the poetic sense,
discarding the past record apd putting by visions of
the future Commonwealth, considering merely the
concrete situation of pow—in a word, “comiog down
to cages” whiva I8 not more than half slang—there
are several things the matter with Missouri; several
presently injurious and blighting thipgs.

Betler than any analysis, a simple and direct
way to find out what's the matter with Missouri 1s
1o ask the first intelligent non-Missourian you meer.
He will unbesitatingly veplr: “It's the knocking
newspaper that bas lLeen assiduously aud unrenit-
tingly attempting for a long thoe to fasten a black
repmtation upon the State.”

Lies travel faster tfian truth, and are often more
lnteresting; that is the perfect explanation of the
durabillty of slander. That is perbaps the philoso-
pliy which underlies the law punishing a standerer
of persons awd peenplarily requiting the slandered—
mere recourse to truth I8 inadequate, Truth Tur-
nishes a slow remedy. Truth cannot trace the slau-
der everywhere to follow and slay it. Circumstance
handicaps fact and furnishes the lie an advantage
which increases tenfold, hundredfold. thousandfold
ae the race continues: the le eludes pursnit in a
labyrinth, & maze, an Immensity of elrculation.

Pass a single vital lie from lip to lip about a man.
Its consequences are ceaseless. He may pail it with-
in his immediate cirele and destroy its effects, but
in the outer and unknown sphere it will travel on 1o
do his reputation damage. Print, unremirtingly for
years, vicious slanders about a State, toss them 10
the winds, scatter the venomous seod In far places
upon the public mind; some of them will fall in fit
scil for the growing, will take root. All the garden-
ing of truth cannot cope with a single active sower
of weeds,

The matter with Missourl is the knocking news-
paper, the Globe. For years it has bheld Miesouri up,
In as far as it could, an object of ugliness. With is
following of journalistic jackals it has ceaselessly
gone about the State looking for something rotten
with which to fill its columns, Iis longing for the
unsavory has led it to “fake up” deficiencles, manu-
facture scandals, explore dead men's graves for
libelg. It has filled the air with demagogy, erying
remedies for ills that dil not exist. Yet it called
Folk a designing person with ulterior motives, and
it demurred at the boodle investigations which cost
$46 a day. Since boodle investigations became Inev-
itable, it sought to make of them a party matter.
Especially-since the beginning of hoodle disclosures
—during the term of World's Fair preparation—the
Globe has studiedly songht to fabricate a dark Tepu-
tation for Missouri, as Missourl, and for Missourl
ane, a8 Missourinns, The smell of the slander is in
the alr.

The thirty years of Missouri’s greatest develop-
ment have taken place under the dominating influ-
ence of the people whom, as a class and a party, the
Globe has sought to make odious in the eyes of the
country.

Missourians are zood people. Missouri ls a great
State. It is to become far greater. It will move on
despite any slanderers whatever. But landerous jour-
nalism Is not without its poesitive injuriousness. 1t
hurts, socially, politically. commercially. Missourl
is all right essentially, in truth and in fact, but the
stain placed by slanderous journalism upon its fair
name will last “while the stars burn, the moons in-
crease and the great ages onward roll.” Slanderous
journalism is the only thing .the matter with Mis-
souri. And it is very much to be deplored.
