; WHAT MIGHT HAVE BEEN.
The tnvo Republican dailies need to be reminded.

It seems, that the local Fire Department Is an un-

partisan Institution and retains Its unpartisanshlp
through the unpartisan management of municipal
affairs by a Democratic business administration.
No matter what It might have been or could have
been, the department is not political.

Reference at this time to Fire Department mat
ters Is called for by the following assertion of the
Etar: 'The Republic cannot have forgotten that it

- .was only widespread protest ,that prevented the lo

cal uemocraucieauers from tailing our Fire Depart
ment out. of its present keeping and making it an
adjunct of the State machine, Just as the Police
Department Is at present."

In order that the Star and the Globe may publish
the facts and prove that they will do a little in sup-
port of "city government for the city," The Repub-

lic Is' glad to give credit to Mayor Wells.
"As the Republican organs will remember, per-

haps, there were Beveral applicants for the position
of Chief. Some were Democrats, some were Repub-

licans, 'some offered no party claims. Of the two
principal candidates one was a Democrat and the
other was a Republican; but both had served long
in the Department and had good records and strong
recommendations. The Democrat might have made
as capable an officer as the Republican.

Mayor Wells announced that party affiliations
could not be injected Into the contest. The efficiency
and work of the Department and the matter of In-

surance risks were of principil Importance. The
Mayor Insisted that the department would have to
be maintained as unpartisan. Here was a Demo-

cratic official who, for the public good, not only
spoko for unpartisan management, but applied his
principle.

Since the Republican organs are making a di-

rect issue of unpartisanship In municipal affairs,
let them follow up their allegations of "what might
have been" with the facts as to favorable condi
tions which exist Let them, when commenting on
lire catastrophes, call the attention of the country
at large to the unpartisan character of the St. Louis
Department.

Furthermore, it might be said that Chief Swing- -

ley Is not Chief because he may be a Republican,
or 'that he is a better officer because he may be a

' Republican. And It might be said, also, that the
unsuccessful Democratic candidates were not Ig-

nored because they were Democrats.
All of 'the candidates were men who had good

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dtdate; he was a good officer; he was well recom-

mended; he had a good record. And Mayor Wells
appointed him without regard totpolitics, but with
regard for all Interests. Here is an opportunity for
the Star and Globe to commend Mayor Wells and
the businesslike, unpartisan management of muni-

cipal affairs.

HAY AS BOSS IX ASIA.
The action of Secretary Hay, proposing joint ac-

tion by neutral powers to circumscribe the
theater of war and declaring that the integrity of

Chiua must be preserved, if concurred in, would de-

prive Russia of the fruits of an ultimate victory.

At the same time it would permit Japan, If success

ful, to assert a dominance over Korean affairs and

to force the adoption of an "open door" policy in

Manchuria all that the Mikado wants.
If the fact were not so generally known as it :,

the mere consultation of a map or study of the
geography of Russia in Asia would show that Rus

sian development Is dependent upon control of
Manchuiia. The point revolves around the old ques

tiou of a seacoaet outlet and the safety of Russia's
principal asset the Transblberian Railway, connect

ing link with the seat of the Empire. At Vladlvis--

tok the climate Is too severe to insure to Russia a
needed harbor the year round. The Eastern head
quarters were much better at Port Arthur, though
this necessitates the operation of over 1,000 miles of

the railroad through Manchuria. Unless the vital
artery of the Russian Empire in Asia can be thor-

oughly protected, of what use Is It? The policy of
aggression In Manchuria is easily understanda
ble and absolutely logical from the Russian stand-
point.

American sympathies are with Japan In the pres
ent struggle. The good qualities of the Japanese
character. Its energy, Its resources and Its progress-Ivenes- s,

appeal to the American people. American
interests lie in the same direction. Commercially,

Japanese domination of the Oriental situation would
promise many favors and concessions to the trade of
the United States. Japan and this country have
commercially much in common. Russia's policy
would seem to be to close Manchuria and the Rus-

sian Empire to any but its own enterprises.
These, roughly, are the facts which prompted the

President and Secretary Hay to embark upon their
compromising Oriental policy.

The point now arises whether, all these facts
conceded, a "sound American Judgment, which deals
with the problem from an Internal as well as an in-

ternational viewpoint, can agree with the stand
taken by the helmsmen of Federal Government

The issues within the situation very remotely
concern the United States. Neither our commerce
in the territory affected nor its future possibilities
suffice to warrant a challenge of Russia to war. The
fact Is that the whole of the American-Chines- e trade
i3 of no consequence to nine-tenth- s of our citizens.
On the other hand, the outcome in the vicinity of
Manchuria and Korea is of superlative Importance
to Great Britain and to Germany. They are both
irretrievably involved in the very intricate game
that is playing there. Let them oppose Russia if
they choose, or dare.

It were useless to say that Secretary Hay's act
involves no entanglement For the truth is that to
antagonize Russia In this particular means in the
finality antagonizing France also, or whatever other
strength may be aligned with Russia to preserve
the balance of power. The step involves "taking
sides"; Just what we have specially endeavored to
avoid for more than one hundred years.

The Republic does not argue that commercial ad-
vantage is not to be considered, but that that factor
does not 'warrant American entrance into Asiatic
politics upon the same basis as European Powers.
Wo can negotiate Independently, as we did with
China, for treaty ports, and continue expanding our
trade by the methods successfully followed hereto-
fore. But to take the initiative in a movement pre-

scribing just what Russia shall or shall not do, in
a game which involves every European alliance, is
full of unnecessary danger. .

-
DOCTOR RUXGE'S DEATH.

Doctor Edward C. Runge exemplified the ability
of a conscientious public officer to do his work by
a code of principle, and in so doing achieve results
beneficial to the community, gain a professional rep-

utation, and yet, without being at all a politician,
have an influence greater than many regular "party
men." ne was superintendent of the Insane Asy-
lum from 1895 until this year, serving through two
Republican administrations and being honored with
reappointment under a Democratic administration.

As superintendent of this institution, Doctor
Runge made a national reputntlon. He was not a
politician but a physician. He managed the insti-

tution with success. He won the confidence of the
people and of the public officers. He was sincere
In his efforts to manage his division well and to fix
a standard for municipal charity administration.

The death of a citizen who has been so useful to
his city cannot be passed without public apprecia-
tion of what he did as a public officer and especially
of his loyalty to his professional Ideals.

.
CHECK BUTLER.

Edward Butler, it appears, proposes to assert the
old sway in city and State politics, if possible. Give
the Devil his due. Those who know Butler know
that he generally gets what he wants, that he Is a
fighter, that as a personality he is a strong and as
sertive man. But at this time it Is incumbent more
than ever upon citizens, nnd upon
every politician who keeps up even a pretense to
decency and clean purposes, to down Butler as a po
litical factor.

Acquitted by a jury at Fulton of one specific
charge, Butler is no more acquitted in fact of the
general charge of fostering and profiting by corrupt
methods than he is acquitted of a desire to flaunt a
"vindication" In the face of good government.

Butler's Influence In St. Louis politics has made
for evil during the last thirty years. He has been
convicted by a Boone County Jury. The regenera-
tion of city and State Democratic politics depends
upon his entire elimination or the reduction of his
power within minimum limits.

In two or three downtown wards, the situation is
such that his control cannot be wholly shaken off.
But if the men whose fortunes depend upon the
swing of his political pendulum can comprehend
that the people of this city propose to vote down
any ticket that savors of Butler, they will readily
perceive how.the old-tim- e boss, or others of his ilk,
must be retired to obscurity. Butler may force
some "vindication" of himself, but he will destroy
any politician who Is found aiding in that unwhole
some work. ..

GUXXERY IX THE WAR.
In addition to the fact that many Japanese naval

officers have been educated In the United States, it
Is reported that Japan for months has been employ
Ing skilled American gunners. This undoubtedly is
true, since Japanese energy and foresight can easily
be credited with so wise a precaution.

Disparity In the number of ships on paper does
not determine a modern naval engagement If the
skill of the marksmen upon the respective sides dif
fers markedly. At Santiago, the American forces

were more powerful, it is true, but the results were
by no means proportionate to the advantage we
possessed in ships. Our vessels, except the Brook-
lyn, came out unscathed, and the Brooklyn was only
slightly damaged. The reason lay in the very simple
fact that our gunners hit the mark, while the Span-
iards missed with consistent regularity.

Every indication Is that, even in a long war upon
the sea, the Japs, abide from very nearly equaling the
Russians in the number and tonnage of available war
vessels, will have the advantage In gunner'- - The
best sign of this significant superiority was shown
by the biiccess of the torperdo-boa- t attack. The
handling and successful discharge of a torpedo, so
that it will strike the hull at which it is directed,
requires an especially skilled crew.

However, the full abilities of the Russian in this
particular have not yet been tested. But they must
attain to a high average in order to equal the Mi-

kado's men.
