If fucther proof were needed of the progressive
character of the present Czar—his personality looms

The step is a4 most hmportant one in the modern
history of Russia, indicating that country’s uspira-
tion to accommodate itself to the great priueiples
underlying contemporary eivilization. It probably
is the forerunner of a Russian era of free speech
and a comparatively free press, withoout which a
pation continues to be distinetly mediacval,

This change of poliey Is certain to modify the
Amerlean unfavorable opinion of Russia, though it
will pot change the faet of a syvmpathy with Japan
in the present war., That sympathy 1s based upon
the tendency native in the Awmerlean to side with
the “under dog” and upon the general belief that
Russin's far Eastiern policy haus been based priu-
cipally upon deceitful diplomacy.

For the Inst fifty years Ameriean newspapers,
prriodicals and literature have been filled with mat-
ter pictoring Russian tyranny.  The fact that a
trict censorship bns existed has gone far to en-
conrnge the universal bellef in such reports, though
undoubredly wany of them have been unfair and
untrue.  Censorship Is a confession that the truth =
feared: amd it renders uny reported enormity  be-
Hevable,  Removal of the censorship indicates that
Russin desites the truth to be known, which of
Heelf will convinee any fair-minded person that the
Czar Is “on the square.” This new fact—that the
foreign information sccker is free to see and hear
what he ean and tell of it trathfully—will go far 10

Any elector may register for primary puorposes
whose nawe appears in the general election resis
ter. If you are not sure that you are registersd
for general election purposes, yon may ascertain
that fact by visiting the office in the Ciry Hall. 1
your e I8 in the general election register. state
yeur intention of registering for primary purposces,

Do ot be sutistiod ar learning that your nnmse 6
entered In the general State expliciiy
that yom destre to regizter for primary purposes.
The clerks are engnged there to accommotate elect-
ors, and they will assist yon,

When you say that you wish to qualify for the
primaries. the clerks will produee the primary regis-
ters of the precinet o which you live, amd yon will
sign in both books, This act quallfies you to vare
at the primary of your pariy.

In case yon have movedd It is absolutely necessary
that the chiunge of address be recorded in the regis-
ters of the precinet In which you live.  The hooks
of your former precinet will be used in that precinet,
and other hooks will e nsed in your present pre-
cinet. 8o, if you hnve moved, go to the main otfiee
of the Board of Election Commissioners in the City
all; give your former address: give your new ail-
dress: ask to be registered In the books of the pre-
cinet in which you now live.

Nor infrequently the citizen blames the election
officers for disgqualifying him when he has disqual-
fidd himself by neglecting to follow the law.  In-
structions for registering are glven for two pur-
First, In order to indoece all conscientious
citizens to register for primary purposes. Secoml,
in order to show the importance of the primaries,

Under party government primaries are more -
portant than regular elections. Candidates are
there determined.  Good or bad government begins
then. Do you wish to bhave good men nominated?
If so, you must vote at the primaries, DProfessional
politicians pay attention to the primaries, because
they understand the importance. If you will vote
at the primaries the standard of the public servier
will be elevated. Don’t complain about the conse-
quences, at any time, If you have neglected your
duty. You perceive the significance and importance
of the primaries.

Baltimore's Actunl IMsanrance Lons.
Baltimore News.

Through Lthe courtesy of Mr. Jumes H., MeClellan, the
the

publisher of the Baltimore Underwriter, News is

able to reprint a list of losses to each insurance com-
pany doing business in Maryland, and involved In the
recent fire. The list was complled for publication in the
Baltimore Underwriter, ssued to-day, and is as nearly
corrict a8 expert humnn agency In the ahsence of officlal
filgures from each compiany can calculate. In many
cases, notably the New York companles, the figures are
officinl, huving been sworn to befors the Btate Insurance
Commi=sioner of New York, as published In a dispatoh
from Albany to the News yesterday,

The figures complled by Mr. MceClellnn show a total
of $£2,484.894 risks In the burned district, from which cer-
taln amounts totaling $1,788,5762 are to be deducted by
reason of salvage or other causcs, making the not
amount of Ingurance to be pald to the fire sufferers
£1,065.002. This agrees with the estimate made In the
News yesterday, based on the New York companles,
thit the insurance loss would not be less than $32,000,000
nor more thoan $40,000,000,

To be added to the accompanying figures are some
Ingses, amounting probably to $5.000,600 or less, to be paid
by the individunl underwriters, which are composed of
big wholesale dry goods houses who Insured ¢ach other
on the mutial plan. There Is no way of getting at the
precise amount of risk carried In that way.
