Author of Many Letters to Presi-
dent Arrested With Loaded

Revolver and Box of Car-
tridges on His Person.

Washington. Feb. 22. Edward Relgax,
who gave his address as No. 271 South
Clark street. Chicago, was arrested at the
White House to-d- and locked up pend-
ing an inquiry into his mental condition.

For many weeks the secret service of-

ficers have been on the lookout for him
and, when he appeared y, he was
promptly placed In custody.

He desired to see the President, he said,
in regard to why his letters had not been
answered. When he was searched, a load-
ed revolver and a box of cartridges were
found In his pockets. The officers had no
difficulty In getting him away from the
White House.

An examination of his effects disclosed
copies of sexTsral letters he had written
to the President and some documents in-

dicating that ha was interested in patent
devices.

BARRINGTON TRIAL

BEGINS TO-DA- Y.

Defense Will Assert That Mc- -

Cann, Supposed to Have Been
Murdered, Is Not Dead.

After eight months' delay, the trial of
Frederick Seymour Barrington, who Is
charged with the murder of James P.
McCann, at Bonfils, Mo., on the night of
Juno 18, 1903, Is to begin to-d- In
Clayton.

The case has been twice continued, but
the attorneys for both the State and de-

fense havo announced that they will be
ready to-d- and further delay is improb-
able.

It Is expected that the trial will take
at least ten days. Seventy-si- x special and
twenty-fou- r regular jurors have been
summoned from whom the twelve men
who will try Barrington will be selected.
The examination of the Jurors will prob- -
aoiy not oe compieieu oeiore
afternoon, after which twenty-fou- r hours
will be allowed for challenges.

The defendant is also entitled to twenty-fou- r
hours' notice of the names of the

twelve jurors after they have been se-
lected, and Prosecuting Attorney Johns-
ton thinks that the taking ot evidence
will hardly begin before Friday.

As far aa known, seventy witnesses
have been subpoenaed. The names ot
the more Important witnesses were not
given to the Sheriff. These witnesses were
subpoenaed by the interested parties so as
to keep their Identity secret until they
are called upon to testify.

Harrington, who had attained consider-
able notoriety by his marriage to Grace
Wilhelmina Cochrane of Kansas City, the
latter supposing that he was nn English
Lord, Is accused of murdering James P.
McCann, a turfman, at Bonfils, St. Louis
County, on June 18. 1903.

The nude body of a man who was identi-
fied as McCann was discovered in an
abandoned quarry on Taussig avenue. In
Bonfils, June 25. Barrington and McCann
went to Bonfils together on the night of
June IS, arriving there about .10:30 o'clock.
Five minutes later, the crew of the car
on which they had ridden heard two
plhtcl shots.

The next morning Barrington was seen
walking back to St. Louis, a distance ot
twelve miles. In a bedraggled condition.
Ho said that both he and McCann had
been assaulted, that he was left lying
unconscious and that no one was around
when he revived. McCann has not been
seen since.

Barrington was indicted on a charge
of murder in the first degree by the St
Louis Countv Grand Jury". The main fight
In tho trial will be on the corpus delicti,
as the defense contends It will be impos-
sible to prove that McCann is dead.

Walter B. Stevens Says First
President Was Responsible

for Louisiana Purchase.

HIS POLICY CARRIED OUT.

Secretary of World's Fair De-

scribes Seope of the Universal
Exposition at Stamina

Club Banquet.

Cincinnati. O., Feb. 22. The Stamina Re-

publican League Club celebrated Wash-
ington's Birthday with a banquet,
nt which more than 200 guests were pres-

ent
The principal address was delivered by

Walter B. Stevens, Secretary of the
World's Fair at St Louis. Other speakers
were President Piatt, General Ellis and
Frank Bowman.

Mr. Stevens discussed the World's Fair.
Us origin, scope and importance as a
"timekeeper of civilization," in a manner
which kept his auditors Interested for
moro than an hour. Fresh Interest was
aroused In the Exposition.

In the first place, the speaker took the
posijion that as much to George Wash-
ington as to anyone else, was due the
credit for the Louisiana Purchase, which
was, he said, only a continuance of the
policy of the "father of his country" in
extending the border of the United States
westward.

From tho origin of the enterprise, he
drifted Into a description of the scope of
the "universal exposition." which he
showed would be the greatest ever held,
by far eclipsing the Columbian Exposition
at Chicago.

More nations nnd more States will be
represented, more exhibits will be gath-
ered together, a greater territory will be
covered, more buildings will be erected and
more money spent

was a timekeeper of great progre&s.

The Universal Expus.tlcn at St. Louis wal
planned on broad lines In its Inception. It
was to be a timekeeper or a decade's advance-
ment beyond Chicago. More ground as pro-
vided; more buildings were designed. The
President of the United States issued his proc-
lamation, lie invited al nations to participate.
A revelation followed. Not merely more
ground, but a site twice as large as ChlcagVs
was demanded. Tract after tract was annexed
until there are within tho walls 1.210 acresv
Building after building has been added until
the roofs cover 12s acres, &) per cent more than
Chicago's buildings.

WAR INTERFERES NOT.
Japan was an early arrival application

for much space. When European Powers ac
cepted and applications for space began to con-

gest the Japanese were asked to relinquish part
of their allotment Did they comply? Net a
square foot. On the contrary, they politely asked
for more, nostlllties were not forty-eig- hours
old when the president of the Japanese Exhib-
itors' Association called on the Expufttton man-
agement with the cabled assurance that the war
would make no difference with Japan's World's
Fatr plans.

LIFE OF THE PEOPLES.

DENOUNCE ROOSEVELT.

Declare Refusal to Have Confederate
Flag Returned to Georgia Regi-

ment Is a Gratuitous Affront.

and when it Is finally arranged a picture
of railway transportation from Its incep-

tion to the present day will be afforded.
Part of this exhibit arrived on its own

wheels, but many of the older engines,
which are not of standard gauge, were
shipped on flat cars, from which they will

be removed and placed on tracks.
The Missouri Commission will move its

offices to the State building this week, as
the structure Is completed, with the excep-
tion of painting and electric nxtures. which
will be Installed at the last moment, to
present as fresh an appearance as possible
on the opening day.

G. D. Buchanan, Superintendent of Edu-
cation, and a force of six teachers have
set about the preparation of the Missouri
educational exhibit for installation. Part
ot the exhibit will be mounted in frames
under glass and the rest will be placed In
book form and bound. The Missouri Build-
ing is the second that is ready for its com-
mission, the Arkansas State edifice having
been occupied for the last month.

BLOCKADERS lit
IN PEACE COURT,

Tribunal at The Hague Decides
Allies Are Preferred Credit-

ors of Venezuela.

The Hague. Feb. 22. The arbitration
tribunal, which has been considering the
claims of the blockading Powers for
preferential treatment of their claims
against Venezuela, has decided unanimous-
ly that the three blockading Powers,
Great Britain, Germany and Italy, havo
the right to a preference of 30 per cent of
the customs duties at La Guayra and
Porto Cabello, the litigants to pay their
own costs in the procedure, and divide
equally the costs of the tribunal. The
United States Is commissioned to carry
out the decision ot the tribunal within
three months.

TRIBUNAL'S VIEWS.
In giving judgment the tribunal points

out that it has been guided by Interna-
tional law and the equity of the case and
that the protocols signed at Washington
since February 13, 1&03, and particularly
the protocol ot May 7, whehreof the'obllg-ato- ry

nature cannot be doubtful, form
tho legal basis of Its sentence; that the
tribunal Is not competent to question the
jurisdiction of the mixed commissions at
Caracas, nor to Judge their action or the
character of the warlike operations of the
blockading Powers, nor to decide If the
three blockading Powers exhausted all
pacific means to prevent the necessity for
employing force.

The tribunal decides that It Is only In a
position to certify that, since 1901, Vene-
zuela refused arbitration, proposed on
several occasions by Germany and Great
Britain; that after the war no formal
treaty of peace was concluded; that the
operations of the blockaders were stopped
before they had received satisfaction for
all their claims, and. further, that the
question of preferential treatment was
submitted to arbitration.

Tho tribunal declares that it found and
recognized In these facts precious evi-
dence In favor of the great principle of
arbitration In all phases of international
conflict. In adhering to the proctocols. the
blockaders could not have intended to re-
nounce their acquired rights nor their
privileged, de facto position. The Govern-
ment of Venezuela itself lrad recognized
In principle the ot their
claims.

WASHINGTON DISAPPOINTED.
Washington, Feb. 22. A prominent of-

ficial of the State Department, when
shown the dispatch relative to the deci-
sion In the Venezuelan arbitration, stated
that, while the department regrets exceed-
ingly the precedent which The Hague
tribunal has made in this case, there Is
nothing for the United States to do but
accent the result philosophically as bind-
ing In International law. .He added:

"Tha mere question of time when the
United States shall recoive from Venezue-
la tha amount of the awards in our favor
Is the smallest consideration. What the
Government dislikes Is to admit the prin-
ciple that by a mere show of naval force
a creditor nation can secure precedence In
the payment ot debt over another nation
which does not exercise such force. It is
regarded as a premium on violence and
as tending to discourage nations which
are disposed to settle their claims by the
peaceful methods of diplomacy."
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
