United Btates Government as an Arbitrator—Trade Agreements and Industrial Peace—Our Big
Labor Armmy—Wages Rising, but 1t Coste More to Live—Capital Combinations and the Bu-
rean of Corporations—Our Commercial Invasion—Where and How We Lead the World—

The Influx of Foreigners.
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Epccial Correspondencs of The Sundoy Republle
Washington, D. C., March 4 —"Whal it
rour departinent do to sottle the existing
troubles between labor and capital?*
I asked this question of Secretary Cor-

{ telyvon as we sat together in the office In

the Department of Commerce and Labor
yesterduy afternoon.

The Secretary wns looking over reports
from his varlous bureaus, and checking off
siatistical {tsms running high inte the mil-
lions,

He has, you know, about fifteen of the
most Inportaut bureaus in the United
States Government, employing more than
10,006 men, and cotalllng an annual
pendliure of mors than $10,000,000,

All the Government Investigations nnd
information about the Dblg corporations
and combinations of capltal, as well as
question contectad with labor, come before
hilm, g0 that to & certaln extent he repre-
sents Uncle Sam in ull his relations to the
two.

Tha Becretary replied:

*The Department of Commerce and La-
bor has no e tive fupnctions In s«ttlihg
the troubles ¢ pital and Inbor. It can-
not interfera with elther panty In any
controversy tbat may orise.

“All that it ilms to do Is to furnish the
fullest information possible as to existing
conditions, In order that each party may
understund mora fully just what those
conditions are, and be guided thereby In
arranging s settloment.”

*“What kinds of information, Mr, Secre-
tary?" I asked

“All kinds,"

| thing that bears on the relation of labor

to capital. Thoe elements of cos=t In varl-
ous prodocts, the articles controlled by
trusts and other combinations of capital,
and the effecty that such trusts have on
prices.

“Wea ara cullecting informztion as to
wages, and houra of work, the compara-
tive cost of i g and thoe kind of liv-
Ing in dJdifferen parts of the U'nited
States, the mutorial, soclal, intellectual
and moral condition of the workmen, ns
well ns to all mattera relating to contro-
versles and dispates betwean employers
and employes,

“This information is for capltalists and
wage earners alike, They are on a perfect
equality here. The department acts only
as an information bureau or an educa-
tional office, to enable each party to A bet-
ter understanding of what the actual con-
ditions are,”

UNCLE SAMN AS ARBITRATOR.
“But, Mr. Sacretary, the department

gives Informaotion to both parties, and it
i perfectly impartial, Why can it not be
an arbitrator between them™*

“The Department of Commerce and La-
bor has no legal authority to act asan ar-
bitrator between capltal and labor,” re-
plied Secretary Cortelyou. 1 see no rea-
son, however, why any of its officizls may
not act as arbltrators of lebor controver-
uas If requested 10 do g0 by the repre-
sentatives of both partles.

“Congresa, vou know. has recognized
the principle of industrial arbltration by
the act of Uctober 1. 1851, under which the
¥cn\. Chicago strike of 15%¢ was arbitrated,

hat act was repealed by the broader act
of June 1, 1898 Both of these acts, how-
aver, related only to disputes betwosen em-
ployers and employes engaged In Inter-
state commerce.”

“How about the arbitration in the an-
thracita coal strike?"

“In that s=trike & commisslon was ap-
pointad by the Presldent at the request of
both operators and miners, and Its author-
ity to muke a binding award, rested only
in the agreement of the operators and
miners to ablde by its declzlon. As you
know, the labors of that cormmission were
succesaful.*”

“But, Mr. are mnot such
troubles increasing™

“[ think not,” was the answer. *“The re-
lations of cavlital and labor appear to be
growing belter. A varlety of influences
are operating to this end. Tha National
Civie Foderation 1= bringing about a bet-
ter understanding between emplovers and
etoployes in some parts of the country, and
much Is being done in other ways to ob-
viate Industrial disturbance; as. for In-
stance, hy meens of trade agresments.
These agreements have been mads by em-
flluyern and emploves coming together
iargely through thelr ropresentdtives, to
estithlish wages, hours of labor nnd other
matters for a fixed period. Such agree-
ments prevent strikes end lockouts, and at
tha present time seem to be one of ths
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Heart or Nerve Trouble
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ous Prostration,and to give all sufferers an ::Epurmnlty of testing this remark-

peace,

“Very fuvorably Indeed,” wus the reply,
“Our sxports of domestic products are
greatsr to-day than those of any other
contry, and our exporis are growing more
raplcly than those of any other nation. In
1875 we shipped abroad In round numbers
four hundred and ninety-seven million dol-
lars' worth of goods, and In 1%¢ the sum
had grown to one thousand four hundre
aud fifty-seven injlllon dollars. In 1575 the
United Kingdom exparted one thousand
aud elghiv-seven mlilllon dollars’ worth of
fuods, while In 180 Its exports were one
thouannd four hundred and fifteen milllon
dollars’ worth.

We are also salling more goods to
Mexico thun ever before.”

SKINNER AND ABYSSINTA.

*"How about Mr, Bkinner's expadition to
Abyssinia, Secretary Cortelyou. Wil that
expedition pay?

“T think that closer business relatlon-
ships will nrove valuable to our couniry
In every case. whetlier they be with large
nations or amall ones, especially with
theat natlons whose consuming powers are
in & stage of deveiopment. The wisa and
experienced nations of the world, which
have been studying the art of developlng
thelr export trade, omit no opporiunity to
cuitlvate cummercial relations with aill
countrles. I think the United States can
with profit follow their example.'

"Dur forelgn Consuls all report to you,
Mr. Cortelyou? How do they compare
with the commerclal agents of other na-
tlons ™"

*"Yes, they report to me through the
State Department.)” wns the reply. “The
comtments by the newspaper and business
men of other natlons [ndleste that our
Constilar Service comparea well with that
of other countries but that is not enough
from an American point of view. While
the work of many of the Consuls Is of a
very high grade thers can he much Im-

rovement. Thia fact was fully recognized
vy the Presldent and by those of his of-
ficlals who have Immediats supervision of
the work of tha Consuls. The suggestions
made by the business public from (ime to
time with reference to  the practical
problems which confront them in thelir at-
templs Lo increass their export trade will
undoubtedly prove helpful in this direc-
tion. The Consuls are essentially commer-
cinl officers. They should play a mora vitgl
part In the extension of our foreign trade,
I'helr relations to tha new department are
ane of its pressing problems. The Depart-
mernt of Commerce and Labor will do its
share In tho effurt to improve this service
whenever Improvement is shown to bas
needed.”" N

HOW FOREIGN FAILURES
AFFECT OUR MARKETS.

Importance Exaggerated, Though
They Cause Some Selling of
American Stocks.

New York, AMarch 5.—The great number
of failures of banking Arms In Berlin,
Parls, Vienna, Lyons and other Eurcpean
citles, which have been reported by cable
during the laat fow weeks created consid-
erab’s disturbance In Wall strest, especial-

Inquiry among German banking houses
with International connections, owever,
bruught ot the fact that the Importance
of thesa fullures was exaggerated. except

in that is showed that the uncertainties of
wil are till dangerous to the financlal and
commodity margets, various statements
about the world having changed in this re-
gpect 1a the contrary notwithstanding.

Wall Streat indeed feared that these fall-
ures might serlogsly affect those American
scuritien which ara largely held abroad,
and attributed some heavy selling of cer-
tain shares to the influence of one of thesa
fallures. E

Acconllng to the oplnion of many Ger-
man bankers. however, this was not true,
githough it != not denied that American
shares did suffer on this account.

Omne of the bankers explained the relation
between the financlal ceaters of the two
countries in this way:

“Every year, as the Interests of the va-
rious countries broaden and thelr ocom-
merce reaches out, the financial relations
between the various countries W more
intlmate and also more intricate. In the
days when we had no cables and bad news
traveled slowly, there was lsss Importance
attached to fallires abroad. Nowadays,
however, the world Is one great village,
and trouble in one section is generally re-
flected in every other sectlon.

“Nowadays Europe holds Iarge amounts
of Ameriean securities. Many of them
were bought at comparatively low prices,
though, perhaps, not as low as th are
now. These securilles, however, are ad
to suffer from financial panic such as was
seenn on the Parls Bourse last week,

Bo far es we have been able té find out,
the firms that falled were haavily interest-

in Russlan securities. Thess Russian
bonds declined heavily and probably would
have declined more a grut many firms
had not preferred to withhold them f(rom
& market which was unwilling to take
them except st startling concessions.

“Instead. they sold other securities In
arder to reallze cazh wherewith to protect
committments _ elsewhere. In this way
were mold Kaffirs, French rentes, consols.
American raflway shares and other securi-
ties. Of course, they were sold whersver
the market sacmed to offer the best or=
tunitles. Thers was probably some selling
here for the firms which faflad, or were
about to fall, and our market feit it.
affect, however, Was not so great as soms
reople wanted us to belleve It would be.
