hold, In place of the hold are two hop-
pers, one fore and one aft, into which the
sand from the bottom of the bay will be
drawn. On either side of the ves=el. about
midahlp, is a swivel jolnt connecting with
the M-inch suction pipes each ¥ feet lOng.

When the vessel is working she drops
these plpes to the bottom, then, moving
along just fast enough to give her stécrnge
way, draws the sand and water through
the pipes Into the hoppers. The total ca-
pacity of the hoppers 1s 2,800 cuble yarda.
When loaded the vessel passes out to sea,
where she discharges by means of funnel-
shaped valves In her bottom, which are
controlled from the deck. It Is caleulintad
that this vessel, working on ordinary bot-
tom, can load in one hour, and, working
all the time, will be able to carry off gix
loads n day.

CHANNEL DEEPENING SHIPS.

The other models will be used 1o illus-
trate the necessity for deepening the chan-
nels entering the port of New York.

Tha first model, that of the full-rigged
#hip Dreadnaught, shows the type of ves-
sel used In 15¥. Shse had a depth of but
nlaven feet, and could safely pass Into the
harbor at all times. The next model shows
the Hritannis. the first side-whesler to
cross to this port from England, She had
& depth of twelve feet and needed no chan-
neln

The next model, that of the Horuasia,
which wis bullt in 1867, fAret showed the
necessity of deep channels. She drew sid-
teen feet of water and could enter the
port only at high water, Three years later,
when the Arizona, tke first of the big
ocean greyvhounds was built, the Govern-
mept sterted to deepen Lthe approaches to
New York, and in 1588 the work of ex-
cavating for the main ship channel begun.,
The Arisona was of twenty¥wo feet depth,
and when o west wind was blowing, carry-
ing the water out of the harbor, =he couid
zot get In even at high tide.

Louls, who has es-
tahlished n henlth camp for consumptives
at Indio, In Southern Callfornia, has writ-
ten to St. Louls friends an interesting ac-
count of the work ;,m‘-ﬂmpllﬁhnd in the
care of pulmonary patients.

The Indio Health Camp Is loeated In
desert vallsy, ¢ut off from the ocean by
the mountains. There 15 no rain, no fog,
no clouds, The winter days are all warm;
the nights comparntively cold.

The camp was established in December,
192, to provide in part for the large num-
bers of consumptives snd other invalids
who go to Southern California on the sup-
posaftion that it |s a mid, equable climate,
It is, in fact, very changeable, has ¢old
raing in the winter, chilly fogs every even-
ing. Most of the invalids have little means;
they cannot afford the expensive sanitarl-
ums, snd they &re not wanted by hotels
und boarding-houses.

To meet the requirements of such pn-

tients, Mr. Nelson bought 1305 scres of
land adjoining the Indio Depot. Thin tract
he has improved by sinking artesi

wells, putting most of the land under i
tivation, In order to give convalesgents
something to do.

Tents, with all necesgary squipmoent for
sleeping and taking meals hive been sct
up. land and water are frie to those
who have their own outfit. A smal] rental
for tents is mode to those who can afford
it. No charge is made to thoge who cian-
not pay, and, wherse necessary, board Is
given them. Al expenses necd not  be
more than $2.50 to $ a week.

Work Is provided for those who are ahie
to do it, so that their care does not be-
coma a burden upon the camp.

This camp Is situated In the midst of a
sandy yvalley 100 miles long and from threa
to ten miles wide, The mountalns on each
side rise up by degrees to 4000 and 5,08
fect high., In some pleeces In the fouthills
there ire springs and vegetation,

In the valleys most of the land has been
tukten up In thae last fow vears. The crops
of melons and vegetables are very aury
and bring high prices. From §100 to 30K
an acre is an ordinary yield. Alfalfa hay
is-out ten times o year, giving from twelve
1o fifteen tons an acri,

When the campers get well enocugh to
work they buy or lease a few ncres. They
can sither buay the land on the Instull-
ment plan or lease it on shares,

SIMILAR CAMP NEEDED HBRE,

The need for a State sanitarium for the
cara of tuberculosis pationts, anlong some-
what similar lnes to that established by
Mr. Nelson In Indlo, Cal., Is apparent 10
all St. Louls medical men.

In a lecture delivered before the School
of Philanthropy of the Bt, Louls Confoer-
ence of Charities Friday, Doctor William
Porter, superintendent of the Mount Rose
Hoapltal, pointed out that thers had been
no material decreass in the denth rate of
the city becauss nothing had been done to
check the ravages of consumption, Last
winter a committee of physicians went to
Jefferson City and asked the Lemisintive
Committes for o bill to provide for o State
sunitarium for the consumptive poor. The
committes was favorable, but the bill was
eldetracked. .

No steps have been taken by the State
of Missouri to provide for s citlzens who
are unable to seek for themszclves the con-
ditions under which & return to health
and usefulness ars possible. Private en-
terprise and ghllunlhrupy have done much
to allevinte the sufferings of the affileted,
but there are many who cannot be
reached by private charity or forethought,

The cure or alleviation of the diseaso s
not, It Is atated by physicinne, a diffie 't
matter. Climate, they say, counts for ot
tle, but fresh alr Is everything. The
Osark Mountains of Missourt are, accord-
ing to them, as health-giving a resort as
the Adirondacks of New York or the high

nds of Colorado or Arizona, If a proper
mode of liv be followed.

Doctor Bouchard of Parls says that con-
sumption is a curablay disea=s, and this
opinion i shared by Wi~ leading phyrl-
clana of the United Stiteés. OFf coorse,'it
is not curable In all stages nor in every
case, but enough has been demonstrated
