"The first thing which I wish to sug-
gest Is that there Is more iolatIon of law
In a city than elsewhere. This is not a
matter of mere mathematics. It U not
simply because there are more laws to
be oboyed, tho ordinances of tho city in
addition to the laws of the Statu and
nation. Thero Is. more crime in a citj
than In tho country.

HABITAT OF CRIMINALS.
"There are many reasons for this. Ono

Declares That Attorney General
Knox Has IJcen Apologizing to

J. R Williams of the Twenty-fourt- h Illi-
nois District, mentioned for the Democrat-
ic nomination for Presidv-t-, and who prob-
ably will have tho indorsement of tho Illi-
nois delegation In the National Conven-
tion, dealt with national Issues and de-

fined Democratic policy to-d- In the
Hoii3e. The "Bob" Williams of Southern
Illinois Is known to his friends of his
Stato as an eloquent speaker, but hitherto
has allowed others to do most of tho talk-
ing In Congress.

By a n Republican Judge of
oratory. William Alden Smith, his effort
of y was declared to have been the
best Democratic speech made during this
session in tho House. John Sharp Wil
liams of Mississippi. Democratic legisla-
tive leader, speaks, of it as an tffcctlvo
and thorough summary of Democratic ar-
gument

PARTY SUCCESS.
Parly success, declared tho Ullnolsan,

dependo upon union, and he.asserted: "Re- -
piiMicans ore doing everj thing possible to
induco Democrats to lino up with some
radical candldato at either extreme and
disorganize themselves into hopeless di-

vision before the National Convention
meets."

"We have certainty lived long enough

under trade restrictions tor iiepuuucans us
well as Democrats to learn that protec-
tion high enough to keep out Imports will
keep in esportJ that no country is going
to continue 10 ouy wnere it nvver eaii sen.
For vcars I listened to Republicans upon
this 'floor contending that. If we would
shut out a certain class nC foreign goods
and manufacture them irr this country,
we would give that much more to Amer-
ican l?bor nnd keep our money at homo.
Just as though we wero paying cash for
ail our Imports.. But even these zealous
advocates of protection havo nt lost recoc-ni?e- d

the fact that wo buy foreign prod-
ucts with American productp. and when
jou shut out the foreign products, jou
rhut in the American products, and if you
permit the exchange It will never take
place except when profitable to both par-ti- e.

MUST SEEK FOREIGN MARKETS.
"American manufacturers can ship their

goods to foreign markets and after paying
freight and other charges, sell them in
competition with foreien manufactured
goods without protection, then why should
he not bo able to sell the same articles in
our home markets, with less protection
than 40, CO. 9) and 100 jer cent' I believe
wo have reached a stage In our national
development where our manufacturers and
firmers must depend verv largely upon
foreign markets for tho growth and suc-
cess of their business In tho future, and if
they are forced to sell such a large per
cent of their products In competition with
the rest of the world, why should wo not
adopt a national policy that will enable
them to place their products in foreign
markets ot as little cost as possible?"

As to tho re'ations between the tariff
and tho trusts, he said: "Ono or tho
most plauslblo arguments ever advanced
for protection was that it would build up
liorio Industries, which, by competing with
each oilier, would bring down prices to
the consumer Now. v hen our people,
who have been taxed so long to protect
these home industries, seo them combin-
ing with each ott-e- r to destroy home com-
petition, they think they aro no longer en-
titled to motcction against foreiini com
petition. And this Is why so many be-
lieve that the duty should be reduced on
all those articles controlled bv the trustr.
not as a complete rcmodv, but as a sound
one so far as it extends. '

In speaking of the merger decision. Mr.
Williams said: "I see tin- - President anil
Attorney General are congratulating each
other upon the decision of the Supreme
Court in. the leccnt merger case, and yet
the country knows that they wero forrod
Into tint prosecution by Influences outside
of the administration, and the decision
had scurcelv been announced until the At-
torney General rushed into print to assure
all the other trusts not to - alarmed;
that the.-- weie In no serious danger so
long as they stood pat on the Republican
party."
