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WORLD'S—1904—FAIMR
THE VOTING MACHINE.
The vaote-registering machine hax not achieved
the immediate and general popularity that was ex-
pected. Three and four yeurs ago it was more dis-

In most tests the michine has given satisfaction.
The intricate instrument, with which the voting is
done by making an sctual record. and the more
simple instrument, with which the halloting is done
with balls, are known to possess werlt when prop-
erly operated. Howerver, the experiments have not
been upniversally favorable, for in several cities mu-
chines were the cause either of contests or con-
troversies. DPossibly 1he failure to give entire satis-
faction has had the result of lessening the popular
interest.

The voting machine has been tested with sue-
cess in several Northern and Eastern cities. Ar-
rangements have been made for trying them in a
few citles in the Middle and Western Staies. A
ball machine was installed in a precinet in Spring-
fleld. 11L. for use in the municipal election. An ex-
periment so near to 8t. Louls will exeite attention.

Muoch may be said for a serriceable vole-regis-
tering machine. When its mechanism is perfect,
when its construction conforms to the law govern-
ing elections and when the voters understand how
to operate it. a good machine offers, in some ways.
an improvement over the present method. It per

counts the voter cast. If it is kept under surveil-
lance, without interfering with the voter as he ex-
ercises his privilege. there ix probability that the
tampering with ballots would he wholly prevented.

There never was Invented a system which would
prevént criminal and foollsh deeds. The modern
burglar It a gening and a mechanic: he opens the
modérn safe with comparative eame. The ward-
henchman ir experlenced in al! of the tricks of his
business, and he is 8o clever that he probably would,
in time. be sble “to beat the voting machine.”

But, taking into account the cleverness of the
evil-doer and the disadvantages and defects of the
ioctrument. the vote-registering machine is worth
testing everswhere. It ghonld not be rejected until
it is zenerally tried; and the experiments should not
be limited to a certain type of machine. Perhaps
one or more of 1he machines will guarantee reliahle
election returus in the large cities.

Says former Judge Rombawer, inoa commnuaici:

vity, after all, is but & public business corporation,
and should be managed Ly those who are wost com-
petent to do so, and thar hence its execntive of-
flcers should be selected with thal sole view.”

The wmicipal eorporation is a huosiness Institn-
tion, and wherever and whenever it s managed by
the conservative methods of business there & prae-
tieal sovernment. Any deviation from this
view is detrimenial to all interesis, as many 4 coin
munity has asceriained throngh experience.

Investigating 1he organization of the municipal
corporation. it Is impossible to reach any other con-
clusion. There is the Mayor, who is in cffect the
prasldent sind gemeral manager of the company.
There is the Vice Mayor, his assistant, who officiates
as presiding offiver of the Clity Council, There are
the two branclies of the legislature, which, a= the
Municipal Asserbly, is the Board of Directors of
the company.

The varions divigions or departmenis are
parallel with the sysiems of large private enter-
prises.  We have the Hewlth Departmenr, the As-
sessment and Collection departments, the Fire Da-
partiment, ibe License Departioent; the Law Depnrt-
ment, the Treasurer, the Comptroller, the Register,
ilie Deparument of Buildings and the Department of
Public ILighting. The Board of Public lmprove-
ments ncludes those departments which attend 10
public work, such as, hesides the President's De-
partment. the Park, Harbor and Wharf, Sewer, Wa-
tor and Street depariments.

A zeal-
ous attorney Is the only sort worth having, but we
save the right 1o ohserve that zealols are not al-
ways good judges. It would seem to be the better
part of wisdom not to count decisions until the testi-
mouy has been read, at lenst.

1In fact. all the important bacteriological
events that las ever happened is thrown completely
inty the shade, and as for grammar. it are just nat-

On the other hand, if Attorney Todd is simply the
vietim of a telegraphic or typographic mistake, we
still have something rather astounding in the way of
a gelentific discovery,

It appears to be a new variation of the “similia
simillbus curninr” prionciple.  Chieago's  typhoid
germa and other germs equally deadly come sailing
down the river and Kkill onr germs of corresponding
Einds. Attorney Todd and his confreres and ex-
pert professors argue that. therefore, the canal is
beuneficial o us, This woulld be an excellent argu-
nuint save for ome thing: it doesn’t dispose of the
vicious and malignaot and fratricidal germs which
descend upon our poor, weak. local contingent.
