NEELY JURY IS DISMISSED.

Unable to Agree on Amonnt of
Alleged Peculations.

New York. April 12. The Jury to-d-

disagreed la the action brought by the
United States against Charles F. W.

eely, former Director of Finance of the
Tost Offices of Cuba, in which an attempt
was made to officially fix tho amount of
Keely's alleged peculations between Jan-
uary and May. 1BTO.

Judge Lacombe, sitting in the United
Biatea Circuit Court, where the suit was
tried, made several efforts to get the Jury
to agree, but failed and discharged them
after being assured by the foreman and
several of the Jurymen that an agreement
was impossible. -

The attorneys for the Government con-
tended that by documentary evidence they
had shown that Xeelej's peculations dur-
ing the three month mentioned amounted
to about J15,0. The attorney for Neely

.argued that the Cuban act of amnesty
freed his client from all criminal and civil
liability. Special Attorney General Jones
Bald tho Government would rotry tho case
at once.

Half an hour later, as Bolte was acting

as a delegate In the Republican Congres-
sional Convention, he was knocked down
by Lyman Merrills, editor Mcrrills's son.
Byrtanders saved Bolte from a beating It'Is sild.

The trouble was over an article whichappeared In Merrills' paper during therecent city .campaign.
Bolto met Merrills as he was going totho convention, and celling him by thecoat collar, struck him.
Bolte is many years Merrills's Junior and

much larger. Bolte succeeded in landing
on Merrills several times, although Mer-
rills struck back.

Merrills left the building and met his
son. whom he told of the assault. Bolte
went upstairs, where he was fololwed by
Lyman Merrills and the tatter's father.

Bolte was told to stand up. Lyman
Merrills struck him on the Jaw and felled
him. Several other blows were struck,
when delegates and Deputy United States
Marshal Walter Ward of Belleville in-
terfered.

Several policemen hurried to the scene,
but none of the belligerents desired to
prosecute and no arrests were made. The
flerht caused a big sensation In the con-
vention.

Hotel Safe.

CONFRONTED BY ONE VICTIM.

Prisoner Says He and Accom-

plices Assaulted Victor Daus-son- ,

Who Died, and In-

jured Cua.s. Harding.

Willis C Hall, a cab driver. 27 years
old, confessed at the Central Polios Sta-
tion yesterday that he and two occom-p'lc-

stole $300 from the safe of tho Eric
House at Fourth rtrcet and Clark avcT
nuc on the nlaltt of December 25 last.

H9 also admitted that he rtinl liU com-
panions annulled Victor Daus.son. who
d!id later of his Injuries, ani she Charles
Harding, the former clerk of the hotel.

Hall said that his confederates

For hours after he was taken to the
station and charged with the crime by
Chief Desmond, and in turn by Assistant
Chief Keely, Hall declared he was. Inno
cent.

He finally weakered. it is said, and told
all, when Charles Harding was brought
before, him. and the men faced each other.

When Hordlrg, who in almost a physi-
cal wreck since he was shot, was called
Into the room to confront Hall, he took
or.e look at the accuse-- 3 hack driver, de-

nounced him as oue of the assailants,
then staggered, and would have fallen
had cot an officer assisted him to a. chair.

TELLS OF CONSPIRACY.
Hall said that the scheme to rob tho

Erie Hotel, was concocted by himself,
Duffy and Stevens in a saloon at Eighth
and Walnut streets, on the afternoon be-

fore the crime.
In bit confession he told In detail how

he and his companions, armed with re-

volvers and bludgeons, went to the hotel
between 2 and 3 o'clock in the morning
and found Harding alone in the office.

Hall said that he entered first, pointed
his revolver at Harding, and commanded
lilm to throw up his hands. Harding
obeyed. Duffy and Stevens were rifling
the safe when Duusron, who was a cook
In the house, was heard coming down the
stairs.

Hall told how Duffy, hearing Dausron
approaching, waited In the angle of the
door. When Dausson stepped into the of-
fice Duffy struck him several blows with
a light-weig- sledge-hamm- er which he
had been using in opening the afr.

After the robbery and escape from the
hotel. Hall said, they went to a sa-
loon at Fourteenth and Biddle nreels
where the money was divided. He said
that his share was $75.

Stevens was convicted several monthsago of robbery and Is now serving a term
at Jefferson City. Duffy Is at large.

Oter a I.nrjte Part of the State Three- -
Fourth of the Planting llns Been

Done Boll Weevils Appear.

Galveston, Tex.. April 32. To-da- y the

Texas of the United States
Weather Bureau Issued its weekly crop
bulletin for the week ending April IL

The cool weather at the opening of the
week was followed by seasonable temper-
ature until April S, when cool weather
again set In imd continued through the
8th and 10th. On tho gth nnd 9th the
temperature was down to frezlng over
tho Panhandle, nnd llsht frosts occurred
as far south as Caldwell County. On the
morning of April 10 light showers oc-

curred over the northwestern portion on
tho Stn ami good, heavy rains over the
eastern half r;f the State from the 5th to
Jth. West of the Trinity River the rain-
fall was general and favorable, but east
of the river it was tco heavy, and was ac-
companied by hall In tho more northerly
counties.

Tho planting of cotton progressed fa-
vorably In the western, estern and
central and In the lust two sec-
tions aboin three-fourt- of the crop Is
planted. Planting was delayed In the east-
ern nnd northeastern portion? on account
of the heavy rainfall and wet condition
of xround. Some replanting h!? been
found r.ecesmrv from various cnupes. but
on th whoI the stand Is good. The cool
weather was unfavorable to the growth of
the nlant, causing It to take on an un-
healthy o!or. Waira weather ! much
needed by tho crops. Holl weevil are re-
ported on volunteer cotton in several
Southwestern eouiitle?.

The coo! wenthcr retarded the growth of
rorn. but til" crop is In ruj.1 condition and
will mnkc ratild advancement with warm-
er weather. The fields have generally

the!"- - st ciil'lvsl-n- .

"Wheat, barley, rje and oats have made
splendid growth in all sections, and are
In very trood condition In the eastern half
of the State. East of the ninety-eight- h

meridian the grain crop will be short on
account of long drought, which preceded
the recent rainfall. Fall wheat nnd oats
arc beginning to head In the southern por-
tion of the State.

"Rice sowInK continues. The weather hst
been too cool for the early sown, and its
color Is not tho best.

"Stock is generally in good condition as
a result of the improvement in pastures
and ranges.

"The fruit crop generally continues In
good condition."

Cold Damp Weather In Mlasoorl Un-

Columbia. Mo.. April 12. The United
States Department of Agriculture climate
and crop bulletin of the Weather Bureau,
Missouri section. Issued is as fol-
lows:

The put week avrrased decIdeUV colder than
Ueusl throughout the State, freezing tempera-
tures occurring In nearly nil sections, and
there has been more than the normal amount
of precipitation, except It the rcuulhrm coun-
ties. Snow fell over much the greater portion
ot the tate on the sth and la portlor. of the
northern sections ti ground was covered toramrtng from 2 to 9 inches.

T!' storm was accompanied hv high westerly
nlnds. nukinr It severe fn stock. The total
precipitation for the irek generally rantedrrcm 1 to 2 inches. vcep: in portions of the
eoutheaat section, where th6rn war. hi than 1
Inch.

In portions cf tho northern aectlona and :Uo
In soma of the extreme .southeastern counties
the condition were favorable for farm work
during the fere part of the week, but oer
much the greater pemon of tne Slate theground has been too wet and UUle or no prog-
ress has been made.

Oau are nbout all mwn In the southwestern
counties and are coming up to good stands, andseeding is well advanced In some localities In
the central and eastern sectlona. In the

of the northern, central and eastern
counties, however, only a few OeMs have beensown, and In moat sections it will be severaldays before needing can be resumed.

In some of the aouthtveatern counties consid-
erable ground has been prepared tor com. aad
some rom has been planUd. but It Is feared
the seed will rot. aa the soil Is now cold endwet.

A little rctton has been planted in New Ma-
drid County. Some evrljr ixtatoe have been
planted In most recUons. and a few gardens
mu.de. but the eoil is generally too cold and wet
lor IU19 WUlk.
