MAY BE REMOVED.

United Sintes Cabinet Conalders Ne-
gotiation of n New Chinese Im-
migration Treaty.

Washington, April 12.—Chinese exclusion
and the probable necessity for legislative
or executive actlon In visw of the denun-
clatlon by China for the exitsting treaty
was the principal topic of discussion at
the meetine of the Cabinel to-day.

The Preslient and his advisers wera In
esesslon for more than two hours They
consldared the subject in all (ts phases.
but reached no decislon, chiefly, perhaps,
becauss Attorney General Knox has not
been able vet to prepare lis opinion as to
the legal status of the matter.

As soon a3 the Attorney General shall
have declded whether in his aplalon exist-
ing legi=lation relative to the exclusion of
Chinese will i valid or not on the expira-
tion of the treaty with Chipa, some decl-
slve steps will be taken. If it should be
determined that the legisiation will lapse
with the treaty, then the Congress will
provide agalnst genernl Chinese immligra-
tlon by the Insertlon in a pending appro-
prtujtlhn bill of ar amendment covering the
subject.

It seems llkely from the tone of the dls-
cussion nt the Cahinet meeting that an-
other treaty wlll be nesotlated between
the United States and China Indesd
=ome moves In that direction already have
been made.

While the present treaty will be taken as
a basis of negotiations, it lsa now probable
thnt =ome of the restrictions placed upon
the immigration of Chinese may be modi-
fied ax to merchants and higher-class of
Chine=e. Coolle laborers and other classes
of Chinese labor will be excluded as rigor-
ously as they are by the existing laws.
