George N. Kiflgsbury of Rhodo Island,
who was elected treasurer of the State
Commissioners' Association when they
met in the Hall of Congresses, last Tues-
day,, announced yesterday that he would
teslgru " '".
'.Mr. Kingsbury st3 affiliated with the Ex-
ecutive Commissioners' Association. He
says ho did not seek offlco with the other
crowd- - and- - did not know that he was
to be elected.

Mr. Kingsbury attended tho meeting of
the Stato Commissioners' Association, but
when some of the members Insisted upon
an association to rromote "social Inter-
course and other things" Mr. Kingsbury
made his exit. He did not like the "other
things." in the absence of Mr. Kings-
bury, the State Commissioners' Associa-
tion elected officers. Someone suggested
Mr. Kingsbury for treasurer and he was
elected by a large majority.

Now he sajs that ho didn't seek tho
office, necr wanted it and won't have it,

Mr. Kingsbury will probably send In his
resignation Saturday. He is Executive
Commissioner of Rhodo Island and is one
of tho active promoters of the Executivo
Commissioners' Association, which is to
bo placed on a permanent batls at a
meeting in tho Hall of Congresses next
Saturday.

Tho Stato Commissioners' Association U
to meet Saturday also, and the rivalry,
according to members of the opposing fac-t'on-s,

is assuming a serious aspect.
Tho ExccutlTo Commissioners, it Is said,

are determined to hue an organization
for themselves and tho foreign executives.

The rank and file, which is the term
applied to the rest of the Stato Commis-s.'onor- s,

is determined that it shall not bo
left out, and if the Executive Commis-
sioners refuse to admit them, then there
probably will ba two organizations.

It Is Claimed that tho Executive Com-

missioners from the various States and
foreign countries have always had an ex-

clusive organization at other International
expositions and that tho St. Louis Exposi-
tion should be no exception to' tho well- -
established rule.

The object of the Executive Commis-
sioners Is to promote an association for
social intercourse only. The other organ-
ization seems to favor an organization
'that shall act In a'Tnore extended ca-

pacity. Ono of tho propositions Is that
tho association shall decide disputes
arising between tho World's Fair man-
agement and the State Commissions.

Tho World's Fair management has al-
ready frowned upon this suggestion.

PRESIDENT SEES SENATORS.

Roosevelt Maintains That Fur-
ther Investigation by Congress

or Committee Would Be
Fruitless.

Washington. April 13. A proposition to
pass a resolution for a post-offi- Investi-
gation has been discussed by some of the
Republican members of the Senate Com-
mittee- on Post Offices and Post Roads,
though a determination for such an in-
quiry has not been fully decided upon by
tho Republican leaders.

Tho resolution which has been suggested
will provide that a subcommittee of the
Committee on Post Offices and Post Roads
may receive, during the recess of Congress,
any hpeclflc charges mado against any of-
ficial or person, and determine whether
sueh charges should bo investigated.

Members of tho committee say that the
resolution will provide for a condition
during the recess which has existed during
tho scssslon, which Is that specific charges
will bo taken up when presented, but that
no general Inquiry will bo instituted.

President Roosevelt had a conference to-

Roads, and subsequently one with Senator
Aldrich. the Republican floor leaders ofthe Senate. Both Interviews related tothe proposition thnt the Senate provide fdran Investigation of the affairs of the Post-Offl-

Department
The president maintains the same posi-

tion now that he has held from the In-
ception of tho troubles In the Post-Offl-

Department that the department must bepurged from all suspicion. He believesthat tho Investigation conducted by thedepartment officials themselves was thor-ough and searching, and that any furtherinvestigation by a committee of Congress
or by a commission from the outside cov-
ering thesame ground would bo practi-
cally fruitless, but he Is not inclined to
stand in the way of further inquiry.

conditions.

Roumanla The n crops are said to be
doing well, but more rain is desirable for the
spring-sow- n cereals.

Turkey Fall-sow- n crops are reported general-
ly good, although the cereals In part of Eu-
ropean Turkey and In Anatolia have suffered
considerably from a lark of sufflclent now
covering. The area under cereals, especially
oata and barley. Is said to be Increased. The
crops in Asia Minor are in fine condition.

France Sprlasa sowings .were proceeding act-
ively and undJB favorable conditions. In the
North sprlnrPenls will occupy part of the
area heretotora devoted to beets. Winter
cereals. Including wheat, rya and barley, are
described as looking remsrkably well.

ter crops and the progress of spring sowings-Grea- t
Britain The past winter was charac-

terized by a great excess, of moibture and the
work connected with, th spring sowings was
delayed to an extraordinary degree.
