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PERSONAL INTEREST.

Discussing the subject of superintending large
establishmentg, Mr, George Predock said to the
members of the 8t. Louis Furniture Board of Trade
that a person holding such an important position
should possess pirticular qualifications. In his opin-
fon the mest desirable qualification is that of lm-

feele & personal lnterest in the employe.

In vlew of the bad effect of business centraliza-
tion In the suppression of individuality, it s re-
freshing to hear advice in the other direction from
the owners and managers of large concerns., If It
is to the interest of a large concern to foster friend-
15 relations between its officers and employes, it Is
evidently advantageous to the concern to encourage
& certain independence in the performance of the
regular work, ami conseéquently to recognize indi-
viduality.

Mr, Predock’s statement, though wmade solely to
interest and Inform other employes, inspires the
hope that there is to be a definite cuitivafion of
individuality. It would seem from his assertion that
the big mercantile concern has much to gain from
making employes take a personal interest in their
work. Instead of suppressing Individuality and re-
tarding ability, the concern should be vigilant in
developing the man’s own interest.

The modern system need not be wholly unjust to
the individnal. Admitting that the growth of large
establishments has necessarily effected a standard
of general service, thus bringing larger numbers
of vorkmen Into all fields, there Is no permanem
necessity that the limits of ambition should be re-
stricted or that Individuality =hould have lpes scope,
or that abllity should bave less ¢hance of discov-
ery and reward.

Leaving out combinations which are monopolics
and unavoidable evil, it may be found in large busi-
ness houses that talent has a wider sphere and more
frequent and “better opportunities. Individuality
may in a new way be encouraged more than ever.

The competition of larger population makes ¥
more difficult for a person to rise, bhut it also puts
ability to the test and evolves a higher quality of
cultivaied falent. Those who now tscend must be
well equipped for their work. Buf, once they have
risen, their position is determined permanently.

The demonstration of lHberal recognition of em-
ployes has an effect of bringing out the best that Is
in a workman, There is much to be achieved from
inducing an employe to feel a personel interest in
his work, as It will beget a sense of independence.
without which individuality is held in restraint. The
employer who takes a personnl interest in his em-
ploye will recelve the personal intervst of that en-
ploye, with & resdlt of more and bhetter work.

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TMMIGRATION PROBLEM.

The immigration problem appearz from tlme to
time in Congress and in socinl discussion and the
question most frequemly agsked Is whether the ele-
ment is undesirable. The census of 1900 and a
recent article by Mr. Austin, chief of the Burean
of Statisties in Washington, afford some interest-
ing facts bearing on- this problem.

The cansus disclosed that there was In the Tnit-
ed States a total of 20,000,000 children of foreign-
born parents, or born in foreign Innds. More than
ope-third of the population is of foreign parentage.
Between the ages of 5 and 14, the census shows that
G5 per cent of children of native-born parenis are
attending =chool, and that 71 per cent of children
of forelgn parentage are in the schools. Of the 30.-
404,762 white persons of native parentage 10 years
ar over, 5.7 per cent are classed as llliterates, while
of the 10,858,803 white persons of 10 years or over
born of foreign parentage only 1.6 per cent are
clnered ar illiterntes.

There Is food for thought and study in these
sintistics, The figurés show that children of forelgn
pareninge are mote anxious for education than those
born of pative “parents; in other words, that the
chifldren of the:immigrants are sent to school In

«reater mumbers  thap ‘are those of smative-born

= N et e Gy T I ‘4

parents. Perhaps an explanation of this Is that
most of the children of forevign-born parents live in
citics where public schools are abundant apd con:
venient. Then forelgners are anxious that their
children should prove honorable citizens of the coun-
try. whereas the native-born parents, from the very
fact that they are native born, do not have the smne
incentives to educate their children.

These stutistics wonld seem 1o disprove sensa-
tiomal statelients that  fmmigration threatens the
1ife of this Republie. In fact it would seemn that in
I igration Hes the life of the Republie—always
provided that the standard of vitlzenship is retained

[ by watehful pegulation of fmmigrants,

But their effrontery wag pot proof against
the wanifested temper of the people. The atmos-
phere is full of the declarations of regular Repub-
Heans that they will lay aside were partisan eop-
slderations this year aund regard only the welfare
of Missourl, The moral issue in Missouri presenis
itself to many intelligent Republicans a8 a matter
of more Importsnce than the size of their party
mivority., Helping out the minority at best is an
empty satisfaction. The minority may take care of
itself—the dead may bury the dead—when a vital is-
sue lnvolving the people's eivie well-being is at
stuke. ’

The truth of the matier is that there can he
but one side to the mornl Issue in Missourl. The
Republican press and politicians, seeking to draw
attention away from the sins of their party repre-
seutatives, recklessly wrged the boodle fssue wpon
Democracy. Democracy proposes to meet the issne,
not only as between party and party, but within
it own ranks in every necessary instapee,

The only relief which can come to Missonri must
come through Demoerncy and the voters know it
The relief which will vome will e full reller, and
the voters kEnow that.

Missouri, in the aggregate, Republican and Demo-
crat, Insists upon the Missouri Idea—which is ¢lean
publie serviee throughout: beside which iden party
considerations are secondary. Under these condi-
tions the Républican pie organization, to which ue-
complishment I8 normally and at all flmns lmpos-
sible In this State. becomes lopsignificant: and
reaiization of this fact is responsgible for fts present
demoralization and melancholy.

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LEGISLATIVE FORCES,

The attainment of I[deal represcoiation, as re-
gards the personalities of public officlals, might not
produce the results which would be expected of It.
Almost cerfainly would it disappoint the majority
and probably displease the overhopeful minority.
It seems, in truth, that perfection is too exalted
and oopractical to be a worldly actuality.

The nourishing of ideals Is necessary, in order
to realize a high practical standard. But too many
of the ideals eannot be implanted. The existence of
an ideal siate of affairs causes as many Ills, though
of a different mature, ns misgovernment and cor-
ruption. If we could realize an jdeal we might fall
into stagnation. Yet we must strive after perfec-
tion In public affairs, as there is np ﬁ'nnpm that
any community will be allewed by the opposition
to get too close to It. =

The inability of attaining Ideals Is due, probably.
to the necessity for baving an equillbrium in the
management of public business. And this, by the
by, Is a philosophy that shrewd politicians use for
guidance in selecting candidates with vote-getting
capacities. They desire to please all elements of the
population, and not only concerning issues, but also
concerning personalities.

There is reason for the presence in office of di-
verse types of men. While ideallsts may regret such
a condition, it is quite true, though seemingly
paradoxical, that the deficiences and eccentricities
of some of the trpes tend to develop a better sys-
tem of miministration, from a practical standpoint.
These types of officials represent certain followings
in the popnlation, and it is through them that other
extremes are held in control and a genernl equilib-
rium s maintained.

Among reformers are found able and experlenced
men who are competent to understand matters
which affect all clnsses, But there are gome reform-
ers who take nothing into account except their
theories. When a question of Individnal importance
Is raised, they are as apt to Incline toward their
friends ax any of the doubtful type of officinls.

An official may be eccentric, from an ideal view-
point, and stiil be thoroughly honest and sincere In
opinions which are idesls to another portion of the
population. An issue brought up hy auv official of
this character might invite diefavor from the ma-
Jority, and, ultimately, the issue might be of gennine
benefit to all.

The varieties of legislative and administrative
forces are essentials of popular government. Oune
type may disllke another type, but each s necessary
for maintaining an eguillbrinum in public business.
It is the aclivity of each force that effecls results
of advaniage to the majority.

EDIFYING: EFFECTUAL.

Those citlzens who decry the usefuloess of actlve
unpartisan associations in munpicipal betterment
would do well to glance at the second annual report
of the Civie Improvement League, which j& now ob-
tainable in pamphlet form. The statements of the
Prealdent, other officers and committes chairmen in-
dirate conclusively that the league has succeeded in
producing many benefits for all classes,

And not only that. The statements indicate, he-
gldes, that the officers and members understand
their duties better amd have taken a larger and
clearer view of public affuirs. The work may now
be said to be properly organized. And the report
Indicatea that the Leaguoe is destined to be g wore
potent factor In the city’s development from this
time forward, _ i

Reading of the results achieved In two years nud
of the valunble ald given to varlous projects of a
public character, It i8 indeed surprising that the
League has doue so well with comparatiyely small
financial resources. In order to promote plans avd
ideas for material advancement and for the better:
ment of certain conditions In certain districts; it is
neces=ary that adequate funds be at command. The
League bas derived funds from public-spirited citi-
zens, a larger amount than might be looked for at
the start; but the revenue should be much larger.

~ That the association deserves generous financlal
ald and strong moral support from the public can-
not be disputed. It has, In two years, served an
honorable novitiste, and it is now warranted in ex-
pecting greater epconragement. It shonld be en-
courhged, if for no other reason than that it has ar-

posed of rellable cltizens, to keep wateh on all pub-

lic questions at the City Hall fromn year to year.
The desirability, even the need, of such a commis-
sion was felt geveral years ago, when public husi-
Hess was mismausged.

RECENT COMMENT.

The story of the AMinneapolis Convention of 1882 can
best be understood by narrating an Incident, as it fell
from the mouth of General Benjamin Harrison soon
after he left the Presidency. It has an Important bear-
ing on the course of the conventlon itseif, and is as fol-
lows:

Enarly in 1882 Mrs. Blaine was anxions that her son-in-
law, Colonel Coppinger, should be made n Brigadler
General. He had been a Colonel only a year, and there
was a long list of eligibles ahead of him. Mr. Blaine
tulked over the matter with the President, and the
latter clearly showed not only that it would be a
wrong to the men ahead of him, but that practically it
would be objectlonnble. To this Mr. Blalne agreed.
Some days later, while busily engaged, the President
wus asked to receive Mra, Biaine, which he did, to the
exclusion of other visitors. The moment ghe entered
the storm-cloud appeared. In terms not 1o be mis-
understood, she demanded Colonel Coppinger’s unmer-
ited promotlon. The Pﬂ'!'}]!‘l‘ll explained the situation.
In vain, Neither questions of principle or policy af-
tected Mrs. Blaine's position In thi= matter,

“When she swept out of the room. with an ominous
swizhi of her =kirtz'' =all General Harrizon, "I knew
thera was to ba trouble”

It eame soon enough. Mr., Blaine resigned from the
Cnbinet on the eve of the convention, but did not get
the nominatlon, XNelther was General Harrison re-
elected.

How Odors Move From Place to Place,
Bucress,

Thuat odors move with the alr, or diffuse through It
like gases and do not pass through it In waves, as
sounds do, or In swiftly moving particles, like the ra-
dium emuanations, seems to be conclusively shown by
recent experiments on the propagation of smcents through
smell tubes  In such tubex there ecan be no general
motion of the alr, and the rate of travel of an odor Is
extremely slow. That of ammoniia took over two hours
to get through a tube a yard and a half long. The pres-
ence of the ammonia could bhe detsctad chemically at
about the same time that its smell was noticed. It
seamed to make little dif¥ervnce In the speed whether
the tube was held horizontally or vertieally, or whother
the odlor moved up or down,
