Harry Ifawes. and'Jcnkins hit him twice,
once on 'the jaw and once on the mouth.

John L. Cooper said that O'Brien de-
clared at the Folic headquarters Friday
that Tom Jenkins struck him. Ho nl;
said that he would have been killed it it
hnd not been for Kinney, who stopped
Jenkins.

Detective John W. Cordell said that he
saw O'Brien at the Ltithtraji Hospital
Tuesday morning and that O'Brien told
him he had been struck by either Jenkins
or Kinney.
