"PARKER NOT "AVAILABLE."

Says Democrats Would He Dis-

graced Should They Indorse
.Views of Empire State

Convention.

Chicago, April 23. William J. Bryan ad-

dressed a large auulence ht In the
Armory of the Second Infantry at Curtis
street and Washington boulevard. The
olace was packed to Its utmost capacity,
and many persons were unable to get
through the doors.

The meeting was entirely an affair of
Mr. Bryan's, he having rented the armory
and paid all of the expenses of the meet-
ing. He was particular to have It under-
stood that his address was not in favor of
or against any particular aspirant for the
Democratic nomination for the presidency.

His address was chiefly as follows:
"As It li somewhat unusual for a polit-

ical speo to be made as this one Is to-

night, me preface my remarks with
an explanation. I have hired this hall
and I Introduce myself because I do not
caro to speak under tho auspices of any
club or organization which is committed
to any particular aspirant for office. My
concern Is not about the name or the per-
sonality of the nominee, but about tho
principles for which the Democratic party
is to stand. While many of the papers
seem to assume that the contest for the
Democratic nomination Is necessarily be-

tween Judge Parker and Mr. Hearst, and
that every Democrat must either be for
one or the other, such a position Is Illogi-
cal and without foundation. '

"My own position Is one of neutrality.
regard as available all candidates who

are In favor of making the Democratic
party an honest, earnest and courageous
exponent of tho rights and Interests of
the masaes. and I regard as unavailable
all who are In sympathy with, or obli
gated to, the great corporations that to-

day dominate the policy of the Republic
an' party and seek, through the reorgani-lzer- s,

to dominate the policy of the
Democratic party.

OBJECTIONS TO PARKER.
"When some two years ago I became

satisfied that David B. Hill
was planning to be a candidate I pointed
out the objections to his candidacy. When
the Cleveland boom was launched I point-
ed out the objections to his candidacy,
and now that Mr. Parker seems to be the
leading candidate (though not 'the only
