TWO INDIAN WARRIORS
FORM SYMBOLICAL PICTURE.

Painted Braves Gazing Upon
cade Attract Attention and Sag'

Best a Lesson at the Fair.

nucdreds of persons passing through ths
Plaza of St. Louis yesterday afternoon
paused to look upon a picture symbolizing
the progress ot civilization wast of the
Mississippi River since the purchase of the
Louisiana. Territory from France.

Two Indian braves arrayed in brightly
colored blankets, fringed buckskin leg-
gings and moccasins and wearing eagle
feathers in their hair, stood at tho end
of one of the bridges over the lagoon
gazing intently toward the Cascades, over
which thn water was flowing.

The Indians seemed utterly oblivious to
the attention they were attracting and
seemed much Impressed by the grandeur
of the "main picture" of the Exposition.
Now and then the elder wail lor. by some
slight gesture, attracted the attention of
the younger one to a building or fountain
at the other end of the lagoon, and oc-

casionally they spoke to on another In
low tones and In their own language.

By the tlmo the two representatives ot
the savage era in the history of the
Louisiana Territory has finished their In-
spection of the Cascades several hundred
persons had collected to study the Indians
as Intently as the Indians studied the
architectural triumphs of the race that
had driven their ancestors from the
ground ucon which St. Louis stands.

When the Indians turned and faced the
army of sightseers which had formed be-

hind them and to the right and left of
them they looked somewhat surprised
and by no means pleased at the atten-
tion shown them. and. drawing their bril-
liantly rtripe-- I blanKets closely about
them, they stalked silently through the
crowd an) departed in the direction ot
their reservation.

The eye of the unabashed multitude of
persons who had come to the Louisiana
Purchase Exposition to see things and
who w'ere not respecters of the persons of
painted warriors from th plains or of
Princes of the blcod of Euroocan or
Aslatls countries followed the bright point
Of color made by tha barbaric costumes
6f the Indians against the spotless white
of the Palace of Varied Industries as they
walked toward their village.
