NEW ROUTES PRESCRIBED.

Neither Concession Automobiles
and Carriages, Nor Those of
'rivate Owners May Cross

the PMlaza of 8t, Louis.

Undgr the decision of the Executive
Eoard of the World's Fair Directors yes-
tenday ufternoon, all vehicles are prohib-
fim] from entering the Plaza of St. Louls

or the spuces hetwaen the exhibit palaces,
which form the “maln plciure™ of the
BExposition.

This action was taken to prevent ve-
hicles from Interfering with pedestrians
between the palncea and to prevent the
teauty of the “main plcture™ from being
masred by having the plazas filled with
carrlages, wagons and automohiles,

New provisions as to the route over
which private carriages and automoblles
will be allowed to run were also made at
tha meoting yesterday aftermoon.

Tha only change In the private carriage
rrule s that these vehicles will be al-
lowed to u=se the roadway from the west
wide of the Palace of Fine Arts to the
West Pavillon, where many afalrs will
take place during the Exposition,

ROUTE PRESCRMED.

The route presoribed for private car-
ringes and automoblles Is as follows:

CONCESSION VHAHICLE ROUTE

The concession carriages and automo-
biles may use the msame routs, except the
spur between the Palace of Fine Arts and
the West Pavillon. The concession ve-
hicles are, however, granted & new spur
from Co wealth to Govern-
ment Hill. Here the route branches off
of the private carringe rovte near Sia-
tion 12 of the Intramural Raflway, and
extohds nlong Government Terrace to the
Palnce of Libarnl Arts.

At this point the route tums north be-
tween the Palsce of Lideral Arts and
the space occupled by the Marine Curps
to Plaza 8t Iouls, where it stops, as
vehicles gre oot allowed to cross the plaza.
The concession route begins again at the
Palnos of Varied Industries and goes west
on Administration avenus to Univeralty
boalevard, and then south to the British
bullding, west to International boulsvard
and along Olymplan way to the Athlstic
fleld.

The coneession vehicles ean also branch
off Olympian Way west of the Fish, Gams
nnd Forestry bullding to the Philippine
reservation.
