Old Apache War Chief Wanted
$100 Instead of $65 a Month,

So He Was Left at Home.

Geronlmo will not be at the World's
Fair.

The famous Apache war chief refused to
attend the Exposition unless he was guar-
anteed $100 a month and all expenses,
and the Government refused to grant him
this sum, henco he was left at his home
in Fort Sill, Ok.

John M. Rattan arrived at the Indian
reservation yesterday with Edwin

wife and baby; Martlne and daugh-
ter, Alice Martlne and son and Carlos
Kame and mother, of Geroolmo's band of
135, which the Government holds as pris-

oners of war at Fort Sill.
Geronlmo's wife died last week, but he

isn't wearing crape for her, so her demise
did not figure in preventing him from
coming to the World's Fair. It was all
dollars with the old warrior. When he
found out that he could not get 3100 a
month, and only J53, he refused to go

Captain Sayre of the United States
Army, who is in charge of tho guards of
the Geronlmo band, could have compelled
the old chief to go, but decided that he
would not do so. If Geronlmo wants to
come, it rests with Doctor McGowan. in
charge .of the Indian exhibit, and Captain
Sayie. It is probable that they will not
permit him to come now.

Rattan is one of tho old Indian scouts,
and it was he who, in 1WG. was largely
Instrumental In getting Geronlmo to sur-
render with his bloodthirsty warriors to
General Mite. Rattan has since been the
personal guard of Geronlmo and had
charge of him at Jacksonville. Flo., and
brought him to Fort SHI.

Rattan is reticent and refuses to discuss
the stirring campaigns against the great
war chief of the Amches, but his friends
siy that he was the one that made the
old warrior give up his career of blood.

Geronlmo is "I year? old. While a prls- -'
oner of war he Is allowed considerable
freedom. The Indians at the Fair were
with him in Arizona and are also prison-
ers of war. The Apaches that are held
by the Government at Fort Sill are farm-
ers and earn their own money, the Gov-
ernment only partly supporting them.

Uoasted Alive and Eaten by

These Barbarians Defy
Civilization.

Bloodthlrs'ty cannibals who offer up hu-
man sacrificed once a jear are the Lanao
Moros. who are completing a village on
the Philippine concession. They are the
most savage of the savages, and even at
the World's Pair are carefully watched to
prevent them from murdering anybody.

The Lanao Moros are eaters of human
flesh, and after a battle they enjoy a bar-
baric feast of the human beings they have
slain or the prisoners they have captured,
in their battles rather than be captured
and roasted alive their enemies will kill
themselve-j- .

From about Octobers to 13 of every year
they have their annual human sacrifice, as
did the Aztecs of Cortez'8 day. Betweerr
these days eacli Sultan, of whom there
are thirty, sends a slave to the feast.
The Moros build a fountain-shape- d pyra-
mid of rocks, under which la a pre. "When
the rocks lire heated to a white heat the
slaves are bound and thrown upon the
burning stones, where they are roasted.

When life is extinct and it Is consideredby the Moro chef that they aro projerly
roasted, the bodies are taken out on bam-
boo sticks and then the savages thrust
into the parched bodies individual sticks of
bamboo and the feast begins.

They are tho onlv cannibals of the pres-
ent day in the Philippines, and despite
the efforts of the War DeDartment. still
offer up human sacrifices and eat of hu-
man flesh. Desperate efforts have been
made to abolish these barbaric feasts, but
io no avail, ana aireaay c 11. War. intliarge of these savages at the World'stalr. is planning what ho'll do when Oc-
tober 2 comes nround and his barbarians
demand their annual human-bloo- d meal.Of all the savages in the Philippines
these Lanao Morus aru the most vicious
and bloodthirsty. They require watch-ing every minute of tho day and greatcare is exercii-e- to see that visitors areproperly warned of their danger whenaround them.

"These fellows aro the wildest and mostsavage people on the face of the globo y.

' said Mr. Wax. who was private sec-reta- ry

to Governor Ballard, and who talkstheir language like ii native. "1 saw oneof their human sacrifices and it wns thebloodiest and most sight Iever saw, and I trust that 1 shall neverwitness another. The !aves sent in bv thebultans are fattened for the feast as we
fatten cattle in the States for slaughter In
the stock yards. This human offering hasbeen handed down since the beginning oftime, and the Spaniards made desperate
efforts to break it up, but unsuccessfully.

The Lnlted States soldiers have tried,
too, to break up the slaughter of

but to no avail, for it positively
cannot be prohibited. At these barbaric
feasts some lOO.oco Moros gather, zo you
pec tliat it Is utterly out of tho question
for the army to prohibit them.--Humnu life counts for positively noth-ing amonj these Lanao Moros. MurderIs so common as to attract no attention.Tho Sultan has the cower of life or death,
and so have tho dattos, and anybody they
want ldlled they simply order him killed.Among the natives they slaughter theirenemies. The only way to deal with them
Is by their own way tliat is. kill them.To Imprison them Is worse than useless.

"I am carefully guarding the publlo
against them, so that I don't believe there
is anv danger, but as the most savage ofthe savages of tho world, they are natu-
rally a curiosity." .

INCIDENTS REGARDING

SAVAGES AT THE FAIR.

It was generally supposed that when tlie
Igorrote man and woman had died, that
they were buried Just the Fame as any-
body else, but such is not tho case. The
bodies are being held by a St. Louis un-
dertaker until the Igorrotes return to their
islands, when the bodies will be taken
along and Interred In their native ground.
It was one of the understandincsVbetween
the Igorrotes nnd Governor Hunt thatanybody who died in America would be
buried in the Philippines and the Gov-
ernor is holding to the premise.

This Is Ascension Day and & Catholic
holiday, therefore there will bo no work
done by the Filipino constabulary and

conts who are Catholics, and scores of
other Filipinos at the Philippine conces-
sion, roost of whom were made Catholics
by the Spaniard. There will be services
held this morning in the dintng-rco- m of
the Cuartel and it will be n general holi-
day among the Filipinos. The Igorrotes,
who have no religion, and the Moros. who
are followers of Mohammed, will work, as
usual, y.

BelngMohammedans.the Moros rise with
the sun every morning and. turning their
backs to the sun eo as to have their faces
towards Mecca, ray their prayers. This Is
something that Isn't overlooked, and those
who are looking after the Moros are glad
of the religion, for they don't have to
worn about getting tho Moros up morn-
ings. There Is to be a wedding- - among the
Moroi soon, and the feasting and rejoic-
ing ha already begun. There are two
new addition to the Moro colony expect-
ed soon, but they will be so small that
thev can't be used for anything except
curios.

A young woman went up to the "Wichita
Indian grass houe yesterday nnd asked
the old Chief in charge if she could step
in and look nround. He critically Inspect-
ed her and then shook hi head:

"Squaw clothfs!" he ejaculated.
That shows that the Wlchitas don't be-

lieve In the equality of the sexes.

Eight Comatches reached the Anthro-
pological reervation yesterday from Ok-

lahoma. They are part of the old-tim- e

fighting Comanches nnd are added to
Doctor McGowan's collection of fighters
that are In retirement because of a dis-
position on the part of the Government to
end border warfare among the Indians.
In Oklahoma parlance, each of the bmves
Jias a notch or two on his gun and would
oe penecuy wining to snouiaer a gun
nnd reduce the white population of the
United States if the Government didn't
object.

Among the other curio that will be
shown In the Ethnology building of the
Philippine concession are several official
execution bolos. There blades are of steel
In on elongated S shape and are used
to cut off th: heads of the condemned
persons monr practically nil of the
tribes in the lslifed. It Is stated by Doc-
tor Jenks that each of the blades shown
has been used.

A photographer tried to get a picture of
the Lanao Moros. Monday. Luckily C H.
Wax. in charge of the Moros. was near-
by, and he rattled off a few yards of Moro
talk to the dozen who started- - for the
photographer, and thereby saved the pic-
ture man's life. The leader in the con-
templated murder of the photographer
was arrested and tied In bis bunk In the
Cuartel for two days.

The Igorrotes save one of their fierce
dances yesterday morning In their village.
There was a beating of their native drums
and chants that simply made the best bal-
let Bclasco ever Invented look like a tin
soldier parade. There was a large crowd
of visitors. They will have another dance
probably Saturday, when Governor Hunthopes to secure a sufficient number of dogs
to gtve his Igorrotes m. first-cla- ss meal.

TO Bontoc Igorrotes, IS Tlnganue, 23 Suyoo
Igorrotes and 35 Negritos.

The Negrito will soon remove to their
own village, lust outside the Igorrote
camp, when it Is finished.

In the Cuartel are 40 Samal Moros and 33
Lanao Moros from the Island of Minda-
nao. Sultan Plttaland Is the chief of tho
Lanao Moro and the Datto Fecundo Is the
head man of the Samal Moros.
