As s
rule, they are falrly proaperous, subsist-
ing by farming or basket weaving in
Southern California.

Afr. Benson.

Tha physical characteristics of the Loma
Indian, If Mr, Benson (s a good example,
nre diff¢rent from those which, for In-
stance, are the distinguishing marks of a
high-cheaked Sloux. It may be then that
the Lomas are the descendants of an-
other race, Intermixed with Indlan blood.

As to his origin, Bepson admits a com-
plete lgnorance end regards the matter
somewhat 2 8 joka Nvidently, sciantists
have been busy “locating him™ and have
come 19 no final conclusion. *“Some say
I'm Spanish” he declares. *Others In-
elst that I'm Mexican, whils still others
declura that my peopls, the Lomas, are
the lust descendants of a race which once
were the nobliity of America.

Moros, recelved word at noon that his
mother had disd In Albany, N. Y., and he
called In his Moros and tald them of his
affliction. He expialned that he must go
away. but that he wonld return soon

The Moros did notl understand it They
were Tearful that he was going to desert
them. Mr. Wax oalled In Fred Lewis, who
fa looking mfter mnother tribe of Moros,
and Mr. Lewia also spoke to the Lanno
Moros, sinting that he would be with
them.

Mr. Lewis han bhepn confined to his bed
and the suspicious Moros &t onece belleved
that his sickness wes a hoax, nnd that
be, too, would mpon disppear and that
they would be left alope. Both Mr. Wax
and Mr. Lewis finally pacified them and

mafla molemn promises that overything
would be well. However, they wore rest-
lesa,

Oommission to the World's Falr manage-
mant.

The dailnty bulldings and the exquisitely
ploturesque gardens of the Japanesa Gov-
smment are perched upon the hill that
overhangs the power-houss, west of Ma-
chinery Hall. The thick smoke which ev-
ery minute af the day beiches forth from
the stacks hangs like a pall over the gar-
dens, shutting out the light of day from
them and frequently ratning down velvety
noot to mar their beauty.

Japaness who are in thelr buliding every
day from early momning have walted pa-
tlently, hoping that soon the promised
eonsumers would ba put {n operation end-

As no aileviation of the amoke conditions
came, 4 protest wan recently flled against
the smoke nulsmnes by Commissioner Gen-
eral Ota In the hope that steps would be
tnken 1o prevent It Nothing has been
heard of the protest. Mr. Ota stated, and

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BURY THE TOMAHAWK

INDIAN TRIBES

Pawnees and Sionx Dance and
Ring Together at World's
Fair.

CHIEFS HOLD A POW-WOW.

~

Redmen Have Been Hereditary
Enemies, but Finally Smoke
Pipe of Peace and Declare
Themselves Frienda.

For the first time in the history of their
tribes the Sloux and the Pawnees frater-
nized &t the Indian bullding and on the
Indian reservation st the World's Falr
Thursday night and Chief Tellow Halr of
the Bloux and Rcan Cntef, Chief of the
Pawnees, dunced together.

They sang their songs and the blnody
tomahawk was buried and pesce was de-
clared belween these hersditary enemies
The two old chiefiains secmed to bs de-
lighted with the truce and the braves and
squaws, too, were also delighted that there
was no longer warfare between the two
tribes.

Old Yellow Halr and Roan Chlef met
yesterday on “Indlan Hill™ and smoked a
pipe of peace and talked over the past
glories of thelr respective tribes and the
wars that have been waged since time be-
gan between them. It in expected by
Doctor McCowan that everiasting peace
bas been made between the tribes
There was a musicale at the Indfan
bullding Thursday night, and the Bfoux
and the Pawnees attended with thelr
chiefs. They occupled adioining meats,
and when the singing bhegun the Pawnees
Jolned In the Bioux song, and the Bloux,
not to be outdone, jolned In the FPawnes
song when thnt was reached. Then there
was & dance and the Pawnees and the
Bloux jolned In the dance together, and, to
cinch matters, Yellow Halr and Roan
Chief danced together.

There has never been between savage
peoples a more deadly feud than that be-
tween the Pawnees and the Bloux. Enach
tribes was warlike and bloodthirsty. They |
occupled, originally, adjoining grounds in
Nebraska and Kansas, and the battles
that wers waged between them havs tak-
en A piace in the history of the United
Btates Indian csmpalgns £8 the most dead-
Iy and vindictive of any. even those of the
Apaches and Utes being child's play in
comparison. Time and again the Pnwness
have ralded the Sloux and the Bloux have
raided the Pawneen In the old days there
Was Do quarter given or asked

HEREDITARY ENMITY,

When the United States began clvilis-
ing the Indian, this hereditary enmity was
used to advantage, the Pawnces jolning
the soldiers In a campaign against the
Bioux and the Sloux jolning in & campalgn
aguinst the Pawnees. Many years ago
the Government separated the two tribes,
leaving tha Pawnees on reservations that l
were far removed from the Bloux, and
placing the Floux In Western Nebraska
and Southern Dakota.

There was apparently no preconcelved

notion between the Bioux and Pawnees
that they would smoke the pips of peace
and bury the tomahawk gfter centuries
of war, but It was done on the moment
and apparently with a mutual understand-
Ing that they now had mo reason to ba
enamise.
* Dootor MeGes understood this hereditary
enmity, and 20 when he put the Indians
out on the reservation, he placed the
Pawnees down by the bridge and the
Bloux away over by the stons road, whers
thers waa absolutely no danger of a
clash,

SPOUTS MILLIONS
OF SOAP BUBBLES.

Most Novei of All Fountains Is |
Located in the Palace of
Liberal Arts.

CUBA'S EXHIBIT COMPLETED.

A fountain that mnul" moap bubbles s
one of the novelties shown in the Palace
of Liberal Arts.

The fountain ly ebout twenty-five feet

falry. Milllons of soap bubbles pour out
from the top basin, over the sides and into
& larger and lower basin, which in turn
fills and overflows, the bubbles being car-
ried off at the bottom.

The effect !s much more brilllant than a
water fountain, for ¢nch of the tiny bub-
bles reflecta all colors of the ralnbow.
To ndd to the brilllancy, electric lights are
concealed In the lower parts of the two
basina, and these throw baams of light of
all colors up through the bubbles, produc-
ing an electric fountain the effect of
which s magnified by every one of the
globes of water. A comblvation of mir-
rors will be set In the skylight to reflect
light upon the founiain.

The bubbles are produced by specially
built machines which agitats ths soap In
clear water and under pressure force it
up to the top of the fountain and out into
the highest basin,. The bubbles are mo
mixed that they have consldernble stn-
bility, and as they overflow the basins
large chunks of sude break off and fall
like snow to the recrptacie beneath.
