HISTORICAL RECORDS.

Herbert Putnam, Librarian of Congress, writing
Ir The North American Review for May, on *“The
Manuscript Sources for American History,” advo-
cates more sincere and practical interest toward
the preservation of documents and records of his-
torical importance and significance. Little regard
has been manifested in general, he says, for even
valuable documents, and in many eases offieial ree-
ords have been allowed to roam as fugitives into
private collections and secondhand stores.

Noteworthy, though not sufficient, progress has
been made in recent years toward assembling and
systematically filing original documents, records and
writings bearing on Federal matters. However,
there is not only confusion in the archives of de
partments which bave saved masses of official pa-
pers; it Is also evident that many documents of
great importance have been destroyed or are scat-
tered among the different States and the countries
of Earope.

In the Commonwealths almost uppardonable
carclessness is noted. Many States have mude no
efforts at all to preserve valuable papers and a few
have tolersted wanton destruction. Apparently the
only interest shown In the preservation of valuable
hisiurical manuseripts of the United States, the Com-
monwealths and the cities has been that of histor-
ieal societies. Officials and the public have been
indifferent.

Mr. Putnam’s suggestion that the United States
should conduct a Record Office In Washington, as
Great Britain does In London, Is well worthy the
serious attention of Congress. It is a suggestion
which conveys a hint to States and cities for the
collection and preservation of documents and art-
cles of historical significance.

The educationsl and officlal valee of bistorical
matter is too obvious to call for dilatation. The eys-
tematic preservation of such matter is almosr a
necessity (o any country, and especially to n great
and prosperous country like the United States. Mat-
ter of this kind must be obtained when it is obtain-
able. It cannot be reproduced when once lost.

CRIME AND COMMENTARY.

The consensus of tariff expressions, in Repub-

ST. LOUIS DAY,

The record-breaking occasion at the World's Fair
should be St Louls Duy, whether the Executive
Committee representing the elvie and commercinl
assoclations appoints a date in August or October,
Weather and convenlences for an adegquitte cedebra-
tion demand consideration; but the principal fac-
tors, after all, are distinctive features and a grest
crowil.

The prime object of the World's Fair is the ex-
emplification of modern progrese and civilizaton
as exhibited in and by every country. But in serv-
Ing its chisf purposes the Exposition must peces-
sarily reflect honor npon St Louis. St. Louls Day
affords an opportunity to emphasize the city's en-
deavors and achievements.

For the cecaslon a programme must be arranged
which will be interesting as well as approprinte.
The features must accord with the spirit of the oc-
casion and correspond as unearly as possible to the
extraordinary surmoundings. The proper celebra-
tibn of St Louls Day will require the expenditure
of a generous sum of money. the creation of fir and
original features, the asscmbiing of a vast crowd
and the dewmonstration of intense enthusiasm by the
people.

Taking into account the expense which will be
incurred, it is advisable that only one date by set
aside as 8t Louis Day, It would not be prudent
to bave two special days for the city. In order 1o
make the second approach the first in attractive-
ness, it might be necessary to repeat the programme
of the first, with additional features. Otherwise the
expenge of two celebrations would be too great.
Provided it would not Interfere with plans already
made or contemplated, a suggestion might be made
that a date in October would be preferable to Au
gust 11.

Whatever action the Executive Committee un-
der the direction of Mayor Wells dacides upon, ev
erybody in St. Louls will “sland up for St. Louis”
on St. Lounls Day, either in August or October, and
give expression to the civie sentiment which has
helpad to construct the World's Fair and convert
St. Louls into a better and more beautiful ciry.

If achievement has begotten disappointments, of
which there are no signs, lét them be suppressed
and forgotteon. Let all of the active factors harmon
ize with the spirit of The New St. Louis Day and
make the special oceasion, commemorating the
growih, advancement, energy and purpose of the
clty, prominent s the event of events at the World's
Fair.

The Executive Committee may be relied upon w
arrange an appropriate programme, The commer-
cial Interests may be depecded upon to assist in ac-
quiring requisite funds, as the celebration will com
pel a large expenditure, owing to the Intention and
necessity of doing ample eredit to the ecity. The pub-
llie will provide the attendance and the enthuslasm.
Two things are of paramouot importance. The
fentures of the celebration muost be distinerive and
appropriate. The crowd should be the Jargest of
the Exsposition, St Louls Day must be the day of
days,

DOCTOR SIMON'S RECORD.

The pew Health Commissioner, Doctor John H.
Simon, has a good record to his credit at the end
of his first year in office. Reforms have been in-
angurated in all branches of the department, there
iz better diseipline, there are well-defined sclentific
and executive policies, there Is system about all of
the work, there 1s economical management, the ca-
pucities of Institutlons are larger, the condition
of the property Is better, and, in general, there is
marked wprovement in all direetiops.

In the last fisral year, as the report sats forth,
the expense of conducting the City Hospital, Female
Hospital, Insane Asylum, Peerhouse and Quaran-
tine and Smalipox Hospital was $65.830.23 less than
in the previous year. In 1902-3 the aggregate cox-
pense was £523,288 45, while last year It was re-
duced to $464,440.22. The opening and econduct of
the Emergency Hospital, which the city purchased,
did not become an additional expense to the munici-
pality, as the saving effected on the other institu-
tions was in excess of the expense of rupning the
new hospital, which was $43.720.06.

By following and expanding upon the polley with
which he has begun Doector Simon onght to speceed
In putting the affairs of the Health Department at o
high standard. He has accomplished much already, In
enforeing discipline, in requiring ecoromy, i gearch-
ing out evidenees of the “graft tendency,” in ac-
centuating prineiples, in recommending tenement-
honse legislation, In working for sanitary arrange-
ments in downtown dwelling places and premises,
in improving the dispensary and ambulance sery-
fees and In impressing upon his assistants and their
employes correct ideas concerning the department
and its functions. Doctor Slmon's first yoar's rec-

MUNICIPAL DEBTS.

Advocates of municipal paternalism roretell dis-
appearance of the system of direet taxatlon. The re-
ceipts from publle-utility enterprises, conducted by
Uthe municipality, they believe, will be sufficient to
maintain the local government. Municipal owner-
ship projects have been so snecessful, they contend,
as to warrant great hopes in this direction.

The abolition of direct taxation Is not an impossi-
ble prospect; but, In the natore of things. it may be
counted among the improbabilities, for at best it Is
only a hope based chlefly on theory.
become practical, through blg municipal enterprises,
there is a likellhood that taxation will take some
other form and name, for the profits could scarcely
be expected to meet all the obligations and responsi-
bilities of advancement.

Up to this time it has been the habit of cities to
make debis and confer them upon future genera-
tions. The comparatively new cities in the United
States are deeply in debt, and the old cities of
Europe are not in better circumstances. lLimprove-
ments must be renewed at periods, and at intervals
complete transformation becomes necessary.
