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FOLK'S SUGGESTION,

Mr. Folk's “good ronds™ suggestion seems prac-
tical and worth considering. He proposes that two
of the three Rallroad Commissioners be ehargea
with the supervision of the State’s highways, to the
end that road eonstruction and development have
expert supervision,

Read work as performed now is in charge of a
commissioner appointed by the county in each road
district. There wonld be po need of change in this
respect, since county officlals would be required to
look after the work as beretofore. They would
carry out the directicns of the State road officers.
The difference would be that the work would be
done according to an approved, general principle or
system under the direction of officers charged with
the special function of developing the rosds 1o a
high state of utllity and maintaining them thereat:
whose business it would be to work sclentificaty
and methodically. The expense of road work would
not be increased, but probably reduced. Poll taxes
and county taxes are the sources of road revenue,
and no State appropriation would be necessarily -
quirea. The Railroad Commissioners’ salaries nre
'ample to compensate for the increased duties,

RUSSIAN DIFFICTLTIER,

Japan'a popularity In the United States muy be
ascribed to that country’s dash and suceess and the
energy with which it is adapting itzelf to modern
conditions. Victor Hugzo well says that “nothing
succeeds like success” Yot it ecanoot be ehargsd
agaipst the people of the United States that they
are inimically inclined toward Russia or that they
are prejudiced and iocompetent to  discriminate
fairly.

“I'be love of justice s an Anierican instinet.
Were Japan to violate any of the prineiples which
-“the people of the United States regard ns fair play,
there soon wounld be evidence that public opinion is
not entirely a matter of shallow seatiment. In ex-
hibiting the influence of ideals upon all important
affairs the people show a fervor: but it should be
remembered that the ideals rest on firm foundations
and that the fervor receives inspiration from the
brain as well as from the heart.

Americans arrive at conclusions by what may e
termed reasonable intnition. They mizht believe,
far instance, that the aggression of Japan is really
a policy of defense against encroachment or inva-
sion. But thelr adberence to such a view would be
temporary if there were doubt as to facts, The
final opinion would be just.

In regard to Russia and Japan there seeme to he
& grounded beilef that the latter will win. Froman
American viewpolnt the advantage appears to be
Japan's, not only in relation to affairs in the far
East, but indirectly and still importantly within
the Russlan Empire.

The Czar's undoubted attitwle of opposition to
war produ decided effect in the United States.
An opinion also prevails that the Czar himself is
not a despot at heart .and that he would not be
averse to an extepslon of popular mights and liber-
tles in his country. The disposition to judge the
ruler fairly is an indication that the people of the
.Uniled States are not biased. It is a further indi-
cation of fairness that the popularity of Japan is
wot pronounced. i

To prolong sanely awl quietly the spirit and will
of St. Lounif’s representative citizenship as mani-
fested and pronounced at the meeling of seventcen
hnndred at Chatsworth Hall two months ago, and
to give full expression to that spirit and will in in-
telligent activity, shonld be the effort, Such activity
finde its field ia politics primarily, and the right
sort of polities 1s the surest guaranty agalnst an-
other March Twelfth.

Until men themselves are made differently
there will be thugs and Indians In municipalities
atl there is only one way efectumally to combat
them—hby a union of better cltizeaship, and through
polities itself, It has been done. It ean be done
again,

“Reformers” are (oo prone to sreach ahout “bi-
partisan™ and “nonpartisan™ movemeoents—ihese are
urged as a universal political panacea, aod repeated
faflures along these lines considerably weaken any
argument for that sort of cure, hut as applied o the
eradication of this particnlar form of the corrupt in
municipal affairs the remedy 12 we'l recommended.
The simple philosophy anderizinzz s remedy must
appeal to the practieal mind, nothing weakensd by
the faet thit it partakes of a “relormer’s™ weal,

Consolldated bipartisan effort directed azninst
rowdyism—maning rowdyism in fte larger aspect
of bad ward inflnence. including bad representation
in municipal legislative bodles, police connivance
or aid at elections, and all its attendant evils—
would proceed upon the basis of fact that this minor
clement enn operate only by toleration or consent
or a8 an adjunct of some higher party machinery.
The minor hoodlum machinery Is uppartisan amd
holds {ts services at the bid of either party. It halds
its lease of existence hy virtue always of the threat
to work for the opposition as an alternative. It
must lose its strength, ite politieal market value, In-
deed Its very existence when neithier party will un-
der any circumstanees stoop to employ It when
both parties are leagued agninst it. An ideal may
be @ truth as well, aml a practical and practicable
truth. There is no junet or logical conshieration 1o
keep Republicars and Democrats from uniting i
what must prove a sure check 1o thelr common
cnemy.

It is gmtifying to reflect that the aw, when en-
foreed, as in the caze of Patrelinan Flyun, is a par-
tial check: but with this reflection comes n consid-
cration of the onerous respopsibility of cifzenship
and its large opportunity. The law can do linls
the people can do much.

In addition to the United States section, twenty for-
eign Governments will be represented by exhibits In
the department as follows: France, Germany, Great
Britain, Holland, Belgium, Russin, Italy, Austris. Japan,
Mexico, Cnnada, Hungary, Sweden, (uba, Brazil, Ar-
gentina, Vencaueln, Bulgaria, Poriugal and Ceylon.

Some are narrated by Aunt Nun-
ey, n typleal “foh-de-wah™ mammy. Oth-
ers, gathersd from the Eoutherh Indiane,
are put Into the mouth of Aunt ‘Phrony,
who has Creek blood In ber veinz, The
picture of the old plantation house, the
song=, Ralf weind and ha!f comleal,
erooned by the old mammies, the natural
history mingled with the unnatural, the
talrs which make the animal-folk almost
bumin creature® with more than buman
intelligence—all this means many a happy
half-hour for children and ETUWn-ups
nlike.

Wiltiam R. Lighton bas a good literary
grasp on the mascullne tralls of the
carlier West, which he formerly demon-
strated in bis “Ultmate Moment.”
