FORMALLY OPENED

IJnilding. Which Is an Architec-
tural Triumph, Visited by

Hundreds.

BARON VON STIBRAL RECEIVES

Artistic Works of Empire Ad-

mired by 1,300 Invited Guests
Interesting Exhibit

Is Offered.

Baron von Stlbral, Austria's Commis-
sioner General to the World's Fair, stood
In the main reception hall of the Austrian
palace at the Exposition jesterday after-
noon and received about 1.600 guests.

Baron von Stlbral, nlthough a member
of nobility. Is the most democratic of all
the foreign Commissioners at the World's
Fair, and he ushered his guests Into the
building which Is to be the home of Aus-

tria at the great Universal Exposition.
The Austrian building, representing the

modern architectural conceptions of Eu-

ropean artists. Is one of the handsomesxof
the foreign pavilions at the World's Fair,
and In Its thirteen rooms visitors to yes-

terday's opening found specimens of the
best works of Austrian artists. Paintings,
remarkable for their execution and
thought, grace the walls of the Austrian
building, while the sculptural piece's are
among the most admired to be'seen at the
llxposltlon.

The architecture of the room, the unique-
ness of design, the furniture and tapes-
tries, form an exhibit that will doubtless
prove intorestlng to the thousands of Ex-
position v lsltors ...The reception began at o and,
while the closing hour was fixed at 6. It
was long after this before the-la- st guest
liad departed. Guests entered by the south
door, racing Administration avenue, and.
after meeting uaron von waiweu
through the various rooms until they
finally reached the south balcony, where
Icea and champagne were served. On the
terrace east of the building Well's Band
furnished a concert. Including some of the
more popular of the famous Austrian com-
positions.

Guesta, after the south balcony,
strolled over the beautiful lawns surround-
ing the building, and, returning, went
through the building to the main recep-
tion hall, and after paying their respects
to Baron von Stlbral departed.

MANY VISITORS.
A steady stream of visitors poured Into

the Austrian building and at times it
seemed as though the crowd was becoming
too great. At 5 o'clock every room In
the pavilion was packed and even the
lawns and balconies were crowded.

The facadtr of the Austrian building
are admired by critics as an interesting
attempt toward a new order of architec-
ture. Prominent features are two huge
pylons, two fountains, built In metallic
glass tiles and marble, and two

with walls decorated with mod-
ern style paintings by F. Andrl of Vi-
enna. These paintings represent types of
the peasant girls of the Austrian Prov-
inces.

The thirteen rooms of the building are
decorated in the "art nouveau" stvle. The
leceptlon hall Is done in yellow, and con-
spicuous in the decorations is a marble
bust of Emperor Joseph.

On the right are a reading-roo- and a
cool room in marble with a fountain: on
the left Is the library, with a marble

representing the Empress Eliza-
beth.

The center room Is occupied by the rail-
road eThfhlt. with, four nanoramns. On
the right Is 'a room with models of Austri-
an bridges, the most remarkable being the
Brldge-Wel- r. which Is at Nussdorf, near

WEST POINTERS WATCH DRILL

Big Ball Given in the LTall of
Congresses, Which Is Spe-

cially Decorated Promi-
nent Guests Attend.

With the firing of the Governor's sa-
lute, drills, military maneuver, the

Here,
surrounded by the Culver Cadets, Gov-
ernor Durbln unveiled the statue. Tho In-

In front. Governor Durbln mi introducedby Colonel A. F. Fleet, superintendent ofCulver Military Academy. The Governorin unveiling the bronze made a brief ad-
dress.

Governor Durbln expressed the favorwith which the people of Indiana regarded
the Culver Military Academy, stating thatit was a matter of pride that the gener-
osity of a citizen of St. LouLs should haveenabled the State to possess a schoolwhich stood In the front rank of Institu-
tions of Its kind. He lauded the mllitary
