Multitude Cheers Relie on Its
Way to the World's
Fair.

DRAWN BY THIRTEEN HORSES.

Mayor of Philadelphia Tells How
Petition of 8f. Lounig School
Children Overcame Oppo-
sition to lis Bemoval.

Liberty Bell Day wes cclebraled yestier-
day in the city generally, and at the
World's Fair partlculariy. with an en-
thusiasm and patriotic demonstration that
have rarely heen egualed. Throughout the
olty all along the route from Unlon Bta-
tion through the World's Fair grounds to
its reporitory in the Pennsylvanla State

bulldings the triumph of its journey
through five States to this city was re-
peated.

The old relic of the nation was throned
on & truck decorated with buntings
the national colors, with banners of =lik
inzeribed with patriotic sentiments float-
ing from the four corners. Smaller oronze
belis capped the four corners ol toe fost,
and the natfonal flags were everywhere on
the carriage.

Thirteen beautiful dapple grays, each
with a scutcheon bearing the name and
arms of one of the thirteen original States
of the Unlon, drew the truck bearing the

old relle. and on their heads were iri-
colored plumes, while from thelr colliars
jungled nurm-mus smaller bells. A mem-
ber of the ity Troop of Fhiladelptia
walked at the head of ench of the horses
and four picked men from the Quaker
City pouce foree guarded the bell {tself.

Tne march to the Fuir grounds began at
1 o’clock In the atfternoon, and the whole
course of the trip was accompanied by
the cneers of a patriotie mulutude whicn
llned the sides of the streets througa
which 1t passed

BELL ARRIVES.

The bell reached the station at § o'clock
yesterday morning, hung safely in the
center of a flat car decorated with the
national cylors. The speclal escort of the
Mayor and Counclls o1 Fhiladelphia were
met on thelr arrival by the private secre-
tury of Mayor Wells ung a committes of
the Aunicipal Council consisting of Wil-
fon H. Hrown and Churies K. Longatee.

With a detali of mounted police as an
escort the entire party were tuken in car-
ringes to the Jefferson Hotel. Moyor
and Mrs. Wells shortly after ealled at
the hotel to welcome Muayar Weaver and
his pirty to the city.

Atier the unioading of the bell from its
ear to the truck, which occupled about
an hour, It was taken to the Jefferson
Hotel, crowds ail along the line manifest-
ing the greatest curiosily to sce and
touch the. relie,

At the hotel a parade was formed to
eacort the relic to the Worla's Falr, In
the escort were the two Mayors; ths
members of the Counclis of Pnuadelphin
and 8t.

In an eloquent speech lie told of the
common ownership of the bell by the
whole American peopie.

MARYLANDBUILDING

Several Thousand Guests Wiiness
Simple but Patriotic
Ceremonies,

With simple patriotic ceremonies Mary-
land's State building on the Plateau of
States at the World's Falr was dedicated
yesterday In the presance of several thou-
sand locnl and visiting Marylanders.
