NEW YORK STOCKS MOVE

UPWARD QUITE BRISKLY.

MOVEMENT IS MORE COM- -

PREHEXSIVE.

Results From Sentiment of
Cheering Kind Over General

Business Outlook.

New York, Juno 10. Prices of stocks
moved upward to-d- rather more decid-
edly and comprehensively than in any of
the movements that havo developed dur-
ing the week. The movement was rather
obviously In professional hands, but the
operations of the day were of a volume
and of a concerted character which made
an Impres3lon that they were In skilled
hands and backed by resources that prom-
ised greater effects than the tentative and
timid operations to which the recent mar-
ket has restricted.

The movement reemed to be the result
of crystallized sentiment which has been
forming for several days of a more cheer-
ing ilind over the general business out-
look. The greater breadth and strength
of the movement was effective in driving
in some shorts who have not been im-
pressed with the smaller movements, and
their buying to cover was a factor in ex-
tending the advance.

CROP REPORT.
It was the common opinion that the buy-

ing was based largely on the expectation of
a, favorable report by the Agricultural De-
partment on the condition of the grain
crops on June 1. The report was not pub-
lished until after the closing of the mar-
ket, and its actual tenor Is no guarantee
of what lrwement of stock prices may
follow, howaror closely that tenor may
conform to the expectation of those who
boucht stock. The test of the market
will be Its ability to absorb the stocks
thus bought when the effort Is .made to
take proflts nn them. The belief that the
expected favorable crop report would In-
duce some buying, of securities had to con-
tend with tho apparent indifference of the
rarly grain market to the supposed com-
plexion of the coming report. The dealers
In wheat seemed to be disquieted by re-
ports of excessive rains in the Southwest.

The weakness of the cotton market
was of a sustaining Influence In the
stocks. Tho special demand for Pennsyl-
vania made another radiating center, of
strength in th market. Some of the cur-
rent "2.i published to-d- bearing on
Pu'.tlcal affairs In Pennsylvania seemed
to be made the basis for some of the spec-
ulation in this stock.
