Washington, June I.—Chairman W. 8,
Cowherd of the Demaocratic Congressional
Campalgn Committes, has writton to Pub-
lle Printer F. W. Palmer, protesting
aguinat the publication of the Congres-
pional Record which was lssned yester-
day.

Mr. Cowhord maintains that ths publica-
tion of the Record soven weeks after the
sdjournment of Congress is a gross viola~
tion of the printing privilege, and adda
that it could be Continued seven montlm
s “.”fx as saven woeks, and be used
during the campalgn us a pottieal organ.

Mr. Cowherd's letter, which was written
1o the Publio Printer June I8, and with-
held from publication through courtesy,
followa:

“As suggosted by vou, I renew in writ-
fng the verbal protest | made to-day
against the publication of the Record,
which 1 am informoo is to be lssued on
Monday next, and aguinst any further
fsvuen of the aame.

*IL = pnow more Lhan seven weeks
ince Congress fnally adjourned. The
Record 1s intended 1o be and should be, a
current publication of the daily proceed-
ings of that body. To permit membera to
continue wiiting and publishing speeches
for seven weeks after Cangress adjourns
in, In my opinlon. u gross violaton of the
printing privilege I was informed =t
your offite upon loguiry that the aulhori-
sation for such publicstion Is a Jeave to ex-
tend his remarks given to Mr, Olmstoad
of Pennsylvanin, on April 25 and two
