Mil ROOT ON THE BOODLE ISSUE.
In Mr. Root's Chicago speech It was perfectly

natural that, havlDg got past the platitudes which
precede matters of real interest, he should attack
the boodle Issue first. That Issue seems to He heav-
iest on the Republican mind, and it is the part of a
brave orator to address himself to the disagreeable
and dangerous things first. These being disposed
of, sailing becomes smooth.

This Is how Mr. Root attacked the boodle Issue:
Hao we not had an honest govern-

ment? Have not the men selected for of-

fice been men of good reputation, who,
by their past lhes, had given evidence
that they were honest and competent?
Can any private business be pointed out
In which lapses from honesty have been
so few and so trifling, proportionately, as
In the public service of the United Btate?
And when they have occurred have not
the offenders been relentlessly prosecuted
and sternly punished without regard to
political or personal relations?

Mr. Root does not undertake to answer these
questions. Having delivered this Interrogatory
solar plexu3 punch, he turns to other things. Bur
the public Is competent to provide the answers for
themselves.

Have we had an honest government? Consider
ing the difficulties of securing Information about the
malfeasance of protected officials, the public is rea-
sonably justified in attaching some significance io
the facta which have been developed in the Federal
service. It Is more than a coincidence that graft
of one class and general method should exist at the
same time in nearly every department of govern-
ment. We have had samples of graft from the de-

partments. They "assay" pretty much alike, as the
miners and chemists would say. From facts se-

cured as it were at random we find that a number
of people are systematically doing the same thing.
We have not had honest government, as the daily
news has shown for many months past. We have
had postal frauds, land frauds, supply frauds, con
tract frauds aud frauds In every sort of business
which has been undertaken by the Roosevelt

Have men been selected 'for office' because of hon-
esty and competency: or because their past careers
pointed to special fitness for to whlcn
they were assigned? Mr. Payne, the gentleman at
the head of the department mosi conspicuous for
prime, Is a fair answer to this question. He was
taken from the semlobscurity of the Milwaukee Post
Office and given the postmaster generalship. He
was a master at wire-pullin- g and practical politics,
and It was Mr. Roosevelt's intention to have him
manage the campaign. Mr. Payne has shown him-
self an adept at smothering scandal's, pigeonHoling
reports, shutting off investigations.

But the plea which Mr. Hoot offers' in his' next
question is theweakest and most significant of all.

uan any private ousiness De pointed out In which
lapses from honesty have,rbee"n sofew and fo
trifling, proportionately, as Inthejpnbllc service of
the United States?" Yes, assuredly! We do not
tolerate dishonesty In our private businesses. We
do not excuse even a single Instance of dishonesty.
Much less would we tolerate, for Instance, fraud in
the cashier's ofllce, stuffed pay rolls, swindling buy
ers, crooked salesmen, defaulting collectors. The
average private business is honest from president
to porter and prides Itself thereon. Honesty is the
best asset of business. It Is bound up with credit.
It is the watchword. It is sacred. Mr. Root's com-

parison of the present Federal service to the sphere
of business is an insult to the American business
man.

Finally Mr. Root asks, "And when they have oc-

curred have not the offenders been relentlessly
prosecuted and stemly punished without regard to
political or personal relations?" There have been a
few, a very few prosecutions. But tfie Washington
juries acqulMhq indicted men.' There have been no
convictions. Tyner and Barrett, whom Mr. Roose-
velt characterized as the worst offenders discovered,
have been set free. Where Is the stern punishment
of which Mr. Root speaks? It Is not visible. Tho
tangible result of the "thorough investigation" or-

dered by the President po stentorously and exploited'
with such publicity is zero. The mountain of scandal
has not brought forth even a mouse. There is ab-

solutely nothing which the Republican orators can
magnify into the semblance of an honest or success-
ful endeavor to purge the Federal service of Its vast
devouring system of graft and corruption; but It is
Interesting to observe the orators trying to paint
white a spotted picture.

How far can power be transmitted electrically?
What Is the cost of transmitting electric iowerr '
What per cent loss takes placVln transmission?
These will be recognized by any ,elcctrlcal engineer, as

iiivai ui me quesuoiu mat-af- Q continually Deing.asxed
uy tne inventor In electrical enterprises, by tho users
of electric power, and by the Interested laymen in gen
eral.

iThe crucial question In any commercial enterprise
and an electrical transmission scneme Is always a com-
mercial enterprise Is, will It pay? There Is no real lim
it beyond which it is Impossible to deliver electric pow-
er, provided no limit be put upon the amount of money
to be spent. The engineer could easily be found who
would undertake to deliver Niagara pov.tr In South
Africa. The difficulty would be. to find the financier, to
put up the necessary cash. The law of supply and de-

mand operates no less In tho realm of power transmis-
sion than in any other department of commercial enter-
prise. vIf.' the price that could be demanded for power In
South Africa were sufficient say a million times its
present cost the Idea of delivering Niagara power to
that region would not seem the absurdity that It Is un-
der present conditions. In fact, there are In operation

of transmission lines exceeding 8,000 miles
in length that have been for jrears transmitting power
sucessfuUy, both from an engineering and from, a finan-
cial standpoint.

The success of these enterprises is simply a question
of the price which can bo successfully demanded for
the power delivered. In tho case to which reference Is
made, this price is perhaps one billion times that for
which Niagara power Is, sold. In Buffalo, or, say, 325,000,

O00,000per IC W. per year. The writer refers to the
transmission of energy In the Atlantic cables. The mo
tion of the syphon recorder at the end of the cable Is
Just as truly tho result of power transmission as the
running of a printing- - press" or the driving of a factory.
The same laws of transmission apply, whether the pow-
er transmitted be used for Operating the syphon re-

corder or the factory. It is In the value of power trans
mitted that the great difference lies. If the power for
driving factories were worth as. much as that, for operat-
ing a syphon recorder, 'Niagara power would, perhaps,
have been sold in the markets of Europe long before

The distance, therefore, to, phich poprer can be suc-
cessfully transmitted- - by electricity depends .almost en-
tirely upon tha' price wh!ch can be 'successfully de-

manded for such power. The price is regulated by the
law of supply and demand. The power user will buy
power where he can get It cheapest and will Install his
own steam plant unless the poer transmission com-
pany can sell him power ns cheaply asi he can generate
It The most Important single Item In the cost of steam
power Is the cost of fuel- - ,An electric transmission
scheme which might fall utterly among the coal fields
of a country with coal at say $1 a ton might succeed
brilliantly In places where coal costs $10, or In South
Africa, for example with coal at say J50 a ton.

Wireless Telegraphy-- In "Nnr.
Black and White.

The position of the wireless telegraphy ship In war-
fare has aroused considerable discussion among students
of International law; for .as yet It Is cot certain that
messages cannot be Intercepted, aiid that Information
sent to a land station for transmission to
may not be made use of by anenemy. There is always the
danger that such messages w'lll cease to bo "private and
confidential." The value ot the sstem was clearly dem-
onstrated In the attack on Port Arthur, which led tQ
Ihe destruction of Admiral MakarofTs flagship; It will
be remembered that a weak force was sent close up to
Port Arthur, on the appearapce of which the Admiral
steamed out with his full fleet.
